City Council Minutes

January 24, 2011
The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Upon Roll Call:
Acting Mayor Steve Baumgart and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, and Mike Alexander were present.  Mayor J.P. Weimerskirch was absent.  
City Staff Present:  City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, Fire Chief Rick Bambenek, and Clerk-Typist Nancy Gaulke.
Consent Agenda:
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander
seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented.  The agenda included the minutes of the January 3, 2011 regular City Council meeting, two bond payments totaling $282,736.25, and January 2011 claims reviewed by Acting Mayor Baumgart and Councilmember Erdman.  The claims totaled $171,761.80 for the following operating funds:

All voted aye and the motion carried.
There was no community comment or input.

Councilmember Ledebuhr noted that several businesses have been plowing snow from their parking lots across Service Drive and piling it up along the side of the road.  This is causing the street to become very narrow, especially when cars are parked along both sides of the road.  The Director of Public Works will speak to the businesses about the matter.  Councilmember Erdman and Acting Mayor Baumgart complimented Police Chief Russell for the excellent job his department did handling a standoff incident which occurred on January 14, 2011 and noted the Winona Daily News published an editorial commending the department.
Acting Mayor Baumgart closed the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the Public Hearing for the purpose to amend three existing City ordinances.  

Mr. Kenneth Spittler, 720 39th Avenue, questioned the purpose of amending the Public Nuisance Ordinance No. 2011-01 (87.1).  The City Administrator explained the proposed amended ordinance includes everything in the existing ordinance in a more concise, organized, and easy to understand format while addressing a few additional issues such as feral cats.  Mr. Spittler questioned if the ordinance prohibits the feeding of birds to which he was told birdfeeders are allowed.  Councilmembers Alexander and Erdman requested clarification regarding the number of vehicles allowed per residence.  The Administrator explained each residence is allowed to have four vehicles parked outside; however, only two of those may be parked on the street.  Councilmember Alexander asked if there is a restriction on the number of watercraft stored at a residence to which he was told there is no limit on the number but they must be owned by the person who resides at the property.  Councilmember Alexander questioned if small ponds are prohibited.  The City Administrator explained ponds are permitted unless the water becomes stagnant and becomes a public health issue.  
The City Administrator explained the purpose of Ordinance No. 2011-02 (86.6) is to update the City’s fee schedule for 2011.  Mr. Spittler asked for clarification of the fees for pavilion rentals.  The Administrator explained which pavilion each fee applied to and explained the deposit procedure.  Councilmember Ledebuhr questioned the new proposed Rezoning Fee.  The City Administrator explained the purpose of the fee is to recover some of the expense incurred to hold a required public hearing if a property owner requests a zoning change for his or her property.  These are basically the same legal requirements the City has to follow if it receives a request for a Conditional Use Permit or Variance.  Councilmember Ledebuhr noted the City has initiated some rezoning in the past several years to clean up the zoning on some properties to their current usage and he believes there is at least one more area of the City that needs to be considered for a zoning change.  He does not believe a rezoning fee should be charged until the City is confident that all areas are correctly zoned.
The City Administrator explained the purpose of Ordinance 2011-03 (26.7) is to set the cost of a dog license not obtained prior to April 1st to double the original amount.  There were no questions or discussion.
Acting Mayor Baumgart closed the Public Hearing at 5:34 p.m. and reopened the regular meeting.

The Fire Department January meeting minutes were reviewed.
The December Building Permit Report was reviewed.

The annual 2010 Building Permit Summary Report was reviewed.

Mr. Larry Thompson, Winona City Manager, and Ms. Julie Fassbender from Winona Park & Recreation Department were in attendance.  Ms. Fassbender gave a brief overview of the 2010 Collaboration Winona Park & Recreation Department and City of Goodview Review.  She also presented a proposal for a Recreation Services Agreement, which covers the next two years, to the City Council for their consideration.
The Goodview Rescue Patient Response Report for 2010 was reviewed.
The Police Department Quarterly Comparison Incident Report for October through December was reviewed.  Police Chief Russell reported his department handled 283 calls to the Lake Village Manufactured Home Park in 2010.  Due to the pattern of ongoing criminal behavior and the lack of response by Lake Village management, Chief Russell stated he is exploring the possibility of creating an ordinance which would allow the City to fine landlords – including the owners of Lake Village – for allowing criminal and/or nuisance behaviors to continue.  He will report his recommendations to the City Council at a later date.
Maintenance Department on-call schedule for February 2011 was reviewed.
The City Administrator presented sample runs of two proposed bills that have been introduced at the State legislature which would reduce both the Local Government Aid (LGA) & Market Value Homestead Credit (MVHC) the City is due to receive in 2011.  The City of Goodview is slated to receive $287,142 of LGA and MVHC in 2011.  Under HF 129, the legislature has proposed cutting $158,363; therefore, the City would only receive $128,799, or 45% of the original total the City is due to receive.
The Director of Public Works gave a brief overview of the article titled “Small City Tackles Radium in Well Water” that was published in the American Water Works Association “Opflow” magazine.  This article was written and submitted to the magazine by Mr. Volkart and the Project Manager Naeem Qureshi.
Ms. Laura Feller and Ms. Stephanie Scharmer of the Goodview Elementary School PTA were in attendance to request a proclamation designating February 18, 2011 as Goodview Elementary School Day in conjunction with “Take Your Family to School Week.”  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to proclaim February 18, 2011 as Goodview Elementary School Day.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the Recreation Services Agreement between the City of Winona Park & Recreation Department and the City of Goodview from January 1, 2011 to December 31, 2012.  All voted aye and the motion carried.  

Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adopt ORDINANCE 2011-01 (87.1), AN ORDINANCE REGULATING PUBLIC NUISANCES WITHIN THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN.  All voted aye and the Ordinance was declared adopted. 

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adopt ORDINANCE NO. 2011-02 (86.6), AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING THE RATES AND CHARGES FOR SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN, with the exception of the $160 Rezoning Fee.  Acting Mayor Baumgart and Councilmembers Ledebuhr and Erdman voted aye.  Councilmember Alexander voted nay.  The amended Ordinance was declared adopted.
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to adopt ORDINANCE 2011-03 (26.7), AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 90.04 (DATE OF PAYMENT) OF THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN CODE OF ORDINANCES BY CHANGING THE AMOUNT OF THE COST OF A DOG LICENSE IF NOT PAID PRIOR TO APRIL 1.  All voted aye and the Ordinance was declared adopted.
Under the Other Section of the agenda, the City Administrator reviewed the letter from Mr. Don Evanson to the Winona Post concerning the 2010 general election.  Mr. Matejka noted he has spoken with Suzanne Rivers, Winona County Treasurer/Auditor, regarding the matter and all issues have been addressed.  

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye, motion carried.
