City Council Minutes

January 26, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, Fire Chief Todd Ives, Maintenance Labor I Aaron Sackreiter, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the January 5, 2015 regular City Council meeting, the bond payments due in February, 2015, and the January, 2015 claims. The claims totaled $877,850.11 for the following operating funds:

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr said a few residents have complained about a foul smell in the water and wondered if there had been any problems. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said there haven’t been any issues with the City water and sometimes the smell can come from the hot water heater in the home.  Mr. Volkart suggested residents call the City when they notice a bad smell so it can be looked into right away. 
Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from January 6, 2015, the monthly building permit reports for November & December, 2014, and the Building Permit Summary report for 2014.

Notices and Communications included the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for February, 2015.

Under Unfinished Business; there was a brief discussion about the Emergency Operations Plan for the City of Goodview. Councilmember Erdman requested a change be made to her contact information. Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the Emergency Operations Plan. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under New Business; 
a) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0962, A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN EXEMPTION FROM LAWFUL GAMBLING LICENSE FOR THE GOODVIEW FIRE DEPARTMENT RELIEF ASSOCIATION FOR APRIL 25, 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.
b) City Administrator Dan Matejka reviewed the 2015 Water Fund and Sewer Fund revenue and expenditure budgets. He noted the budget proposes to raise the water rates 2% over the 2014 rates. For the second consecutive year there will be no change in the sewer rates. There is an increase in the one-time annual surcharge from $10.50 to $11.00 to cover the cost of the Department of Health’s mandated chemical testing. Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the 2015 Water Fund and Sewer Fund revenue and expenditure budgets. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
c) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0963, A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CITY’S FEE SCHEDULE FOR RATES AND CHARGES FOR SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN. All voted aye and the motion carried.
d) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the Mayoral appointments for 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried. 

e) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the assigning of 490 “job points” to the Administrative Assistant position for the Goodview Police Department. All voted aye and the motion carried.
f) After an overview by the City Administrator, Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the renewal of the Contract for the Interconnection of Sanitary Sewer Systems between the City of Winona, MN and the City of Goodview, MN. All voted aye and the motion carried.
g) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Pay Equity Compliance Report for 2014. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
There was no Other business to report. 

Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:34 p.m. Mayor Baumgart re-opened the regular meeting at 5:45 p.m. Fire Chief Todd Ives presented lifesaving achievement awards to Mr. Jim Doffing, Mr. John Doffing, Mr. Gary Hazelton, and Mr. Jon Eckhoff for their brave action during the fire at 7455 Golden Oak Court on November 23, 2014.

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
