City Council Minutes

January 27, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the January 9, 2014 regular City Council meeting. The agenda also included principal and interest bond payments totaling $400,731.82 due in February 2014 and the January, 2014 claims. The claims totaled $288,772.23 for the following operating funds:

There was no community comment or input.

Under council concerns, complaints, or inquires; On behalf of the Goodview Fire Department, Mayor Baumgart reminded the Council the department is sponsoring a Chicken Q fundraiser on Saturday, February 1, 2014, at the Elks Club.
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from January 7, 2014, and the monthly building permit reports for November and December, 2013. 

Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the public hearing for the purpose to consider a request to have the following lots in the Country Meadows subdivision re-zoned from their current zoning of D-1 Single Family Dwelling to D-2 Two-Family Dwelling, AND to have the front-yard setback requirement for these

lots reduced from 25 feet to 14 feet;
First Phase, Block 1, Lots 1 through 5, and

First Phase, Block 1, Lots 8 through 13, and

Third Phase, Block 3, Lots 1 through 3, and
First Phase, Block 4, Lots 1 and 2.
City Administrator Dan Matejka read a statement from Mr. Chris Sanchez, who formally withdrew his request for rezoning. There were a number of Country Meadows residents present for the public hearing, and several shared that they were against the proposed rezoning.  One individual pointed out the 30-year covenant for the subdivision stating that only single family homes can be built in the subdivision.  There was also concern expressed about reducing the setback requirement as this may cause traffic problems especially on Wenonah Road. 
The public hearing was closed and the regular meeting resumed at 5:13 p.m.
Under Notices and Communications; the City Administrator noted the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for February, 2014. 

There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business; 
a) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the 2014 Water Fund and Sewer Fund revenue and expenditure budgets.  The proposed budgets showed a two-percent increase in water rates and no change in sewer rates from 2013.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
b) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0929, A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CITY’S FEE SCHEDULE FOR RATES AND CHARGES FOR SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

c)  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Agreement with Construction Management Services (CMS) to act as the Building Code Administrator for the City of Goodview through 2016. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Mayor Steve Baumgart shared a conversation he had with Mr. Ted Hazelton, a certified pyrotechnician, concerning a request Mr. Hazelton has put forth to the City to do a fireworks display at LaCanne Park this summer after a relative’s wedding.  After finding out that Fire Chief Todd Ives would not sign off to approve the request Mr. Hazelton has not pursued it any further at this time, but was told to contact the City Administrator if he wishes to address the Council about the matter. 

City Administrator Dan Matejka shared news regarding the ongoing whistle free railroad zone discussion. He said with the help of Mr. Chuck Ackman from Senator Klobuchar’s office, there is a meeting scheduled for February 5, 2014, with representatives from the Federal Railroad Administration, Canadian Pacific Railroad, and the Minnesota Department of Transportation. City Engineer Bill Trygstad and Minnesota City Mayor Don O’Neil will also be in attendance.
Councilmember Erdman asked the City Administrator if he had any further information regarding having an active registered nurse on the City’s Board of Health. Mr. Matejka said he would follow up and come back to the Council with more information.   

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
