City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

January 28, 2013
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Sandy Erdman was absent.
City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Maintenance II Worker Dave Schultz, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 
seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the January 7, 2013 regular City Council meeting. City Administrator Dan Matejka said Councilmember Erdman told him she is writing an article about the history of the Goodview Business Association for the Winona Post, not the Post Bulletin, and would like the minutes to be corrected. The agenda also included the bond payments due in February 2013 and the January, 2013 claims. The claims totaled $209,717.08 for the following operating funds:

 All voted aye and the motion carried to approve the consent agenda, as amended.

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Alexander wanted clarification on the annual bond payments and his questions regarding the interest payment were answered by the City Administrator. Councilmember Andring said he visited The Bar and is impressed with how much it has been improved. Maintenance II Worker Dave Schultz shared a couple of things about The Bar; there was an electrical issue that has been taken care of and they have decided not to use the fireplace for safety reasons. Mayor Baumgart said he attended the 2013 Leadership Conference for Newly Elected Officials put on by the League of MN Cities in Mankato this past weekend, and found the information to be valuable, and thanked the City for making it possible for him to participate.
Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:07 p.m. and opened the Public Hearing for the purpose of considering an application for a 7.5 foot variance in the average height requirement of a garage or accessory structure in a D-1 Dwelling District for the property located at 1335 Grandview Court to add a second floor onto an existing unattached garage. Mr. Andy Loos explained why he is requesting the variance and answered questions from the Council. City Administrator Dan Matejka read two letters from neighbors regarding this variance. Dave & Roxanne McCorquodale, 1345 Grandview Court, are supportive of approving the variance because “it will give the neighborhood more character.”  John & Joan Oas, 1340 Grandview Court, are opposed to the variance because “it would negatively impact the view” from their property and negatively affect the value of their property. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart explained Mr. Oas’ property is 50’ higher than the Loos property and his view will not be blocked. 

The public hearing was closed and the regular meeting resumed.

Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka brought attention to the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from January 8, 2013.  Mayor Baumgart reminded the Council of the Fire Department’s annual Chicken Q on Saturday, February 2, 2013, at the Elks Club. The Building Permit Summary Report for 2012 was noted and the City Administrator said there was an increase in the total value amount from 2011 to 2012 in response to a question from Councilmember Andring on the subject.
The following Notices and Communications items were noted: 

a) Maintenance Department on-call schedule for February, 2013.

b) Letter from Charter Communications dated January 7, 2013.

c) MN League of Women Voters – Winona Unit & Winona County Criminal Justice Coordinating Council joint meeting with local elected public officials on Saturday, February 9, 2013, at the Winona History Center. Mayor Baumgart and Councilmember Erdman plan to attend. The City Administrator will publicize this as a special meeting of the City Council, in the event another Councilmember decides to attend which would create a quorum. 
At 5:20 p.m. the Mayor suspended the regular meeting and opened the Public Hearing for the purpose of considering an application for a Conditional Use Permit to allow the property located at 910 68th Avenue (parcel # 24.065.0124) to be used for a small used car lot in an M-1 Light Manufacturing zone. Mr. Bob Fort owns two car lots on the east end of Winona and would like to use the 910 68th Avenue address for his business license address.  City Administrator Dan Matejka read two letters from neighbors regarding this conditional use permit.  Mr. Dave McCorquodale, owner of Winona Homes, is concerned with off-street parking and the potential problems this may cause for through traffic. He does not feel this is an improvement and does not support it. Mr. Steve Cichosz, owner of Superior Truck and Marine at 936 68th Avenue, writes that he does not want old junk cars standing around and is concerned about blocking the street. He wants the area near his business to remain neat and clean. Mr. Fort said he does not plan to put junk cars on the property. 
Mayor Baumgart closed the public hearing and opened the regular meeting. 

There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business: 

   a)  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded that the application for a 7.5 foot variance in the average height requirement of a garage or accessory structure in a D-1 Dwelling District for the property located at 1335 Grandview Court to add a second floor onto an existing unattached garage from Mr. Andy Loos be approved. All voted aye and the motion carried.
   b)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the application from Mr. Bob Fort for a Conditional Use Permit to allow the property located at 910 68th Avenue (parcel # 24.065.0124) to be used for a small used car lot in an M-1 Light Manufacturing zone, subject to the following conditions: 1) no non-functional cars will be kept on the property or in the street and 2) no complaints to be received about blocking the flow of traffic. This Conditional Use Permit will be subject to review in one year. All voted aye and the motion carried.
   c)  There was a discussion about the 2013 Water Fund and Sewer Fund revenue and expenditure budgets presented by the City Administrator.  Mr. Matejka reported that there will not be any increase in the water rates for 2013, but unfortunately, there will be a two-percent increase in sewer rates for the next calendar year. This will be the fourth consecutive year with a single digit increase of 5% or less in sewer rates. He went on to say that the monthly utility bill for a minimum user in the City will increase $.45, or about a one-percent increase from 2012.  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the 2013 Water Fund and Sewer Fund revenue and expenditure budgets. All voted aye and the motion carried.


   d)  RESOLUTION NO. 0902, A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CITY’S FEE SCHEDULE FOR RATES AND CHARGES FOR SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN.  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve Resolution 0902 as presented. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; the City Administrator asked which Councilmembers needed business cards.  After a short discussion it was decided to only order business cards for Mayor Baumgart. He also informed the Council that the water line insurance program will move forward. A letter will be sent to the 190 people who have chosen to participate to inform them of this, and Maintenance I Worker Aaron Lofgren will be contacting them to make inspection appointments. 
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
