City Council Minutes

January 5, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Mr. Steve Baumgart took the Oath of Office and was sworn in as Mayor by City Administrator Dan Matejka. Mr. Mike Alexander and Mr. Richard Ledebuhr took the Oath of Office and were sworn in as Councilmembers by Mayor Steve Baumgart. 

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the December 15, 2014 regular City Council meeting and the December, 2014 claims. The claims totaled $183,409.34 for the following operating funds:

All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

There were no Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka shared the Southeastern Minnesota League of Municipalities (SEMLM) invitation to attend the annual voting meeting on Thursday, January 29, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. If any of the Council members are interested in attending, they are to let him know by January 23. He then went on to say that typically at this first Council meeting of the year, the Council approves the Committee Assignments and Council Liaisons. He is postponing this because he has decided to request quotes for the official newspaper as a result of the Winona Post becoming the City of Winona’s official paper by way of being the low bidder when Winona requested quotes. The updated list will be completed by the time the City Council meets on January 26, 2015. In the meantime, Mr. Matejka will contact those non-City staff individuals who currently hold positions on various committees to confirm they want to continue to serve the City. Mr. Matejka offered a reminder that the first Economic Development Association meeting will be held on Wednesday, January 7, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. at Goodview City Hall.  Police Chief Kent Russell reported that the Shop-With-A-Cop event was a success and the five children who participated, and their families, were very appreciative. The mother of one of the students offered to donate her time for this event in the future.  Chief Russell said his department took part recently in a successful drug warrant.  The Chief also gave the Council an update on the number of police calls received for 2014 which totaled 3,349.  This is a sharp increase from the 2,110 calls in 2013 and 2,321 in 2012.  
Notices and Communications included; the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for January, 2015, and a reminder of the 2015 Elected Official Outreach Event being held on Saturday, January 10, 2015 at the Winona History Center. This will be considered a special meeting for Goodview, because three of the five Council members will be in attendance, which constitutes a quorum. This notice will be posted on the front door of City Hall. 
There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business;

a)  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Liability Insurance Coverage waiver form. All voted aye and the motion carried.
b)   Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the Drainlayers License application for Jake Wieser Construction. All voted aye and the motion carried.

c)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve Pay Estimate No. 3, including Change Orders 6-8, from A-1 Excavating, Inc. for the 2014 Utility and Street Improvements, 63rd Avenue & 5th Street Project for $294,964.37.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

d)  The City Administrator handed out a draft of the Emergency Operation Plan (EOP) for the City of Goodview. He asked that the Council members take it home, read it, make notes, and return with any comments and/or suggestions.  If there are no revisions, the plan is for the Council to vote to adopt it at the next Council meeting on January 26, 2015. If there are revisions that need to be addressed, then the City Administrator will take those suggestions back to the committee for discussion.  Councilmember Andring and Police Chief Kent Russell, who both serve on the EOP Committee, spoke to the importance of having this plan in place. 
e)  There was a motion, by Councilmember Erdman, with a second by Councilmember Andring, to defer special assessments for the 2014 Utility and Street Improvements, 63rd Avenue & 5th Street Project on Parcel No. R24.115.0060, and not to defer the assessments for parcel No. R24.001.0090. After a discussion about the requirements, and a request by Councilmember Ledebuhr to make the language in the Ordinance referencing the deferment of assessments more specific, all voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Police Chief Kent Russell requested to return 106 hours of Holiday Pay accrued to him as part of the change in policy by the City of Goodview in March 2013. 

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to formally accept Kent Russell’s 106 hours of Holiday Pay. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Councilmember Alexander followed up about Ms. Jennifer Hengel, saying she does not currently work for CEDA and is interested in assisting the City with grant writing. The City Administrator said he will contact her. 
Mayor Baumgart reported he plans to attend the swearing in of new Winona County Sheriff Mr. Ron Ganrude on January 6, 2015 at 8:30 a.m.
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
