City Council Minutes

January 9, 2014

(January 6, 2014 meeting cancelled due to inclement weather.)

The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Dick Ledebuhr at 4:30 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Acting Mayor Dick Ledebuhr, and Councilmembers Sandy Erdman, and Charlie Andring were present.  Mayor Steve Baumgart and Councilmember Mike Alexander were absent.

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman 

seconded the consent agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the December 16, 2013 regular City Council meeting. 

 All voted aye and the motion carried.
There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Acting Mayor Ledebuhr inquired about the pumping agreement. The City Administrator said a revised agreement has been drafted and is being considered by all parties. The Director of Public Works said there have been recent conversations with the parties involved.  Mr. Matejka said he would like to see the agreement signed before the end of the month. The Acting Mayor also asked about the easements for the potential street and utility improvement project for 63rd Avenue.  Mr. Volkart said the information has been forwarded to the parties involved.  The City Administrator said the easement agreement will come to the Council for approval before the project goes to bid. 
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; the City Administrator announced there will be a public hearing on Monday, January 27, 2014 to act on a request to rezone a number of lots in the Country Meadows subdivision from D-1 Single Family Dwelling to D-2 Two-Family Dwelling, as well as a request to decrease the front yard set back requirement from 25 feet to 14 feet.

Mr. Matejka also said he is working on the Water and Sewer fund budgets for 2014, and will bring them to the next Council meeting on January 27, 2014 for approval. Councilmember Erdman asked if the property address on Connie Drive has been changed. Mr. Matejka said City staff and the developer are actively working to change it.
Under Notices and Communications; City Administrator Dan Matejka offered a reminder of the 2014 Elected Official Outreach Event on Saturday, January 11, 2014 at the Winona History Center.  He pointed out that he plans to attend along with Mayor Baumgart and Councilmember Andring. The City Administrator also noted the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for January, 2014.
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business;
There was a discussion about the 2014 committee assignments and Mayoral appointments, specifically concerning the requirements to serve on the Board of Health Committee. Councilmember Erdman questioned if we should have a Registered Nurse on that committee. The City Administrator said he would look into it, but recommended approving the listing as is with the understanding it could be changed in the future if needed.  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the Mayoral Appointments for 2014, as presented. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0928, A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN EXEMPTION FROM LAWFUL GAMBLING LICENSE FOR DUCKS UNLIMITED WINONA STATE CHAPTER #325, FOR FEBRUARY 21, 2014. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
After a review and discussion about the proposed one-year agreement with Construction Management Services (CMS) to act as building code administrator for the City for 2014, and after reading a letter from Mayor Baumgart suggesting a three-year agreement, Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to table the proposed one-year agreement, with the intention that City staff will negotiate a three-year agreement with CMS and bring that new agreement to the Council for approval at the next meeting on January 27, 2014.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Acting Mayor Ledebuhr asked if the Lake Village storm shelter building was finished. Police Chief Kent Russell said the shelter is not completed yet, but it is open. 
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
