City Council Minutes

October 1, 2012

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Weimerskirch at 5:00 p.m.

City Staff Present: City Administrator, Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, Fire Chief Todd Ives, Maintenance II Worker  Dave Schultz, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

There was no community comment or input, Council concerns, complaints, or inquires.

Reports of officers, committees, or staff, included the Monthly Building Permit Report for August, 2012 and oral Administrative Reports. Mayor Weimerskirch reported that the person who was going to lease The Bar backed out this afternoon and the city is now looking for a new prospective tenant. The person who was the committee’s second choice will be considered; although there are questions regarding the individual’s financial wherewithal that needs to be addressed. City Administrator, Dan Matejka, said he will report back to the Council during this process. Councilmember Erdman brought up the Borkowski building on the corner of Sixth Street and 41st Avenue, and Mr. Matejka shared that he was approached by a massage therapy business who is interested in renting the building. It is zoned correctly, but they haven’t contacted the City since their initial meeting. Police Chief Kent Russell spoke with Winona County about painting the curbs on Sixth Street, and was told the County is no longer in the business of painting any curbs within their right-of-ways, roads, or approaches. They feel that State Statutes dictate how far people can park from stop signs and fire hydrants. If the City wants anything painted, they will have to do it themselves. Chief Russell also reported that the Shop with a Cop Program was awarded $1,000 from Target. This will allow them to take 5-10 students from Goodview Elementary School Christmas shopping, and then they’ll go back to the Police station for gift wrapping and refreshments. Fire Chief Todd Ives reported the Fire Prevention Open House will be held at the station on Thursday, October 11, 2012, from 5:30 p.m. until 8:00 p.m. There will be the usual activities, including fire truck rides, demonstrations, etc.
Under Notices and Communications; the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for October, 2012, and the latest newsletter pertaining to the Winona Bridge Project were noted. Mayor Weimerskirch gave an update on the Purple Heart Memorial that Mr. Dick Lande wants to construct. Mr. Lande continues to search for a site for the memorial and inquired about the piece of land in the Saehler Subdivision at the foot of Harry’s Lane. The Mayor told him the parcel in question is State land and the City of Goodview has no control of it.
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business; Councilmember Baumgart moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to authorize a request from the Winona Elks Lodge to have both the Fire & Police Departments present on Sunday, October 7, 2012 for the Club’s Freedom Honor Flight Car, Truck, Motorcycle or Anything Show. Fire Chief Ives and Police Chief Russell plan to have a presence there. Councilmember Baumgart encouraged everyone to donate because it is such a worthy cause. Councilmember Ledebuhr asked if we had to pay staff to be there and Chief Russell said his department would use Reserves. Councilmember Baumgart questioned whether the City can deny requests to use the ladder truck and there was discussion about private individuals making a request versus an organization. Mayor Weimerskirch said there will always be a vote and any request can be voted down and denied. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Councilmember Ledebuhr inquired about the WE Valley curb section repair project. Director of Public Works, Greg Volkart, said he would like part of it done this fall and is trying to schedule it with Dunn Blacktop Company. Councilmember Erdman asked when street sweeping would begin. Maintenance II Worker, Dave Schultz, said they would begin in a couple of weeks and will keep sweeping for 2-3 weeks after that.

Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Baumgart seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
