City Council Minutes – Public Hearing
Proposed Assessments for the 2014 Utility and Street Improvements,

63rd Avenue & 5th Street Project.

October 15, 2014
The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Sandy Erdman at 6:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Upon Roll Call:

Acting Mayor Sandy Erdman, and Councilmembers Mike Alexander
and Charlie Andring were present.  Mayor Steve Baumgart and
and Councilmember Dick Ledebuhr were absent.
City Staff Present:  City Administrator Dan Matejka, City Engineer Bill Trygstad, City Attorney Mark Merchlewitz, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler. 
The City Administrator explained how the total project costs were compiled with an emphasis on the separation of costs based on the City’s Assessment Policy.  He pointed out the fact the City is contributing almost $629,000 more into the project, a dollar amount that was deducted from the total assessments category, because of the importance of the project going all the way to 69th Avenue to plan for future expansion west of 69th.  He pointed out the final assessment figure is about $8,000 less than the “not to exceed” figure used in an initial meeting on the project held in 2013.  A resident asked about how to go about making a payment on the assessments, and how it works with the tax year.  Mr. Matejka went over the different options available, including paying it all off at once with no interest accruing, to making a lump-sum payment at any time against the principal, but there would be accrued interest. Another question was if this assessment will automatically increase their property value from the County Assessor, of which he was told no.  A question was raised on when a property could actually hookup to the system, of which he was told the City will send out a letter informing property owners when that can be done. 
Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0955, A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE ASSESSMENTS FOR THE 2014 UTILITY AND STREET IMPROVEMENTS, 63RD AVENUE & 5TH STREET PROJECT FOR THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN.   All voted aye, and the motion carried.

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye, motion carried.
