City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

October 19, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Ledebuhr at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Acting Mayor Dick Ledebuhr, and Councilmembers Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Mayor Steve Baumgart was absent.
City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, Fire Chief Todd Ives, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the October 5, 2015 regular City Council meeting and the October, 2015 claims. The claims totaled $192,812.70 for the following operating funds:

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Erdman expressed her appreciation for the street department’s painting of the curbs.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from October 6, 2015 and the Goodview EDA meeting minutes from August 5, 2015 and September 2, 2015.
Acting Mayor Ledebuhr suspended the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the Public Hearing for the purpose to consider a request to have the property legally described on the attached “Notice of Public Hearing” rezoned from its current zoning of M-1 Light Manufacturing to D-1 Single Family Dwelling. Mr. Daryl Zimmer, who owns the property, and Mr. Bob Timm, who wants to purchase the property, was present to answer questions regarding the request.  Two Cedar Bay residents, Mr. Jerry Moen at 1082 Bay Drive and Mr. Dean Crissinger at 1045 Bay Drive were also in attendance. Mr. Moen expressed concerns about the access easement since half of it includes the private road into Cedar Bay. He said that if Mr. Timm hauls in fill, there may be damage done to the road and he wanted to know who would pay for the repairs. Mr. Moen went on to say that since the 2007 flood he has been under the impression that much of that land has been under water and he wanted to know how high Mr. Timm will need to raise the elevation of the land.  Both Mr. Moen and Mr. Crissinger support the zoning change from M-1 Light Manufacturing to D-1 Single Family Dwelling as both indicated they would prefer to have a nice home go in there versus any sort of manufacturing business. Mr. Timm replied that there is a specific elevation that the land needs to be at in order for it to be deemed buildable. Some of the land in the back is at that elevation and is high enough already. He will need to build up some of the other areas and he will use the piles of dirt and material that is there to get to the buildable elevation. He will bring in fill if necessary.  Councilmember Andring asked Mr. Timm if he had a proposed building site plan and asked if there are any intentions of altering the shoreline of the lake.  Mr. Timm said he is unable to provide such a plan of what he wants to do until he gets the land cleaned up. The property is currently overgrown. He plans to clean it up, get the land to a consistent elevation, and then decide where the house will sit. He also said at this time he doesn’t plan to alter the shoreline at all.  Mr. Timm also said that he does not intend to put a business anywhere on the property.  Mr. Crissinger had a concern about the road which on the plat map is labeled in Outlot B and asked who owns Outlot B.  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said it is part of Cedar Bay.  There was also a discussion about where the sewer and water services are, and how they would get to the house.  Councilmember Andring also questioned if this requested rezone violates anything in the pumping agreement the City has with Mr. Steve Kohner, of which City Administrator Dan Matejka said the pumping agreement does not have any moratorium language on building or filling around the lake. Mr. Timm said he will not remove any of the lake front. Acting Mayor Ledebuhr said he has a concern regarding the filling of the property.  He said after he walked the property, he didn’t think that there is enough fill there to build. Mr. Timm reiterated he would bring in fill if necessary. 
The public hearing was closed at 5:26 p.m. and the regular meeting resumed.

The City Administrator moved forward on the Agenda to New Business. Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the rezoning request to have the property legally described on the attached “Notice of Public Hearing” rezoned from M-1 Light Manufacturing to D-1 Single Family Dwelling.  (NOTE:  This property will have an address of 1000 Bay Drive if approved.)  Councilmembers Erdman and Alexander voted aye. Councilmember Andring and Acting Mayor Ledebuhr voted nay. The motion failed for lack of a majority, with a tie of 2 to 2. Acting Mayor Ledebuhr said he voted against this request because he wants to see what Mr. Timm is going to do on the property, and how much fill he will need to bring in. Mr. Timm replied that he doesn’t own the property and cannot know the answer until he gets back in there and does some site preparation.  Councilmember Erdman said she voted for the rezone so nobody could come in there and build a permitted M-1 Light Manufacturing business. Councilmember Alexander said he would like to see a nice house back there and it is up to Mr. Timm to figure out a way to make it happen. The City Administrator informed the Council that Mayor Baumgart called earlier in the day and asked that his support of this rezone be made known to the rest of the Council. The City Administrator told Mr. Timm that he can come back at a later date and submit another request to have this property rezoned. 

Because the motion failed, there was no need to hold the second Public Hearing scheduled for the purpose of considering an application for a variance in the maximum allowable square footage for an accessory building for the property located at 1000 Bay Drive for the construction of a storage garage.
Winona County Commissioner Mr. Steve Jacob gave an update on what is happening at the County including an ATV/UTV Ordinance, possible solar projects, the blue bin program, and an application for fiber optic infrastructure cable to widen broadband coverage throughout the County. He said he believes the new County Administrator, Mr. Ken Fritz, is going to be a great asset to the County.
Notices and Communications included an information flyer from SE MN Together about a workshop being offered in Winona from 8 a.m. to 1 p.m. on December 3, 2015, to explore solutions about the labor shortage in this part of the State.
Under Unfinished Business; City Administrator Dan Matejka facilitated a brief discussion concerning the proposed 2016 General Fund and Debt Service Fund Revenue and Expenditure budgets.  The City Administrator pointed out that the tax statements for 2016 will go out in late October, and will show the 5.132% proposed tax levy increase the Council approved as its preliminary levy at the September 21, 2015 meeting. Councilmember Andring asked for clarification on several line items of the budget. 
Additional New Business included a presentation by Fire Chief Todd Ives concerning a report from the Insurance Services Office (ISO) about the City’s Public Protection Classification. The fire department and the water department were audited by ISO on the fire suppression capabilities of the community and the City’s rating points have improved considerably since the last analysis. 

Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka said the City was contacted by a resident on Wenonah Road currently not in the City requesting water and sewer connection.  The individual wants to sell the property, but can’t because the septic system is not compliant. The cost to connect the property to City water and sewer is extremely high.  Mr. Matejka informed the Council he sent out an informal survey letter to eight property owners in that area to see if any other properties were interested in or had a need to be connected to City water and sewer. To date, only two letters have been received back, one expressing an interest and one not.  The City Administrator also reported that the Senate Capital Investment Committee will be coming through SE Minnesota and will be in Winona on Tuesday, October 27, 2015. It will be held at 5:30 p.m. in the basement of Cathedral School. The City Administrator encouraged the Council to show up and show their support as we present our case to the committee to have our Quiet Zone project included in the 2016 Bonding Bill.
Director of Public Works Greg Volkart offered an update on the current projects taking place throughout the City. Harbor Drive will have gravel by October 21st and black top the following week if all the testing goes well. Service Drive will possibly have black top by October 21st and 44th Avenue should have blacktop by October 20th.  Martina Drive will be the last road to be completed.
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
