City Council Minutes

October 20, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander 

seconded that the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the October 6, 2014 regular City Council meeting, the minutes of the October 15, 2014 public hearing, and the October, 2014 Claims. The Claims totaled $276,356.20 for the following operating funds:

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Erdman reported that there is still a parking problem on 4th Street. The Winona Lighting Studio employees continue to park in front of residents’ houses and mailboxes, including Home and Community Options. The mail carrier said she will not deliver mail to an address if the mail box is blocked by a vehicle, or if she cannot get the mail truck close enough to the mailbox. Councilmember Alexander had a few questions regarding the October Claims. He asked why we are members of the Winona Sportsman Club and Police Chief Kent Russell explained that the Police Department uses their firing range. Mr. Alexander inquired about KLM Engineering’s antenna inspection fee and Director of Public Works Greg Volkart explained that Verizon, Sprint, and T-Mobile all upgraded their systems, and those companies will be paying the inspection fees. Mr. Alexander also asked if we have had fire hydrants breaking down.  Mr. Volkart explained we maintain a certain number of them each year so they are reliable.
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; Director of Public Works Greg Volkart brought attention to the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from October 7, 2014.  

There were no Notices or Communications to report.

There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; 

a) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the Lighted Holiday Parade request for Saturday, December 6, 2014. All voted aye and the motion carried. 

b) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to rescind the motion from September 22, 2014 meeting allowing the Goodview Volunteer Fire Firefighters Relief Association to move their funds from Wells Fargo to PERA. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0954, A RESOLUTION OPTING TO JOIN THE VOLUNTARY STATEWIDE LUMP-SUM VOLUNTEER FIREFIGHTER RETIREMENT PLAN. All voted aye and the motion carried. 

d) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve Pay Estimate #1 from A-1 Excavating, Inc. for the 2014 Utility and Street Improvements, 63rd Avenue & 5th Street Project for $634,859.22. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart explained that everything is in order and the estimate has been approved by A-1 Excavating and City Engineer Bill Trygstad. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Drainlayers license request from Collins Plumbing, Inc., the plumbers for the Cornerstone Church project. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
