City Council Minutes

October 5, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander 




seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The 



agenda included the minutes of the September 21, 2015 regular 



City Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr thanked Director of Public Works Greg Volkart and his department for the good work they have done taking care of the streets. Councilmember Erdman asked if there has been any response to the survey letter that was mailed out by the Southeastern Minnesota Multi-County Housing and Redevelopment Authority (SEMMCHRA).  City Administrator Dan Matejka said he has not heard anything from them, so he will contact Ms. Karen DuCharme with SEMMCHRA for a status update.  He will report back at the next City Council meeting.  Councilmember Andring asked if A-1 Excavating got the punch list done for the 63rd Avenue street and utility improvement project, of which Mr. Volkart said not yet.  There are a few minor issues, but the one larger issue still unresolved involves the company who did the borings for the utilities under County 32. 
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator said Police Chief Kent Russell was not able to attend the meeting, but had nothing to report. Mr. Matejka said the October 19, 2015 City Council meeting will have a few different topics on the agenda, including; Winona County Commissioner Steve Jacob will be present to give an update on what is happening at Winona County, also Draft #2 of the 2016 Budget will be discussed.  There will also be a public hearing to consider a rezoning request from Mr. Daryl Zimmer involving his property just east of the Cedar Bay Townhome complex, and if approved there will be another public hearing for a variance request for the same property to build a larger-than-allowed garage. 
Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the public hearing for the purpose of considering an application for a variance in the maximum allowable square footage for an accessory building for the property located at 53 Wenonah Road, for the construction of a storage garage. The property owner, Mr. Tyler Fahrendholz, was not in attendance to offer information regarding his request.  The Director of Public Works shared that Mr. Fahrendholz wants to construct a 46’ x 36’ detached garage behind his home to use for storage for his business. Mr. Volkart said there have been no complaints or phone calls expressing concern from the nearby residents who received the informational letter. The City Administrator explained that by City ordinance the garage space cannot exceed 80% of the square footage of the main level of the dwelling.  Mr. Fahrendholz is asking for slightly more than 1,000 square feet of variance. 
The public hearing was closed at 5:10 p.m. and the regular meeting resumed. 
Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff continued with the City Administrator noting the Building Permit Reports for August and September, 2015.

There were no Notices or Communications.
There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; 

a)  City Administrator Dan Matejka presented an overview of the tentative agreement that RESOLUTION NO. 0987, A RESOLUTION APPROVING LABOR AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF GOODVIEW AND LAW ENFORCEMENT LABOR SERVICES, INC. refers to.  He gave a chronological history of the seven meetings it took to reach this point in the process, the last three in mediation.  Mr. Matejka said the Union met on September 22, 2015 and approved the tentative agreement. It is now time for the City council to act on it.  The City Administrator highlighted several new or different items including; meal or rest breaks, how overtime will be handled on a daily and annual basis, how multiple requests for the same day of vacation should be dealt with, a clarification on holidays and holiday pay, and the addition of two new economic benefits of “court time” and “call back time.”
Councilmember Andring asked if this tentative labor agreement supersedes the current employee handbook. The City Administrator said the current policies remain in place, unless specifically addressed in the new agreement.  At present time, only four officers are included in this labor contract, which is good through December 31, 2015.
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve 

RESOLUTION NO. 0987, A RESOLUTION APPROVING LABOR AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF GOODVIEW AND LAW ENFORCEMENT LABOR SERVICES, INC.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

b)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the variance request in the maximum allowable square footage for an accessory building for the property located at 53 Wenonah Road, for the construction of a storage garage. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
c) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the request from the Goodview Activity Group to conduct the Lighted Holiday Parade on Saturday, December 5, 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.
d)  The City Administrator welcomed Mr. Randy Sanford and Ms. Jenna Obernolte with Short Elliott Hendrickson (SEH).  They were in attendance to present a proposal to complete a Waste Water Collection System Master Plan for the City.  Ms. Obernolte said before the proposed plan came to the Council it was reviewed with both the City Administrator and Director of Public Works, to make sure it was accurate and appropriate for the level and detail that Goodview requires.  The two engineers said having a Master Plan is often a requirement in order to possibly obtain grant money and funding from various sources (i.e.; Minnesota Clean Water Revolving Fund) for any possible future street and/or utility projects.  They talked about what having such a plan can do for the City, and the steps needed to complete it.  Goodview’s current Master Plans for both the water and waste water collection systems were prepared in 1985. Mr. Sanford suggested that these plans should be prepared every 20 years and should be updated every 10. Councilmember Ledebuhr asked why we are doing this, and asked if the City of Winona made a complaint about our system.  Mr. Sanford said he has not heard of any complaints, but said it is always good for municipalities to take a look at the facilities they have to make sure they are sufficient for any possible growth the City may take on.  He stated that as communities grow, it is important to determine what needs to be built beyond the existing facilities.  Part of the process in the proposed plan is to make sure there are no cracks or breaks in the existing lines causing leakage into the ground. Ms. Obernolte explained when looking to the future it’s helpful to know what areas the City already serves and where there is potential for growth. SEH will complete a field review of the system, map the boundaries of the system, and look 20 years ahead to determine what areas the system might need to get to and make a plan of how to get there. As part of the collection system, the seven lift stations are the main focus. SEH will determine if all are operating correctly and make suggestions for short and long term improvements.   The City Administrator noted the cost of the proposal is a lump sum of $19,400 which includes expenses and equipment.  Mr. Matejka pointed out that because the City didn’t budget for this in 2015, SEH has agreed to use the lump sum basis so we can defer the costs to the 2016 budget cycle for the Water and Sewer funds.  He reiterated that although this does not guarantee funding, it is a requirement to even be considered for many of the grant funding programs. Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the Agreement for Professional Services with SEH which authorizes and describes the scope, schedule, and payment conditions for work on the Project described as “2015 Waste Water Collection System Master Plan.” All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Director of Public Works Greg Volkart reported on the Local Roads Improvement Project (LRIP) stating that it did not begin when it was supposed to. It is possible they will start on October 12, 2015. There was discussion about whether it is too late to begin this type of job. Mr. Volkart said with weather permitting they can still lay blacktop up until Thanksgiving and believes it will be fine if they start next week. If it is postponed further, he will take a look at the situation and go from there.  Mayor Baumgart said he will be out of town from October 17 to November 3, thus missing both the October 19th and November 2nd City Council meetings. 
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
