City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

November 16, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman 



seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The 



agenda included the minutes of the November 2, 2015 regular City 



Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

There were no Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator noted the Fire Department meeting minutes for November 3, 2015 and the Building Permit Report for October, 2015. 

Notices and Communications included; a notice of the 2016 Elected Official Outreach Event being held on Saturday, January 16, 2016 at the Winona History Center. The Mayor will speak on behalf of the City. Also included, was the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for December, 2015.

There was no Unfinished Business.
Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the public hearing to consider both an application for a variance in the maximum allowable square footage for an accessory building for the property located at 1000 Bay Drive for the construction of a storage garage, and a request to have the property at 1000 Bay Drive – legally described on the attached “Notice of Public Hearing” – rezoned from its current zoning of M-1 Light Manufacturing to D-1 Single Family Dwelling.  Mr. Bob Timm and Mr. Darryl Zimmer presented the requests. Mr. Timm shared a delineation map created by a land surveying company from Rochester, MN. He explained how the wetland exchange works and what his plans are for the property.  Mr. Timm plans to raise the elevation to build on it, taking non-wetland land to fill the wetland property. There was a discussion about who has the authority to define the wetlands. Mr. Zimmer said the agencies that have jurisdiction over defining wetlands are the Winona County Soil and Water Conservation Board and the Corp of Engineers.  Mr. Jerry Moen at 1082 Bay Drive and Mr. Dean Crissinger at 1045 Bay Drive were in attendance to represent the Cedar Bay Townhomes Association. They had no objection to the requests. They want to see it become residential property. They expressed a concern about Mr. Timm moving dirt around potentially making the lake larger and/or shallower. They also want Mr. Timm to preserve the quality of the existing entrance road into the subdivision. Councilman Ledebuhr expressed a concern about potential flooding. 

The public hearing was closed at 5:18 p.m. and the regular meeting resumed.

New Business included;
a) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the variance request in the maximum allowable square footage for an accessory building for the property located at 1000 Bay Drive, for the construction of a storage garage. All voted and the motion passed four to one, with Councilmember Ledebuhr voting nay. 
b) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the rezoning request to have the property at 1000 Bay Drive – legally described on the attached “Notice of Public Hearing” – rezoned from its current zoning of M-1 Light Manufacturing to D-1 Single Family Dwelling. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Pay Estimates #1 & #2 from Wapasha Construction Company, Inc. for the Goodview Fire Station Addition Project, for $47,690.00 and $7,813.75, respectively. When questioned about the completion date, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said that he believes it will be done by the end of the year. All voted aye and the motion carried.
d) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve Pay Estimate #1 from O’Laughlin Plumbing & Heating for the 2015 Street & Utility Improvement Harbor Drive Project, for $49,261.77.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
e) City Administrator Dan Matejka began a discussion about renewing the contract with the Community and Economic Development Associates (CEDA) for 2016. He reported that Ms. Jessica Ganrude is currently working on a promotional brochure for the City of Goodview. Councilmember Alexander said he would prefer something interactive on the City’s website.  Mr. Matejka agreed to discuss this idea with Ms. Ganrude. Mayor Baumgart said he supports having CEDA continue to work for us for another year. Councilmember Ledebuhr said he is not against contracting with CEDA for another year, but wanted to know what CEDA has done for the City during the last two years and what results have been seen. The City Administrator said CEDA has been working on the City’s behalf by creating a data base of existing properties and land available in the City, exploring grants for trails, completing a grant application for the purchase of multiple automated external defibrillators (AEDs), looking into potential funding for the water tower, along with guidance for the City’s EDA. Councilmember Erdman expressed her support for giving CEDA another year so the EDA has an opportunity to become fully established. Mr. Matejka reminded the Council that per the contract language the agreement may be terminated at any time during its term with 30 days written notice to CEDA. Based on that fact, the City could review CEDA’s efforts quarterly and decide at that time whether to continue the contract, or not. Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the renewal of the contract with Community and Economic Development Associates (CEDA) for 2016. All voted aye and the motion carried.

f) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Personnel Policy Handbook, Section 5.2.1, “Health Insurance Benefits”. City Administrator Dan Matejka explained the only change from 2015 is that the City will only offer three plans in 2016 versus the four offered in 2015.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

g) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the Proposed City Council meeting dates for 2016.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
h) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0988, A RESOLUTION ACKNOWLEDGING THE DONATIONS FROM THE GOODVIEW ACTIVITY GROUP. All voted aye and the motion carried.
i) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Revised Pay Estimate #1 from Dunn Blacktop Company for the 2015 Local Roads Improvement Program project, for $534,269.87.  (NOTE: This was initially approved on 11-2-15 for $563,249.44.) When the original pay estimate was submitted by SEH, they forgot to deduct the 5% retainage.  This has been corrected on this revised pay estimate. All voted aye and the motion carried.
j) City Administrator Dan Matejka explained the increases and decreases in DRAFT #3 of the 2016 General Fund and Debt Service Fund Revenue and Expenditure budgets. After a short discussion, Mr. Matejka said he will proceed with this draft for the Truth in Taxation meeting scheduled for December 7, 2015 at 6:00 p.m.
k) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve Amendment #2 to the agreement for Professional Services with SEH for providing professional design & engineering services related to the Local Road Improvement Program (LRIP) grant awarded to the City. Mr. Jeremy Tomesh with SEH explained this second amendment is for additional work that needed to be done at Martina Drive and 68th Avenue. It exceeded what they anticipated on the original budget. That work has been completed. All that is left to do is to final out the project and submit the second and final construction estimate for the project. Mr. Tomesh said he does not anticipate any additional cost. All voted aye and the motion carried.

l) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the cleaning service contract with Daniel Brommerich & Sons Maintenance Co. for 2016. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the copy of a letter from Winona County Auditor-Treasurer Sandra Suchla, in reference to the EDA levy approved in September, 2015. It was originally thought this would be a separate line item on the tax statement, but she later discovered this was incorrect and there will not be a separate line to reflect this levy item. Mr. Matejka also shared that during the December 7, 2015 City Council meeting, there will be a public hearing to rezone parcels at 123 County Road 32 and 125 County Road 32 from their current zoning of D-1 Single Family Dwelling to C-1 Commercial District. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart reported the slip lining project is underway. They are working in the 44th Avenue, 8th Street and 9th Street areas. This project should be done in a few days. 
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
