City Council Minutes

November 17, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the November 3, 2014 regular City Council meeting, the minutes of the November 12, 2014 special meeting to canvass the election, and the November, 2014 claims. The claims totaled $874,957.26 for the following operating funds:

 All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr inquired about the 24-hour shoveling sidewalk ordinance because he had a complaint about somebody not shoveling their sidewalk. City Administrator Dan Matejka said reminders will be mailed to those who fail to shovel their sidewalk. Councilmember Erdman said Police Chief Kent Russell is working on the ongoing parking issues at Acuity Lighting. Ms. Erdman went on to say she had a conversation with newly elected County Commissioner Marie Kovecsi about having community town hall meetings here at City Hall. Councilmember Andring asked the Director of Public Works if there will be any more blacktop put down for the 63rd Avenue project, of which Mr. Volkart said not until spring. Mr. Volkart continued with an update on the entire project, including the back filling is done along the curbs and the sewer lines will be done by the end of the week and the people should be able to start hooking up by Thanksgiving, if they can get somebody to dig through the frost. With regards to plowing the unpaved roads, the City will make sure people can get in and out, but it’s best to leave the snow packed down on the gravel as long as possible. The City also put up 20 m.p.h. speed limit signs and a radar sign in hopes it will encourage people to slow down.  Mayor Baumgart said he had a resident ask if Goodview and Winona can use the same alternate side parking dates, in order to make it easier for her to remember where to park. The City Administrator said the Council would have to change the Ordinance in order to do this.  It was decided that it doesn’t make sense to change it at this late date. 
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; the City Administrator brought attention to the Fire Department meeting minutes for November 4, 2014 and the Monthly Building Permit Report for September and October, 2014. Councilmember Andring asked if River City Ready Mix has pulled a permit yet to construct their concrete plant, of which he was told no.
Under Notices and Communications; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted a letter from HBC dated November 7, 2014 regarding the removal of a channel. 
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business; 
a)  The Goodview Activity Group donated $40,750 to be used for future City expenses. Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0956, A RESOLUTION ACKNOWLEDGING THE DONATIONS FROM THE GOODVIEW ACTIVITY GROUP. All voted aye and the motion carried.
b)  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Mayoral appointment of Councilmembers Charlie Andring and Dick Ledebuhr to serve on the City’s Economic Development Authority Board, along with Ashley Hoff, Jack Weimerskirch, and Alice Zimmer. During a short discussion, Councilmember Erdman asked that the EDA Board create a comprehensive planning process for the City’s future. She would like to see plans for an industrial park, specific plans for all City departments, getting a zip code of their own for the City, and having a post office substation in town. She would like this Board to take a look at the future of the whole City, not just the businesses in town. Ms. Erdman would like the EDA Board to present a 5 to 10-year plan to the City Council by November 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.

c)  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Proposed City Council meeting dates for 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.

d)  City Administrator Dan Matejka gave an overview of DRAFT #3 of the 2015 General Fund and Debt Service Fund Revenue and Expenditure budgets. Mr. Matejka is proposing not to use any of the Unreserved Fund Balance in 2015 as the City has the past two years.  He pointed out a few adjustments to the budget from Draft #2, including expenditure increases of $1,615 for the increase in Council salaries approved at the November 3, 2014 meeting, and about $9,000 in the legal fees budget due to expected legal costs associated with the negotiations of the brand new labor contract with the now unionized Police Department. There were further discussions about the purchase of a ladder truck, the contract with CEDA, the older Maintenance Shop building repairs, and railroad crossings for the quiet zones. The City Administrator reminded the Council the next meeting on December 1st is the Truth in Taxation meeting, and the final levy will need to be set at the December 15th meeting.
Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka suggested setting a time for the first EDA Board meeting.  It was scheduled for Wednesday, December 10, 2014, at 5:00 p.m., at Goodview City Hall.
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
