City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

November 3, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, Maintenance I Worker Aaron Lofgren, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.  

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the October 20, 2014 regular City Council meeting. All voted aye and the motion carried.

There were no Community Comments or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Andring asked if all First Responders are members of the Goodview Fire Department and Mayor Baumgart replied not all. Councilmember Andring asked if First Responders are eligible to receive the Goodview Volunteer Firefighters Relief Association pension and the Mayor replied the pension is for members of the Fire Department only. 

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka reminded everyone to vote in tomorrow’s election. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart gave an update on the Lakeside Manor construction project saying the first lift (layer) of black top is in with the second being put down next spring or summer. Mr. Volkart went on to say the 63rd Avenue project is moving along nicely. They are pouring residential driveways this week, with seven of the twenty driveways already complete. They are forming and shaping the business driveways and plan to have the first lift of black top in by December 1, 2014. Police Chief Kent Russell reported that the Trick or Treat event was held on Main Street near the Winona 7 movie theater this year and it was very well attended. Officer Nicole Norman requested, and was granted, a $500 donation from the Goodview Activity Group for the Shop-With-A-Cop program. This will allow the department to take five children shopping during the second week of December. Although Target Corporation had cut funding nationwide for programs like this, the local Winona store offered to donate a $20 gift card and a grab bag to each child.  The Chief also shared that he was approached by a single female community member who was concerned after a report of an assault on the east end of town. She is interested in a community education program offering information on how to protect oneself from intruders, scam artists, etc. The Police Department will work on creating this over the winter months and will offer it to the community once or twice a year if there proves to be an interest. The department recently finished a round of interviews for part-time police officers. They currently have nine, but the Chief would like to have 12 to 15 officers available to make scheduling easier. Five people took the test with four making it through the process.  Of those four the Chief will select three to hire as part-time officers in the near future.

Under Notices and Communications; the City Administrator noted the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for November, 2014.

There was no Unfinished Business.
Under New Business; 

a)  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the four different Health Insurance Plans indicated in the Council packets to be offered by the City effective December 1, 2014. Melissa Nadeau with Winona Agency was in attendance and provided clarification and answers to questions regarding benefits, deductibles, and preventative services. All voted aye and the motion carried.
b)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve Personnel Policy Handbook, Section 5.1 “Dental, Life, and Long-Term Disability Insurance Benefits”. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve Personnel Policy Handbook, Section 5.2 “Health Insurance Benefits”.  During a discussion, the City Administrator brought attention to a paragraph stating “All eligible new employees, no matter how many hours per week they work, hired on or after December 1, 2014 will only be able to choose either Plan #3 or Plan #4 as their election of coverage.” This paragraph will be removed for 2015 because at this time, the City is unable to restrict any employee’s choice to only two plan options. All voted aye and the motion carried.
d)  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to renew the City’s contract with Community and Economic Development Associates (CEDA) for 2015. After a brief discussion, all voted aye and the motion carried. 
e)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the Agreement for Professional Services with SEH Engineering for providing professional services in developing an Economic Development Plan. There was a discussion about the Local Road Improvement application and the different components of what the plan will entail. All voted aye and the motion carried.
f)  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to set the date of a special City Council meeting to canvass the November 4, 2014 election, for Wednesday, November 12, 2014, at 9:00 a.m. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
g)  After a discussion about an increase in Council salaries, Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve an increase of $25 per month in Council salaries for all five Council positions effective January 1, 2015. City Administrator Dan Matejka said this will add approximately $1,615 to the 2015 budget. All voted and the motion passed 4 to 1, with Councilmember Ledebuhr voting nay.
There was no other business.

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
