City Council Minutes

December 15, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, Fire Chief Todd Ives, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring 



seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The 



agenda included the minutes of the December 1, 2014 regular City 



Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Community Comment and Input; Mrs. Mary Baumgart presented a proposal to raise financial resources to purchase a new ladder truck for the Goodview Fire Department. She wants to collect contributions from businesses in Goodview and Winona and asked for the Council’s endorsement for this endeavor. Mrs. Baumgart expressed a desire to establish a strong fundraising leadership group who will set goals, design a plan, and work closely with the Council throughout the process. She has spoken with Fire Chief Todd Ives and he supports this proposal. Mrs. Baumgart plans to approach the Goodview Activity Group and ask for their assistance. City Administrator Dan Matejka said he spoke with the City Attorney about this fundraising effort, and it was suggested that the Council endorse the concept that any funds raised will be designated to the upgrade of the ladder truck. Mrs. Baumgart said her next step will be to meet with the Goodview Business Association and local business leaders. Councilmembers Ledebuhr and Alexander had questions about the money raised and there was a discussion about the fundraising efforts and what will be done with any money raised. It was suggested that this be handled through the Goodview Activity Group so funds are kept separate from the City.  However, if this isn’t possible, the City Administrator said the City then will set-up a new bank account strictly for the deposit of any funds donated for this cause.
Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr thanked Police Chief Kent Russell and Director of Public Works Greg Volkart for a job well done by their respective staffs for the Holiday Lighted Parade. This event raised money and food for the local food shelves. Mayor Baumgart took time to thank each Council member and City staff member in attendance for their commitment, support, time, and service. 
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator brought attention to the Fire Department meeting minutes for December 2, 2014. 

Notices and Communications included; 

a) Letter from HBC dated November 21, 2014, regarding a rate increase.
b) Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting for Fiscal Year Ended December 31, 2013. This is the 7th year in a row that the City has received this prestigious award for financial reporting. 
c) Letter from HBC dated December 8, 2014, regarding the dropping of a channel.
   Under Unfinished Business; Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve DRAFT #3 of the 2015 General Fund and Debt Service Fund Revenue and Expenditure budgets. All voted aye and the motion carried.

New Business included; 

a) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0960, A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE 2015 BUDGET AND MAKING THE PROPERTY TAX LEVY FOR 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.

b) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0961, A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF A GRANT APPLICATION THROUGH THE MINNESOTA STATE TRANSPORTATION FUND FOR THE LOCAL ROAD IMPROVEMENTS PROGRAM.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the cleaning service contract with Michelle Dungy to clean the Police Department for 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.
d) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Pay Estimate #2, including Change Orders 1-5, from A-1 Excavating, Inc. for the 2014 Utility and Street Improvements, 63rd Avenue & 5th Street Project for $348,571.43. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
e) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve Personnel Policy Handbook revision #2 for Section 17 “Longevity Pay.”  After a brief discussion, all voted aye and the motion carried.
  f)  The City Administrator presented the details of the signed pumping
       agreement between WINAGG Partnership and the City of Goodview. 

       Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to 

       approve the agreement. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka said he has been approached by two residents with a request for deferment of their assessments for the 63rd Avenue project. Mayor Baumgart appointed Councilmembers Erdman and Andring to serve on an ad hoc committee to review the requests. They will bring their recommendations back to the Council on January 5, 2015.  Also, newly-elected Winona County Commissioner Ms. Marie Kovecsi was in attendance.  She said she is looking forward to working with the City Council, stating that Mr. Wayne Valentine represented the Goodview area admirably and she hopes to do the same.
Councilmember Alexander said he spoke with Ms. Jennifer Hengel regarding grant writing, and asked the Council if they would like her to come and speak at a future Council meeting. Mayor Baumgart asked if her grant writing work would duplicate the work that CEDA is doing for the City. The City Administrator said Ms. Hengel used to work for CEDA. If she is no longer working for them, Councilmember Alexander said he will ask her to attend a meeting and present some grant writing information.   
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
