City Council Minutes

December 16, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Sandy Erdman was absent.

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the December 2, 2013 regular City Council meeting and the December, 2013 claims.  The claims totaled $681,614.74 for the following operating funds:

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr inquired about the 2009 pumping agreement and the City Administrator said a revised agreement has been drafted and is being considered by all parties.  The Councilmember also asked how things were progressing with the City Engineer’s office concerning the potential street and utility improvement project for 63rd Avenue, of which Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said they have completed the field work. Councilmember Andring asked if the new generator is hooked up and running. Mr. Volkart said they are currently working on it.  The Councilmember also praised Police Chief Russell for doing a great job and congratulated him on the award he received from the Women’s Resource Center. He also wished a Merry Christmas and Happy New Year to all City employees, staff, and other City Council members.  Mayor Baumgart shared that he received a compliment from a new Goodview resident saying the roads are being plowed in a timely manner and it is greatly appreciated.

Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the Fire Department meeting minutes for December 3, 2013. 

Under Notices and Communications; City Administrator Dan Matejka shared information about the upcoming 2014 Elected Official Outreach Event on Saturday, January 11, 2014 at the Winona History Center. He asked the City Council members to let him know by January 6, 2014, if they plan to attend. Mr. Matejka also noted the Community and Economic Development Associates (CEDA) 2013 Winter Newsletter.

Under unfinished business; City Administrator Dan Matejka gave a brief summary of DRAFTS #5 and #6 of the 2014 General Fund and Debt Service Fund Revenue and Expenditure budgets. Mr. Matejka shared Councilmember Erdman’s support of DRAFT #5. Councilmember Charlie Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve DRAFT #5 of the 2014 General Fund and Debt Service Fund Revenue and Expenditure budgets. All voted aye and the motion carried. Councilmember Alexander commended the City Administrator on a job well done on the budget. Mr. Matejka offered his thanks and said it was a total team effort with department heads and staff. 
Under new business;

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0927, A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE 2014 BUDGET AND MAKING THE PROPERTY TAX LEVY FOR 2014. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Liability Insurance Coverage Waiver form from the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
Under Other; Police Chief Russell reported the Lighted Holiday Parade went well. He also shared they had a successful Shop-With-A-Cop event, serving 10 students with generous donations from Target and private donors. The Chief went on to share that the official start date for the new LETG software program is December 17, 2013, but indicated his department does not have their laptops yet.  The Director of Public Works said the 2013 portion of the sewer re-lining project is done except for one block, which will be completed next spring. This expense will be included in the 2014 sewer budget. He said the City will also explore potential funding options with CEDA to complete the entire project. 

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
