City Council Minutes

December 7, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

City Administrator Dan Matejka opened the Truth in Taxation meeting at 6:00 p.m., which gives the general public an opportunity to comment on both the proposed 2016 Budget and Levy. He reviewed the Budget-to-Actual spreadsheet dating back to 2010.  He also presented the third draft of the proposed 2016 budget, broken into revenue and expenditure categories. With regards to the tax rate projection, the City Administrator pointed out that this is Draft #3 and since the time of the proposed property tax statements which showed a 5.1% increase, the City Council has decreased it down to 3.564%. He continued on to say that the City Council did not increase the levy for three consecutive years, until last year when the levy was increased 8.6%.  Mr. Matejka invited the public to comment on the budgets. Mr. Brad Peterson with Mississippi Welders Supply Company said he does business in eleven locations and this is the highest increase he has seen in any of those locations. He asked the City Council to please do what they can to hold the line on expenses and encouraged them to keep up the good work. Councilmember Alexander said he believes that the City does a good job saving money and spending it wisely. The City Administrator reiterated that the Council will formally approve the Budget and Levy for 2016 at the December 21, 2015 meeting. 

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring 

seconded that the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the November 16, 2015 regular City Council meeting and the November, 2015 claims. The claims totaled $149,999.80 for the following operating funds:

During discussion, Councilmember Erdman had a question about the payment to Ehlers & Associates.  City Administrator Dan Matejka explained it was one billing that needed to be paid from three different funds. There was no further discussion. All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Andring said he received a phone call from a resident in the new Lakeside Manor II townhomes who wanted to know why there are no street lights. The City Administrator said he will talk to Director of Public Works Greg Volkart and find out who is responsible to put them up. Mayor Baumgart shared a comment of appreciation to the Goodview Activity Group and the Police Department for their efforts to make the Holiday Lighted Parade successful.

Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 6:15 p.m. and opened the public hearing to consider rezoning parcel #24.002.0350 (123 County Road 32) and parcel #24.002.0670 (125 County Road 32) from their current zoning of D-1 Single Family Dwelling to C-1 Commercial District.  The City Administrator introduced the rezone request explaining that the current Lyle’s property is leased to Mr. Nick Ebnet. Mr. Ebnet purchased the Saehler property to the east and wants to rezone it to commercial property. The City Administrator and Director of Public Works thought it made sense to also rezone all of the property west to the intersection of County Road 32 and Highway 61. The two properties being proposed to be rezoned include Mr. Bill Saehler’s property and the current Lyle’s property owned by Mr. Dave Ziegeweid. Mr. Ebnet presented his request, explaining that they want to build a new store on a single level to make better use of the square footage. They currently share space with insurance offices and would like to build a separate space for these offices. Ms. Diane Pechan, 17918 Highway 61, owns adjoining property to the Saehler property. She expressed a concern about what business might be built there if it was rezoned and then sold at a later date. City Administrator Dan Matejka explained the permitted uses and restrictions of the property for the C-1 zone. Ms. Pechan asked if it would raise taxes and Mr. Matejka replied that this would be decided by the Winona County Assessor, not the City of Goodview. Mr. Ebnet shared the details of his plan with the Council and Ms. Pechan, and answered their questions. Mr. Matejka pointed out that the City does require a buffer to be installed/built when two different zones butt up to each other. 
Mayor Baumgart closed the public hearing and the regular meeting resumed. 

Ms. Karen DuCharme and Ms. Buffy Beranek from Southeastern Minnesota Multi-County Housing & Redevelopment Authority (SEMMCHRA) provided an update on the Small Cities Development Program they presented to the Council on June 22, 2015. They received Council’s approval to do a community development needs survey.  They pointed out that 38% of the surveys were returned. Ms. DuCharme shared the survey results with the Council. Councilmember Erdman said some of the residents she talked to did not understand why they were being asked for this information.  She suggested putting an article in the newspaper if the letters were going to be sent out again. Ms. DuCharme said they will start working with the mapping results next summer, and suggested holding a town hall meeting during that time. She would also like to meet with the Mayor and City Administrator to talk about housing needs for the workforce and the elderly in Goodview.  Ms. DuCharme said this program is attractive to homeowners because the loan is forgiven in ten years if the criteria and requirements are met.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator offered a reminder to Mayor Baumgart and Councilmember Ledebuhr that the next police negotiations session will be held on December 16, 2015 at 10:00 a.m. He also gave a brief overview of the labor shortage seminar he and Councilmember Andring attended, saying it was interesting and time well spent. Police Chief Kent Russell reported the Holiday Lighted Parade ran smoothly although the attendance was low. Also, Saturday, December 12th his department will host the 3rd annual Shop-With-A-Cop event. This year they are working in conjunction with Winona Elks Lodge 327. Chief Russell also informed the Council that the LETG operating system all of the departments in Winona County are using was recently sold to Zuercher Technologies, LLC, who do the same thing that LETG does but with their own line of products. The police department has been assured Zuercher Technologies will honor the LETG contract and continue with support “for several years.”  The Chief expressed concern the company could stop supporting LETG at some point in time. Lastly, the Police Department recently got the mobile radio equipment for the Emergency Operations Center. It is good to see this come together and he offered thanks to the Goodview Activity Group for donating the funds. The City Administrator noted the Fire Department meeting minutes for December 1, 2015, the Building Permit Report for November, 2015 and the Goodview EDA meeting minutes from October 7, 2015.

Notices and Communications included a letter from HBC dated November 25, 2015 explaining the rate increases for the various packages they offer.
Under Unfinished Business; City Administrator Dan Matejka included DRAFT #3 of the 2016 General Fund and Debt Service Fund Revenue and Expenditure budgets as a point of reference for the Truth in Taxation meeting. 
Under New Business; 
a) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the rezoning of parcel #24.002.0350 (123 County Road 32) and parcel #24.002.0670 (125 County Road 32) from their current zoning of D-1 Single Family Dwelling to C-1 Commercial District be approved. During discussion, Councilmember Alexander wanted to make sure the buffer chosen by Mr. Ebnet will be acceptable to Ms. Pechan. Mr. Ebnet said he will work with Ms. Pechan to make sure she approves of what they install. They agreed to work it out together. All voted aye and the motion carried.

b) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the cleaning service contract with Michelle Dungy to clean the Police Department for 2016. All voted aye and the motion carried.

c) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Liability Insurance Coverage waiver form. All voted aye and the motion carried.

d) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Pay Estimate #2 from Dunn Blacktop for the 2015 City of Goodview LRIP project, for $285,823.76. All voted aye and the motion carried.

e) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0989, A JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GOODVIEW AND THE TOWNSHIP OF ROLLINGSTONE AS TO THE ORDERLY ANNEXATION OF KURT KRAMER AND SANDY KRAMER (a/k/a K & S MINI STORAGE, LLC) PROPERTY.  During discussion it was explained the Kramer’s have this property for sale. The potential buyer would like to rent out the house to the Kramer’s until he is ready to move into it. The purchase agreement is contingent upon renting out the house. Winona County and Rollingstone Township will not allow them to rent out the house because they require it to be owner occupied. The Kramer’s would like to be annexed into the City of Goodview so they can rent the house until the potential buyer moves in. There was discussion concerning the zoning of the property.  The City Administrator said the property will need to be zoned Commercial, because both cold storage units and single family dwellings are conditional uses in a commercial zone. It was suggested to act on the annexation first, and then deal with the zoning in a separate motion item.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to zone the property Commercial with Conditional Uses for the cold storage units and

single family dwelling.  All voted aye and the motion carried. The City
Administrator explained that he will get the signed document to the Rollingstone
Township Board who will need to act on it and approve it. If they do
this, it will be returned to the City and Mr. Matejka will send it to the State Municipal Board for final approval.
f) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve Pay Estimate #5, including Change Order #10, from A-1 Excavating, Inc. for the 2014 Utility and Street Improvements, 63rd Avenue and 5th Street Project for $57,143.78. The retainage was decreased from 5% to 2.5%. It will be retained until the project is complete. All voted aye and the motion carried.

g) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Pay Estimate #2, including Change Order #1, from O’Laughlin Plumbing & Heating for the 2015 Street & Utility Improvement Harbor Drive Project, for $24,427.78. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; the City Administrator asked the Council members if they are okay with receiving addendums to the agenda the day of the meeting. The last two New Business items were received after the Council packets had been delivered. Councilmember Ledebuhr said he would prefer to wait until the next Council meeting to give them time to look it over. Mr. Matejka said if finances are involved (i.e.; project pay estimates), he will hold them and put them on the agenda of the next Council meeting.

Mayor Baumgart said new Winona County Administrator Mr. Ken Fritz would like to meet the Council members and plans to attend the next City Council meeting scheduled for December 21, 2015.

Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
