City Council Minutes

February 10, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman

seconded the consent agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the January 27, 2014 regular city council meeting. 

 All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr inquired about reports of frozen water pipes. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart explained the frost in the street is over five feet, pushing six feet in some areas, and there have been several freeze-ups. The City is offering a daily credit of up to 500 gallons of water, and many residents have called to get on the list to receive that credit. Councilmember Ledebuhr shared that they had a good meeting with representatives from the Federal Railroad Administration, Canadian Pacific Railroad, the Minnesota Department of Transportation, City Engineer Bill Trygstad and Minnesota City Mayor Don O’Neil. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart explained that the Minnesota Department of Transportation will send the City of Goodview drawings and suggestions, based on the notes they took. City Engineer Bill Trygstad will make construction plans and the City will send them in a proposal to the Federal Railroad Administration. If they determine it is a good plan, we can send it out to bid. Councilmember Ledebuhr explained the reason the City of Winona is able to have whistle free zones, even though they are not in complete compliance, is that the crossings in question have been grandfathered in. 
Reports of officers, committees, or staff included the Goodview Fire Department’s meeting minutes for February 4, 2014, and the 2013 Building Permit Summary Report. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart noted there was a decrease in the building permit value amount from 2012 to 2013. 

There were no notices or communications to report.
Under unfinished business; Councilmemeber Ledebuhr asked if the pumping agreement for Lake Goodview has been signed and Mr. Volkart said we are still waiting to hear back from them. 
There was no new business.

There was no other business to report.

Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
