City Council Minutes

February 9, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring 



seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The 



agenda included the minutes of the January 26, 2015 regular City 



Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr said he has received several complaints about the railroad crossings being blocked for over an hour, in some circumstances. He wondered if it would help if the City wrote a letter to the railroad company about this inconvenience. Police Chief Kent Russell said he deals with this issue often and encouraged the City Council to write a letter, and continue to write letters. We have an ordinance, but there is nobody to issue a citation to. When he calls, he is told that they are aware of it and they want to cooperate. Ultimately, the railroad does whatever they want to do. City Administrator Dan Matejka said he will draft a letter, agreeing that it is smart to begin a paper trail.  He also said he would touch base with Senator Klobuchar’s office as they got involved with the same issue down in Homer.  Councilmember Erdman shared she has had several conversations with women (stay-at-home mothers, working mothers, elderly) who would like to have an affordable store, like a Family Dollar Store, come to Goodview, so they have other options than just the local convenience store.  She would like to bring this idea to the Economic Development Authority. Councilmember Ledebuhr said they will need to contact the City Administrator to get on the EDA agenda. Ms. Erdman said she will gather more information and contact Mr. Matejka when they are ready to discuss this with the EDA.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the minutes of the first Economic Development Authority’s meeting held on January 7, 2015. The next meeting is scheduled for March 11, 2015.  He also said he received a phone call from Winona County Commissioner Marie Kovecsi. She is hosting a Meet-and-Greet on Thursday, February 26, 2015, from 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. at Hy-Vee. She also expressed a desire to hold one of these gatherings in the future at the Goodview City Hall. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart reported they have ordered the steel for the back building project due to start this spring. Keller Construction will put the roof on and City staff will do the side walls and repair any damaged pillars.  The City Administrator also noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from February 3, 2015.

There were no Notices or Communications. 

There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; 
a)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0964, A PUBLIC EMPLOYEES RETIREMENT ASSOCIATION – POLICE OFFICERS DECLARATION RESOLUTION, for Samuel J. Perrella. All voted aye and the motion carried.
b)  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0965, A PUBLIC EMPLOYEES RETIREMENT ASSOCIATION – POLICE OFFICERS DECLARATION RESOLUTION, for Robert E. Bethea. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c)  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0966, A RESOLUTION GRANTING CHARTER COMMUNICATIONS A FRANCHISE EXTENSION THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2015. After an explanation by the City Administrator, and a brief discussion, all voted aye and the motion carried. 
d)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0967, A RESOLUTION GRANTING HIAWATHA BROADBAND COMMUNICATIONS, INC. A FRANCHISE EXTENSION THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Councilmember Alexander inquired about the money budgeted to finish the front of the Police Station so it would look similar to City Hall. The City Administrator said that it was in the 2014 budget, but there has not been any recent discussion or decision made.  The Councilmember also asked about the water tower and how the placement affects the City’s water pressure. The Director of Public Works said that because of the height of the water tower, it gives us 56 pounds of pressure in town.
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
