City Council Minutes

March 16, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present.  Councilmember Sandy Erdman was absent. 

City Staff Present:  City Administrator Dan Matejka, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Fire Chief Todd Ives. 

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the March 2, 2015 regular City Council meeting and the March, 2015 claims. The claims totaled $200,063.54 for the following operating funds:

There was no Community Comment and Input.
Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr shared a conversation he had with a resident concerning a cable bill the resident received showing a franchise fee charged.  The Councilmember questioned if this fee comes to the City as revenue from the cable company, of which the answer was yes.  He also inquired if the City was going to open the compost site early because of the warm and dry weather we have had.  The City Administrator said the City is considering it, but will need to check with the individual who oversees the site to see if it is possible.  Councilmember Alexander questioned the blinking neon sign at Lyle’s Carpeting, and whether it complies with our ordinance.  He also asked if Lyle’s took out a permit for the sign of which he was told no.  Police Chief Russell informed the Council his department did receive a couple of complaints about the sign.  Mr. Matejka will look into the sign and talk with Lyle’s about it.  Mayor Baumgart questioned a couple of checks in which the City Administrator clarified for him.
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the Goodview Fire Department minutes from the March 3, 2015 meeting were noted, as were the minutes from the EDA meeting on February 4, 2015.

Under Notices and Communications; the City Administrator reminded the Council of the  
pancake breakfast to be held at the Elks Lodge on Sunday, March 22, 2015, from 8:00 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. The co-sponsors for the event are the Goodview Police Reserves and the Winona County Sheriff’s office DARE program.  The Maintenance Department on-call schedule for April, 2015 was acknowledged. 
There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; as requested by Councilmember Ledebuhr, City Administrator Dan Matejka provided the Council with a spreadsheet pertaining to the Reserved Fund Balance for the Fire Dept. and the Unassigned General Fund Balance as they relate to the potential purchase of the 1993 105’ ladder truck from the City of Winona and the possible expansion of the Fire Hall.  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the purchase of the truck and to go ahead with the expansion as presented.  During the discussion phase, Councilmember Ledebuhr asked Fire Chief Ives what other expenditures would be needed to get the new truck ready for service, of which he was told just changing the lettering from Winona to Goodview, and maybe taking care of some rust on the vehicle itself.  The question was raised on what will happen to the current ladder truck.  The City Administrator said the City will look into all options including selling it outright, or possibly selling it for parts.  No matter what happens it was determined the truck does have some value, and any funds received could go back to the cost of the construction.  Councilmember Ledebuhr highly suggested the bid specs for the construction have a completion date of August 1, 2015, so the building is done by the time of Goodview Days which is the weekend of August 21 to 23, 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Mayor Baumgart asked if the Schott Distributing property sold.  The City Administrator said the City was aware of one bid on the building, but it was rejected.  
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
