City Council Minutes

March 17, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Dick Ledebuhr was absent.
City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the March 3, 2014 regular City Council meeting and the March, 2014 claims. The claims totaled $225,481.36 for the following operating funds:

 All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Mayor Baumgart reminded everyone the month of April is Organ Donor Month. His wife, a recent organ donor, will be at the next Council meeting to say a few words.
Reports of officers, committees, and staff; the Goodview Fire Department March meeting minutes from March 4, 2014 was noted.
Under Notices and Communications; City Administrator Dan Matejka announced the Goodview Police Reserves/Winona County D.A.R.E. Pancake Breakfast will be held on Sunday, March 23, 2014, at Elks Lodge, from 8 a.m. to 12 noon. Police Chief Kent Russell shared that this is the 5th year of this fundraiser. 
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business; Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the revision of Mayoral Appointments for 2014. At the last meeting it was determined the City cannot have a Board of Health, so this was removed from the list. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the public hearing for the purpose of considering a request to have the property legally described below re-zoned from its current zoning of M-2 Heavy Manufacturing to D-3 Multiple Family Dwelling.
That part of the Southeast Quarter of the Northwest Quarter, and of the Northeast
Quarter of the Southwest Quarter, and of Government Lot 4, all in Section 18, Township 107, Range 7, Winona County Minnesota, described as follows:

 
Commencing at the north quarter corner of said Section 18; thence South
17°06'25" West, 2371.72 feet to a one-half inch iron pipe monument on the
southerly line of Winona County State Aid Highway Number 32; thence South
30°05'29" West, 250.39 feet to the point of beginning; thence North 61°28'45"
West, 88.69 feet; thence South 28°27'18" West, 25.00 feet; thence North
61°28'45" West 282.01 feet to a point on a 125 foot radius curve; thence continue
along the arc of said curve, concave Southwest, the chord of which bears North
38°07'34" West and measures 69.09 feet; thence North 54°10'05" West 80.44 feet;
thence South 34°33'53" West 50.01 feet; thence South 1°32'47" East 130.68 feet;
thence South 11°18'13" West 418.42 feet; thence South 61°32'47" East 498.12
feet; thence North 29°45'41" East 548.70 feet; thence North 59°38'31" West 22.33
feet; thence North 61°28'45" West 157.85 feet to the point of beginning.

Contains approximately 7.33 acres.
Director of Public Works Greg Volkart presented the project’s preliminary layout on behalf of the owner, Mr. James Hengel, who was out of town.  The plan calls for the construction of 150 apartment units. Mr. Volkart reiterated the plans are just the first draft, and changes will be made to meet the City’s building ordinance, especially as it pertains to the number of parking spaces required.  He also said Mr. Hengel agreed to build a buffer zone between the residential and manufacturing zones. One possibility is to create a berm with fencing on top of it to keep the sights and sounds of a nearby meat processing facility away from the neighbors. Mr. Dave Ledebuhr, owner of Ledebuhr Processing, 5645 6th Street, reiterated he would like a fence high enough to keep the animal slaughter hidden from future residents. The City Administrator reminded the Council that a variance would be required if the fencing will be 8’ or higher.  The City Administrator shared the thoughts of Councilmember Ledebuhr, who was unable to be present for the meeting, stating he is against the rezone. Councilmember Ledebuhr believes the City has plenty of apartments and he would prefer the land be kept at its current zoning of M-2 Heavy Manufacturing.  
At 5:11 p.m., the public hearing was closed and the regular meeting resumed.

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the request to have the property legally described above re-zoned from it’s current zoning of M-2 Heavy Manufacturing to D-3 Multiple Family Dwelling, with an amendment that a buffer zone be established between the two different zones.  There was some discussion
about what type of buffer would be allowed, including a fence, or a use of trees and shrubbery. All voted and the motion passed 3 to 1, with Councilmember Erdman voting against the request to rezone. 

At 5:15 p.m., Mr. Rick Howden of Community & Economic Development Associates (CEDA) presented an update on the organization’s activities for the City of Goodview. 
Mr. Howden sent out 111 business surveys with plans to put together a detailed report of his findings, which he hopes to present to the Council at one of the meetings in April.  He said it will be helpful to find out if the City has any existing businesses that are looking to grow and expand.  He also shared that of the 111 surveys sent out, he has received two dozen responses back.  This is about an average return rate for cities at this time in the process. Mayor Baumgart thanked Mr. Howden for his diligence and hard work. The City Administrator mentioned that he and the Director of Public Works discussed the Hengel project idea with Mr. Howden. They believe the additional housing may be good for the City as Mayo Clinic’s Destination Medical Center (DMC) initiative is developed. The Clinic is predicting the DMC could potentially create 30-50 thousand new jobs in the next 20 years. Many Goodview residents already work in Rochester, and additional housing could only benefit those who choose to live here and commute to Rochester. Mr. Howden shared his desire to help grow the tax base and strengthen the business community, stating that adding population can only help local businesses. He thanked the Council for their time and encouraged them to send along any ideas they may have to him. 
There was no other business.

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
