City Council Minutes

March 2, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present:  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler. 

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the February 9, 2015 regular City Council meeting and the February, 2015 claims. The claims totaled $404,168.09 for the following operating funds:

Under Community Comment and Input; Councilmember Ledebuhr stated he received a complaint about the Matejka/Redbox+ transfer station located at the corner of 69th Avenue and Wenonah Road.  A short time later, Mr. Scott Hazelton, 103 Wenonah Road, brought the same complaint to the attention of the Council.  He pointed out the noise and stench coming from the facility is a nuisance.  He said the pine trees that were planted to block some of the noise have died, and he would like a fence constructed. The operating hours are posted as 7:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.; however, they load the semi trucks throughout the night. The reverse beeping sounds at 3:00 a.m. are extremely difficult to live with and a fence to block the noise would be greatly appreciated. The Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, and Mayor Baumgart, said they will have a conversation with Mr. Jeff Matejka to address these issues. 
Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Mayor Baumgart shared a conversation he had with Mr. Rob Wunderlich of Wunderlich Insurance Agency, the City’s local insurance representative.  Mr. Wunderlich said the City’s municipal liability premium has decreased because of good management on the City’s part.
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; The Director of Public Works Greg Volkart gave the administrative report on behalf of City Administrator Dan Matejka, who was absent. He offered a reminder of the Economic Development Authority meeting on Wednesday, March 11, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall.  Mr. Chris Dahl will be leaving CEDA to join the Army.  He will be replaced by Ms. Jessica Ganrud.  The City’s financial audit starts on Monday, March 23, 2015.  Finally, Mr. Volkart reported that both Senator Matt Schmit and Representative Steve Drazkowski have drafted language on behalf of the City to include funding the possible railroad Quiet Zone project through any bonding bill the legislature may develop this session.  Police Chief Kent Russell reported they recently applied for a grant offered through the Shakopee Mdewakanton Sioux Community who will be awarding $300,000 in public safety grants for equipment needs and education. Any governmental organization or agency in Minnesota may apply. Each grant requires a 20% local match. The Goodview Police Department is applying for $2,000 to be used for tumbling mats for training purposes. The department currently borrows mats from the Winona County Sheriff’s office. The mats would also be made available to the Goodview Fire Department and First Responders for use in their trainings. The grant awards will be announced next month.

The Reserves are selling tickets for the upcoming pancake breakfast to be held on Sunday, March 22, 2015, from 8:00 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. They are co-sponsors for this event, along with the Winona County Sheriff’s office DARE program. 
Also, Chief Russell and Councilmember Andring, who are both currently working on the Emergency Management Handbook, are writing up details of a disaster for a tabletop drill to take place in April. This will give the City an idea of how well the handbook will help in case of an emergency.  
Under Notices and Communications; Mayor Baumgart noted the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for March, 2015.
There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0968, A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING DEDICATED STATE FUNDING FOR CITY STREETS. During the discussion, Mr. Volkart explained the resolution is encouraged by the League of Minnesota Cities to get all of the cities with populations less than 5,000 residents to support it.  A City with greater than 5,000 residents qualifies for State Aid to be used for street repairs. This potential new funding would fill the gap for cities under the 5,000 threshold. The purpose of the resolution is to encourage the Legislature to take a look at this potential new funding mechanism for smaller cities. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Councilmember Andring extended an invitation to his retirement party to be held at the Legion on Saturday, March 7th, from 3:00 to 6:00 p.m.  
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
