The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Steve Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:

Consent Agenda:
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander

There was no community comment or input.
Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires, Councilmember Erdmann reported a street light out in Sunny Acres.  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said it will be taken care of.  
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff, Chief Russell gave an update on the 800 megahertz radio project. The radios are scheduled to be programmed on March 6, 2012 and be fully operational by April 1, 2012.  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart informed the Councilmembers that City staff will once again start delivering the council packets instead of having each member pick them up.  The packets will be delivered to their homes the Friday before each Council meeting.  This practice will begin Friday, March 16, for the March 19 meeting. 

The notices and communications section began with Police Chief Russell sharing a letter from the Winona Police Department complimenting Officer Ryan Olson on his assist at a robbery of the Winona Wal-Mart. Chief Russell stated the importance of Winona and Goodview Police departments working together and shared a recent incident where the Winona Police Department assisted the Goodview Police Department.
Director of Public Works Greg Volkart discussed a letter concerning the Board of Appeal and Equalization CATCH-UP Training Sessions. All Councilmembers except for Councilmember Alexander have completed the initial Board of Appeal training. Councilmember Alexander said he plans to take the training, will look at the training schedule and would like to consider other dates offered at a closer location. 
The Building Permit Report for December, 2011 was noted.
Acting Mayor Steve Baumgart shared an invitation to the “Civil Servants Day” luncheon on Sunday, March 25th at 11:00 a.m. at the Island City Baptist Church. 
There was no unfinished business.

Under new business, Greg Volkart directed attention to a letter from Zenk, Read, & Trygstad referencing Whistle Bans/Quiet Zones for Railroad Crossings.  A brief discussion followed.
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
