There were no Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator noted the Fire Department meeting minutes for April 7, 2015. Mayor Baumgart reminded the Council of the gun raffle sponsored by the Goodview Fire Department, to be held at the Elks Lodge on Saturday, April 25, 2015.
Notices and Communications included the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for May, 2015.

There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; Mr. Dan Ehrke and Mr. Jeremy Tomesh from SEH presented the following two documents:

a) Agreement for Professional Services with SEH for providing professional project financing related to the proposed street and utility improvements for Wenonah Road and Side Streets (69th Avenue to Railroad Crossing). Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve this agreement. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
b)  Agreement for Professional Services with SEH for providing professional design & engineering services related to the Local Road Improvement Program (LRIP) grant awarded to the City. Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve this agreement. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Director of Public Works Greg Volkart showed the Council the plans for the fire hall expansion project. Bids are due by 2:00 p.m. on Monday, May 4, 2015. Councilmember Erdman inquired about the complaint brought by Ms. Darlene Luedtke and Mr. Donald Dittrich at the last Council meeting. The City Administrator said he had a conversation with Mr. Jeff Doering, the property owner, about the work he is doing from his home. Mr. Doering said he buys lawn mowers and snow blowers, repairs them, and sells them as a hobby. Mr. Matejka reminded him that he is in a residential neighborhood and needs to be mindful of the noise levels. The City Administrator also spoke with the City Attorney and was told Mr. Doering is not running a business for various reasons, such as; it is not his primary source of income, he does not advertise, he has no employees, and he does not keep regular hours. Mr. Matejka said he will share this information with Ms. Luedtke and Mr. Dittrich. The City Administrator reminded the Council of the SEMLM Conference in Kasson, MN on the 29th of this month.  He also said he spoke with Mr. Nick Ebnet regarding the neon sign at the Lyle’s building, and he agreed to come in and pull a building permit. Finally, he reminded Mayor Baumgart and Councilmember Andring of the EOP desktop drill to be held on Thursday, April 23, 2015 at 9:00 a.m.

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
