City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

April 6, 2015
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, and Police Chief Kent Russell.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda; Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the March 16, 2015 regular City Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Community comment; Ms. Darlene Luedtke (4730 West 7th Street) and Mr. Donald Dittrich (630 48th Avenue) presented a situation to the Council concerning the property at 4745 West 6th Street, which is zoned D-1 Single Family Dwelling.  The two citizens believe that an engine repair business is being ran from the location in question.  They also expressed concern over the amount of noise being generated.  They pointed out there are a number of vehicles and machinery on the property.  The City Administrator informed the Council he sent a letter to the property owner asking him to contact him to discuss the matter, but at the time of the meeting had not heard back.  He will report back to the Council at a later date.

At 5:11 p.m., Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting to open a public hearing for the purpose of considering an application for an eight foot variance in the front yard setback requirement for the property located at 4750 8th Street for the construction of a deck.

Mr. Lee Kanz, the property owner, was present to answer a few questions from the Council – namely pertaining to size and looks.  The City Administrator informed the Council that the City had not received any comments about the proposed project.

The Mayor closed the public hearing and reopened the regular meeting at 5:14 p.m.

Winona County Commissioner Marie Kovecsi gave the Council an update on the happenings at the County including; the search for the County Administrator, the creation of a Building Committee to explore how the County’s buildings are being used, the Stockton, Minnesota City, and Goodview Watershed District, and an update on a potential fee increase for recycling containers.
Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Erdman inquired when the blacktop was going to be laid on County 32, 63rd Avenue, and 5th Street.  She was told when the blacktop company gets up and running for the year.  Councilmember Andring asked if anything had been done yet concerning the neon sign at Lyle’s Floor Coverings, of which the City Administrator said he plans to meet with Lyle’s to discuss the situation.  Mayor Baumgart mentioned he had a discussion with a local business owner who has some interest in expanding their operations into the old Schott Distributing building. 
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka reported the City’s grant application to the Local Roads Improvement Program was approved for the maximum amount of $750,000.  Greg Volkart summarized what specific streets were included in the grant application.  The City will be meeting with the engineers tomorrow to talk specifics about the grant, and hopefully to determine a timeline for the necessary steps towards completion.  Mr. Matejka also gave the Council an update on possible State Bonding funding being allocated for the City’s Quiet Zone project.  Councilmember Erdman raised a concern about the number of oil trains coming through the City. 

Director of Public Works Greg Volkart gave an update on the 63rd Avenue project indicating there are still some tests on the sewer line to be completed, along with the landscaping.  He mentioned that the City is taking bids, due on May 4 at 2:00 p.m., for the extension of the Fire Hall.  Finally, he said all City streets have been swept.  Police Chief Kent Russell informed the Council the pancake breakfast benefitting the City’s Police Reserves and the Winona County DARE program raised over $3,000.  He also let the Council know his department has received a very good response to a letter they sent out to area businesses pertaining to the National Children’s Safety Council.
City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the building permit reports for January, February, and March, 2015, and the Goodview EDA meeting minutes from March 11, 2015.
Under Notices and Communications; the City Administrator mentioned: 
a)  The SEMLM Annual conference in Kasson, MN on April 29, 2015, and told the Council to let him know by as soon as possible if they wanted to attend. 
There was no unfinished business.
Under New Business; 

a)   Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the variance request of eight feet in the front yard setback requirement for the property located at 4750 8th Street for the construction of a deck. All voted aye and the motion carried.

b)  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the 2015 contract with Mr. Bill Whetstone to operate the Goodview Compost Site. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the amendment to Title I, Chapter 10, Section 10.99A1 as presented.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Councilmember Andring talked about the need for the Goodview EDA to expense some funds, but at this time no funds have been budgeted by the City.  He said the EDA could use $500 for minimal expenses, including a membership fee to join the 7 Rivers Alliance Group out of LaCrosse, WI.  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to immediately create a $500 budget for the EDA.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
