City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

April 7, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, Fire Chief Todd Ives, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda; Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the March 17, 2014 regular City Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Community comment; Mrs. Mary Baumgart, a recent kidney donor, spoke to the Council reminding everyone April is organ and tissue donation month.  She explained the live and deceased donor process, and encouraged people to become an organ and tissue donor.
Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Alexander announced that he will be seeking re-election to the City Council this coming November. 
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka reported the City’s audit will begin Monday, April 21, 2014. Also, the Emergency Operations Plan being developed for the City is about 80% done, and the goal is to have it completed by the end of this calendar year. 

Director of Public Works Greg Volkart gave an update on the Lakeside Manor II project. They have started leveling the ground, the fence along the bike path will be taken down, and the section of the bike path from the cul-de-sac at the foot of Ninth Street to Sixth Street by Lake Village will be temporarily closed. The City will put up signage and barricades to warn people of the closure. Eventually the path will be a part of a brand new street connecting Sixth Street and Ninth Street, with plans to paint a bike/pedestrian lane along the west side of the street where no parking will be allowed. With regards to the water freeze ups, he said the City is recommending residents continue to run their water until mid-April to avoid frozen pipes.  The plan is for a joint announcement, with the City of Winona, to be made in the newspaper and on the radio when it is safe to stop running water.
Fire Chief Todd Ives shared that the Ladder Truck Committee has been researching the purchase of a new ladder truck and they have created an informational power point presentation which they would like to present at a future Council meeting.  The City Administrator will work with Chief Ives to set this up.  The Chief also requested that the City Council consider creating an ordinance to have all new multi-family dwellings install Knox boxes.  These boxes are attached to each structure, and they hold a master key to each unit within the structure.  This allows the Fire Department to gain access to each unit in case of an emergency without the need to break doors and/or windows.  This potentially will save a lot of time spent waiting for a person with a key to show up. There was a discussion about incorporating this concept into the City’s current zoning ordinance concerning multi-family dwellings.  The City Administrator indicated he will look into this, research the legalities, and will report back to Council.  Councilmember Andring asked if the Fire Department inspects rental properties for fire extinguishers, and smoke and carbon monoxide detectors, of which Chief Ives said no, as his department does not have the ability to do this at this time. 
Police Chief Kent Russell reported that the LETG software program is up and running. He indicated there have been a few glitches, and his department is still waiting for the new laptop computers promised six months ago. The Chief gave the Council an update on the pancake breakfast recently put on jointly between the City’s Police Reserve Unit and the DARE program, indicating it was another successful event with both units netting about $1,600.  He thanked the Reserves, Police Officer Tiffany Lehnertz, Winona County Deputy Sheriff Kate Rusher, and Councilmember Ledebuhr with the Elks, for all of their hard work.  Chief Russell concluded by saying that one of the children chosen to participate in the Shop-With-A-Cop program in December of last year, was unable to participate due to a medical issue. However, the Police Department contacted him, once his medical condition improved, and Chief Russell and his family, along with Officer Nicole Norman, took the student shopping recently focusing on an Easter theme.
City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the building permit reports for January, February, and March, 2014, and the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from April 1, 2014.
Under Notices and Communications; the City Administrator mentioned: 
a)  The Maintenance Department on-call schedule for April, 2014. 
b)  A letter from HBC dated March 24, 2014, concerning the potential loss of some television channels.

c)  The Minnesota High-Speed Rail Commission newsletter. Mayor Baumgart requested that Mr. Jerry Miller come and speak to the Council about the high-speed rail project. The City Administrator said he will make these arrangements.  
There was no unfinished business.
Under New Business; 

a)   Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the 2014 contract with Mr. Bill Whetstone to operate the Goodview Compost Site. All voted aye and the motion carried.

b)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0932, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN TO BE A PARTY TO MINNESOTA WATER AGENCY RESPONSE NETWORK (MnWARN). Director of Public Works Greg Volkart explained that this organization was formed after the 2007 flood.  It offers a list of equipment available from cities in the area.  He said our City can help somebody having problems, or receive help from other cities in this network, on a fee basis and that it costs nothing to join.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the request by Mr. Ted Hazelton to be in LaCanne Park until 10:30 p.m. on Saturday, June 14, 2014, for cleanup after a fireworks display. After a discussion about safety concerns, all voted and the motion passed 4-1, with Councilmember Andring voting against the authorization. Mr. Ted Hazelton thanked the Council and City staff for working with him to make this possible and stated that as a pyrotechnic operator it is his responsibility to ensure the safety of everyone, and to follow all rules and laws.
Under Other; Councilmember Ledebuhr proposed the City look into something similar to Winona’s 30% cap on rental units. He believes the City of Goodview will soon have too many rental units if we continue to allow multi-family dwellings to be built.  City Administrator Dan Matejka indicated he will research the topic, and report back to the Council.  

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
