City Council Minutes

May 18, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the May 4, 2015 regular City Council meeting and the May, 2015 claims. The claims totaled $150,181.88 for the following operating funds:

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr said the 63rd Avenue project looks nice. Councilmember Erdman wanted to know what plan the City has in place for riots and/or police shootings. Police Chief Kent Russell said he has been discussing these types of issues with Winona County. Councilmember Alexander asked if the Fire Department has a plan in place if there was a train derailment and oil spill. City Administrator Dan Matejka said that the Emergency Operations Plan handbook addresses these types of disasters and it may be a good idea for the next table top drill.  
Councilmember Andring shared that he got a letter from Representative Steve Drazkowski saying the City of Goodview could receive approximately $184,774 from a new Small Cities account for roads and bridges similar to what larger cities currently get. He wondered how they came up with that number. First of all, the City Administrator clarified that this is a proposed bill that needs to be passed by both the House and Senate, and then signed into law by the Governor before any funds are actually distributed.  As far as how the figure was calculated, he said he wasn’t 100% sure, but assumed it was based on some formula using a per capita basis. Mr. Andring also wanted to know if receiving that money would affect other grant funds already awarded to the City. Mr. Matejka said that any grants that have already been awarded (i.e.; the Local Roads Improvement Program) would not be jeopardized. Councilmember Ledebuhr expressed his condolences on behalf of the Council to Mr. Ray Bronk’s family. Mr. Bronk was always helpful with various City activities and he will be missed. 
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator brought attention to the Fire Department meeting minutes for May 5, 2015 and the EDA meeting minutes from the meeting held on April 1, 2015.
There were no Notices or Communications.
There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; 

a) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0969, A RESOLUTION ORDERING THE 2015 FIRE HALL EXPANSION PROJECT, ACCEPTING OF BIDS, AND AWARDING THE CONTRACT THEREFORE.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
b) There was a discussion about the Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Policy which was recommended for approval by the Goodview EDA. Councilmember Alexander would like to remove the sentence “to create affordable housing opportunities”, under Section 2 Objectives. There was a discussion about what “affordable housing” refers to. Councilmember Ledebuhr brought attention to Section 1.2 where it states that each applicant is reviewed on a case to case basis and the City has the right to approve or deny any project. Councilmember Alexander stated he would still like to have that sentence removed. Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to table this item until it can be discussed and clarified at the next EDA meeting scheduled for June 10, 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to table, for the same reason as why the TIF policy above was tabled, the Tax Abatement Financing Policy recommended for approval by the Goodview EDA, until it can be discussed and clarified at the next EDA meeting scheduled for June 10, 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.
d) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0970, A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CITY’S FEE SCHEDULE FOR RATES AND CHARGES FOR SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
e) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to amend Title XI (Business Regulations), Chapter 114 (Alcoholic Beverages), Section 114.04A (License Fees, Fees) of codified ordinances. All voted aye and the motion carried.
f) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to amend Title XI (Business Regulations), Chapter 114 (Alcoholic Beverages), Section 114.08F3 (Conditions of License, Hours of Sale) of codified ordinances, by adding a new sub-section 4. The proposed language in the Council packet was amended to change the ending time to 10:00 p.m. on Sunday nights.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

g) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to re-schedule both of the June City Council meetings from June 1st and 15th to June 8th and 22nd. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; Councilmember Ledebuhr announced that he will not be here for the regular City Council meeting scheduled for July 6, 2015. Councilmember Alexander shared that he attended the Stockton-Rollingstone-Minnesota City Watershed District meeting.  He pointed out the purpose of the District is to mitigate flooding of the watershed, prevent soil erosion, and to prevent manure from seeping into the water.  The Councilmember indicated he would like to serve on this committee, but his appointment needs to be approved by Winona County first.
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
