City Council Minutes

May 19, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Sandy Erdman was absent. 
City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Mr. Bill Spitzer introduced himself as a candidate for Winona County Sheriff.  He shared his qualifications, views on the Sheriff’s Department in general, and his goals for the department if elected.  He also expressed an interest in receiving feedback from the City.
Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the May 5, 2014 regular City Council meeting and the May, 2014 claims. The claims totaled $184,903.01 for the following operating funds:

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Andring asked if there have been any water line insurance claims, of which he was told no. Mayor Baumgart shared he will be out of town and unable to attend the June 2, 2014 Council meeting.  He also said he visited Councilmember Erdman after her surgery and she sends her greetings to the Council. The Mayor expressed his gratitude to Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler for her work on the Emergency Operations Plan. Finally, he reported that he and Mr. Matejka attended the Community and Economic Development Associates (CEDA) annual meeting in Blooming Prairie, MN.  Many smaller cities said they have benefited from working with CEDA, and the Mayor feels fortunate that our City has access to Mr. Rick Howden’s knowledge and expertise.
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from May 6, 2014. Councilmember Andring asked about the generator mentioned in the minutes and if it is up and running.  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said the City recently had an outage and everything worked as it was designed to. Councilmember Ledebuhr inquired if the Fire Department was going to give the Council a presentation about the ladder truck referenced in the minutes.  City Administrator Dan Matejka said originally the presentation was going to be at the June 2nd meeting, but because both Mayor Baumgart and Councilmember Erdman were not going to be at that meeting, he told the Fire Department to choose another date for the presentation, and they haven’t gotten back to him yet. 
Under Notices and Communications; the City Administrator reported that the filing period for the City General Election begins at 7:30 a.m. on Tuesday, May 20, 2014 and ends at 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 3, 2014. Mayor Baumgart informed the Council he will be seeking re-election. 
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business; Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the City of Goodview, MN Sign Retroreflectivity Evaluation and Maintenance Policy.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka asked that since Mayor Baumgart and Councilmember Erdman are going to be absent from the June 2nd meeting, if the remaining three Council members plan to attend the meeting to ensure there will be a quorum. All said yes. Mr. Matejka shared there will be a public hearing on June 2nd for a front yard variance request from Mr. Dan Hermann to build a three-car detached garage. The City Administrator also reported that because City Engineer Mr. Bill Trygstad is currently working on the 63rd Avenue and 5th Street project, the other potential improvement project for the Minnesota City bus barn area has been put on the back burner.  He reminded the Council that the City sent out a survey last summer to the residents of this area inquiring about interest in receiving City utilities.  It was talked about at the time to possibly have a follow-up informational meeting over the winter months inviting all of those who received a survey.  Mr. Matejka asked if the Council felt if City administration should try to set up such a meeting in the near future.  A discussion followed concerning what sort of information could be shared with those who attend the meeting. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said Mr. Trygstad believes he could put together a rough cost estimate based on aerial photos and current pricing, and would be able to give the City a pricing range for the assessments if the decision is made to hold another information meeting later this summer or early fall. 

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
