City Council Minutes

May 4, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring 



seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The 



agenda included the minutes of the April 20, 2015 regular City 



Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Community Comment or Input; Ms. Darlene Luedtke, 4730 West 7th Street, once again addressed the Council concerning the property at 4745 West 6th Street owned by Mr. Jeff Doering.  She believes he is running an engine repair business there.  City Administrator Dan Matejka said he had discussed this issue with the City Attorney and was told Mr. Doering is not running a business for various reasons, such as; it is not his primary source of income, he does not advertise, he has no employees, and he does not keep regular hours.  Ms. Luedtke insists he is and believes the City should look further into the matter.  Mr. Matejka agreed to, and report back to the Council at a later date.  Winona County Commissioner Marie Kovecsi gave a brief report on what is happening at the County. The Board has initiated another search for a new County Administrator, and they hope to be hiring someone as soon as July. There was a Sustainable Winona dinner and the County received an award for 30 years of recycling in the cities and 3 years county wide. The County formed a building committee to look at the needs and capacity of each department and building.  A Goodview resident is serving on the committee as a citizen volunteer.  The Judicial Council celebrated Law Day with almost every 6th grade student in the county having an opportunity to tour the building and hold a mock trial on cyber bullying.
Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Erdman asked how the new law allowing Sunday liquor sales of Growlers will affect the Wenonah Brewery. The City Administrator said they will need to apply for a license and have it approved by Council. Councilmember Andring said a resident talked to him about a white Ford pick-up truck parked at 13 Wenonah Road with expired plates. They called Rollingstone Township but were told the City of Goodview controls the roads. Police Chief Kent Russell said that it falls under the Winona County Sheriff’s Office jurisdiction. Mayor Baumgart welcomed three students from Hope Lutheran High School’s government class.
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator reported the next EDA meeting will be held on Wednesday, May 6, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. with a presentation by Ms. Natalie Siderius, the Winona County Economic & Environmental Sustainability Director. The next Police negotiations session is scheduled for Wednesday, May 13, 2015. Mr. Matejka also noted the Charter Communications update on channels they are changing. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said the first layer of black top on 63rd Avenue will begin tomorrow. They will then raise the manholes and finish landscaping behind the curb before putting on the final layer of black top. Police Chief Kent Russell reported his department received a $100 donation for the Reserves program from the Winona Coin Club. The Goodview Reserves provided security services for their coin sale. Chief Russell will be assisting a Lake Village crime watch group that is starting up. Chief Russell and Dan Matejka attended the Biesanz Stone annual blasting meeting. Last year Biesanz Stone blasted twice. This year they are expecting to blast a total of 9-12 times. He also shared the City purchased a barely used speed trailer from the Oakdale Police Department for $500. (These typically cost between $10,000 and $12,000 new.)  This particular model has a traffic counter on it and will monitor how many cars are actually speeding. 
There was nothing to report under Notices and Communications.
There was no Unfinished Business.

New Business focused on the fire hall expansion. The City received one bid today from Wapasha Construction. The initial base bid to add on to the fire hall was $219,000. The alternate bid, to move out the two west bays, came in at $100,000.  Because of the high
cost of the initial base bid, the City Administrator suggested taking time to consider the pros and cons of each and look at financing options for the base bid. This item can be brought back to the next Council meeting in two weeks and at that time, the Council can reject any or all bids. Mr. Volkart said there is also the possibility of a re-bid, in order to get more interest. Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to table Resolution No. 0969, A RESOLUTION ORDERING THE 2015 FIRE HALL EXPANSION PROJECT, ACCEPTING OF BIDS, AND AWARDING THE CONTRACT THEREFORE until the next council meeting on May 18, 2015.  All voted 
aye and motion carried.
Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka introduced an opportunity to assist the residents at 22 Harbor Drive in Rollingstone Township, who are in need of water because their well is no longer functioning. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart explained how the City can bring in a water and sewer main and install a hydrant nearby. This will make it possible to eventually service other lots nearby, should the interest or need arise. Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to proceed with the necessary steps, including the annexation of the property into the City, to accomplish the task of helping these individuals at 22 Harbor Drive.  There was a discussion about the details of the plan.  All voted aye and the motion carried. 
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
