City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

May 6, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the April 15, 2013 regular city council meeting and the April, 2013 claims. The claims totaled $213,384.25 for the following operating funds:

 All voted aye and the motion carried to approve the consent agenda as presented.
Under community comment or input; Mr. Dwight Lange, 3819 6th Street, presented photos of a crack in a portion of the sidewalk in front of his property and asked that it be repaired. The City Administrator said the City is responsible for sidewalk repairs and maintenance, not the property owner. He assured Mr. Lange the sidewalk crack will be repaired at some point in time, at no cost to him. 
Under council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr said he has received complaints from residents about the loud noise coming from the air compressor at Wingfoot (5110 N. Service Drive), especially during the nighttime hours. The City Administrator said he would talk to the company. Councilmember Erdman has a request from Carol Knox at 3920 6th Street and Dr. Woolley at 3930 6th Street, to have the street sweeper come by on Friday afternoon when there aren’t so many vehicles parked out front, so the street can be cleaned better. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said this could be arranged, and will speak to his staff about it.
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka reported the auditors have completed their fieldwork, and the plan is to have them present the actual audit report at the June 17, 2013 City Council meeting. Police Chief Kent Russell gave his administrative report which included:

1. The pancake breakfast which was recently held to benefit the City’s Police Reserves was co-sponsored in conjunction with the Winona County Sheriff’s DARE program. Each organization benefited from the event by raising approximately $1,500 for their respective programs.  The Chief indicated that Goodview has the largest program of any of the law enforcement agencies in the County. He expressed his thanks to Officers Lehnertz and Rusher for once again doing a great job with the event.

2. The purchase of a mobile alarm system for the Police Department to be used for the public in businesses. This $3,500 unit was purchased with the administrative citation funds. No General Fund dollars were used with this purchase.

3. His department will not apply for the COPS grant again this year. The application has become lengthy and time consuming, plus this year’s focus is on school liaison officers and/or cities with high gun crimes.
4. Reminder that the “I Got Caught” program will start this summer, which gives Dairy Queen rewards to children observed doing safe things (wearing a helmet, riding bikes safely, crossing streets safely, etc). This program is in conjunction with AAA and Dairy Queen. If an officer sees a child doing something safely, they are awarded a Dairy Queen coupon for a free ice cream cone.
The 2013 budget update for all funds through March 31, 2013, which included the “un-audited” figures for 2012, was reviewed by Mr. Matejka. 
Under Notices and Communications; the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for May, 2013 was noted.
There was no unfinished business.

Under new business:

- The City Administrator reported that the variance request of 36.5 feet in the front yard setback requirement for the property located at 4260 7th Street for the construction of a two-car garage, had been withdrawn by the requestor.
- Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0911, A RESOLUTION CREATING A POST-ISSUANCE DEBT COMPLIANCE POLICY FOR THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN. All voted aye and the motion carried.
- Mr. Matejka presented a request for the Lighted Holiday Parade to take place on Saturday, December 7, 2013. The parade will follow the same route as last year. Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the request, all voted aye and the motion carried.

- RESOLUTION NO. 0913, A RESOLUTION TO RECEIVE THE FEASIBILITY REPORT AND CALLING FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON THE 63RD AVENUE AND 5TH STREET UTILITY AND STREET IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT.  The City Administrator reported the City mailed 25 surveys to the property owners affected by the potential project. Fifteen surveys were returned to the office with 12 of them in favor of extending city utilities to that area. The addendum to the Council packet included a revised preliminary report from City Engineer Bill Trygstad dated May 3, 2013.  The Director of Public Works presented a brief overview of the report, also known as Feasibility Study, explaining that the City is proceeding from an engineering standpoint to go with Plan A.  Mr. Volkart reviewed some changes between this revised version and the previous one which should result in potential savings on the entire project.  The City Administrator explained part of the legal requirements involved with a project with assessments is an Improvement Hearing to describe the project, cost, site, purpose, etc. If the feasibility report is accepted, a date for the Improvement Hearing needs to be set, which all the affected property owners will be informed of by mail per State law.  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0913, and to hold the required Improvement Hearing on Wednesday, May 29, 2013, at 7:00 p.m. in the Goodview Fire Hall.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

At 5:20 p.m. Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting and opened a public hearing for the purpose of considering an application for a conditional use permit to allow the property located at 6620 Martina Road to be used for a ready-mix concrete manufacturing facility in an M-1 Light Manufacturing zone.

The City Administrator pointed out the actual request for the Conditional Use permit is from Mr. Dave McCorquodale of Winona Homes as he is the present owner of the land in question.  He and River City Ready Mix from LaCrosse, WI are working on a land deal to have River City purchase the land.  Mr. Luke Knadle, Vice President of Operations and Quality Control for River City, gave a short history of the company.  He shared that his father started the business in 1988, and they currently have four facilities (La Crosse, Tomah, Westby, and Trempealeau) and would like a fifth facility in Goodview. Mr. Knadle stated their goal is to provide the highest quality of concrete to their customers and give back to the community. He shared a list of projects they have completed and explained the reasons they would like to have a facility here. They are looking to expand their business approximately 30 miles from La Crosse and Trempealeau, which is the Goodview and Winona area. He appreciated that Goodview shares their company values and believes the City of Goodview is a good fit for their company.
Mr. Knadle pointed out the company will take additional steps, listed below, so the facility is designed to meet or exceed zoning requirements in Goodview and to minimize impact on the surrounding property owners:
1. Enclosed loading facility where the overhead bins and cement silos will be enclosed inside the building.
2. The installation of a centralized dust collector which would be attached to the building.
3. A concrete block wall will be built for aesthetics and security. This will be a future project down the road, but will be built as soon as possible.

4. Pave in any areas without concrete where the trucks are driving in and out of the facility to minimize dust in and out of the facility.
5. Conform with all MnDOT regulations.
6. Meet or exceed noise ordinance and start time ordinance.
As a benefit to the City of Goodview, they will offer 6 to 8 new jobs and Mr. Knadle shared their forecasting models. There will be one plant manager responsible for the operation of the facility on a daily basis.
Council Comments
Mayor Baumgart:  Is the dust collector something new to this facility?
Response: Yes, they are planning this solely for the Goodview facility.
Councilmember Erdman: Will the concrete wall reduce noise?

Response:  Yes. They plan to build the wall 12-feet high, and are willing to build it higher if necessary. The wall will deaden the noise.

Councilmember Alexander:  He expressed a concern about the holding pond in between the proposed facility and Lake Goodview. What will prevent the facility’s waste material from washing down to the holding pond?

Response: They plan to construct a concrete reclaimer close to the street for washing out the equipment. This will separate the rock and sand and wash water for future use.
Councilmember Andring: What is the height?

Response: The silo and building is 75’ high.
Councilmember Ledebuhr: With regards to the concrete retainer – what about overflow?

Response: They plan to make the pond 10’ to 12’ deep and line it. They will make it deeper if necessary.  The water will be contained and recycled and reclaimed.

Councilmember Ledebuhr: How wide is the property frontage?
Response: It is approximately 170 feet. 


Councilmember Erdman: How close are residents living to their other facilities?

Response: Three blocks away from the Westby plant. Approximately 100’ away from the Tomah plant. They have received no complaints from their neighbors.
Councilmember Alexander: Will the design need State approval?

Response: They will have all required local zoning permits and will work closely with the State and build to code.
Councilmember Ledebuhr: Asked if they have looked at other potential sites in the area. Response:  Yes, they have looked at several properties in Goodview and Winona and this site works best for their needs. 

Resident Comments
Pete Watkins, 6610 Woodland Ave., Minnesota City

First of all, he expressed a concern that the people standing out in the hallway would not be able to hear and receive the same information the people in the room were given.
He continued with commenting on the bagging system being new and asked how they know it will work?
Response:  It is not new, and is widely used in the industry.
How many people were notified of this meeting?

Response:  The City Administrator said they mailed letters to all property owners within 350 feet of the proposed project, and advertised in the newspaper at least 10 days prior to the meeting date, both of which meet State statute requirement.
Has an environmental impact study been done?
Response: Mr. Knadle said no, not at this time.
How many home owners live near the La Crosse facility?
Response: None, but that this is why the company is taking additional steps and precautions at this facility.
How soon will the retention pond and concrete wall be constructed?

Response:  The retention pond will be in place by the start of business. The concrete side wall will be built in 3-4 months.
What materials are stored outside?

Response:  Rock and sand will be stored outside in segregated aggregate bins.

How will this business affect the property values?

Response:  The company has not done a formal study, but they believe property values will increase.

Arlan Runningen, 6530 Woodland Boulevard
He asked what would be done with the storm water run off from the crushed rock and sand that will be stored outside?

Response:  The company will create a retainer between the plant and the pile for the water run off.  Mr. Knadle assured those present the company will take all possible steps to contain the wash water. The Director of Public Works explained that the drainage from basically all points west of this location drain into a ditch along Highway 61, which drains into a storm water treatment stream, which in turn flows to an area near the walking bridge at the park and eventually spills over into the lake. All the water from this project will go through the treatment ditch first, before any of it goes into the lake.  
Is the company meeting all zoning requirements?

Response:  Mr. Matejka said yes.

Tobias Schmidt, 6810 Woodland Boulevard
Asked if the treatment pond is able to treat in-solution chemicals or is it simply a settling pond?

Response:  The Director of Public Works said that no chemicals will be allowed to go into the lake. The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) controls this and will be involved. Mr. Knadle said that they will meet all state regulations. 
Kent Dzurick, 6715 Woodland Boulevard
Asked the Council to consider why this was zoned Light Manufacturing in the first place, and why are we trying to change this into Heavy Manufacturing?
Response:  The City Administrator said the zoning will not change. It will remain Light Manufacturing. Every zone has permitted and conditional uses and this requested use is listed as a conditional use specific for this parcel only.

James Jarvis, owner of 920 68th Avenue (APRS World)
Mr. Jarvis said he did not receive notification of this meeting and would like the information so he can research the project and prepare an opinion. Mr. Greg Volkart said he will see that Mr. Jarvis gets the information.
The area manager for Milestone Materials introduced himself and said he is in charge of storm water compliance for the quarries in Winona, Olmsted, and Fillmore Counties. He explained there are ditch checks, rock berms, and vegetative areas that slow the water down and filters out sediment as the water passes through. The plant that River City Ready Mix is proposing is a state-of-the-art operation. There will be concrete entrances and bunkers. There will be coarse sand and aggregates, not fine sand. They are looking at everything necessary in order to address any concerns. He is in favor of all business coming into any community that supports new jobs. He acknowledged that all the questions are good and believes the concerns can be resolved. 
Dean Crissinger, 1045 Bay Drive

Asked for a definition of M-1 Light Manufacturing zone and inquired if this project meets the requirements? 
Response:  The City Administrator gave the definition and said this project meets the zoning requirements.

Jason Gruett, 6815 Woodland Drive
He shared that he has been in the industry for 20 years and believes that if they do this the right way, it will work out fine. His concern is about the impact on the traffic at the intersections, particularly the one at the entrance to LaCanne Park, and potential auto accidents. 
Mr. Watkins presented a final argument against this project, saying he is concerned that his home value will go down, his children and neighbor’s children will be exposed to particulates, and it will have a negative impact on recreation he enjoys in his immediate neighborhood. 

City Administrator Dan Matejka said the Council will take all comments and questions into consideration, along with the other requirements for granting or denying a conditional use permit request in their deliberations.
Mayor Baumgart suspended the public hearing at 6:20 p.m. because the room was full with people standing in the hall, and he wanted to make sure everyone was able to get the information. The public hearing will continue in two weeks during the City Council meeting at 5:00 p.m. on Monday, May 20, 2013, at the Goodview Fire Hall, at which time the Conditional Use Permit request to allow the property located at 6620 Martin Road to be used for a ready-mix concrete manufacturing facility in an M-1 Light Manufacturing zone will be acted on.

The Mayor reopened the regular meeting at 6:20 p.m.
Mr. Steve Apfelbacher with Ehlers & Associates reported on the refinance sale as it relates to RESOLUTION NO. 0912, A RESOLUTION RELATING TO $610,000       GENERAL OBLIGATION REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES 2013A; AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE, AWARDING THE SALE, FIXING THE FORM AND DETAILS, PROVIDING FOR THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY THEREOF AND THE SECURITY THEREFOR AND LEVYING AD VALOREM TAXES FOR THE PAYMENT THEREOF.  Mr. Apfelbacher gave an overview of the sale. He explained that the City is authorized to proceed with the refunding, and the purpose to refinance the outstanding bonds is to save money through less interest costs. Ehlers opened bids today, and the successful bidder was United Bankers Bank out of Bloomington. They bid an interest rate of 1.39%, which along with reduced other fees; the actual bond issue was reduced from $610,000 to $600,000.  Due to all these factors, the City will be able to see interest savings in the area of $97,000, approximately $15,000 more than originally estimated.  Mr. Apfelbacher shared the Standard & Poor’s (S&P) report ratings for the City. He pointed out that S&P reconfirmed the A+ rating for the City based on strong reserves, good financial management and low-overall debt burdens. He stressed this rating is overall a good rating reflecting the strong job done managing the City by the Council and Administration.  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Resolution 0912. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
With no other business; Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn the meeting. All voted aye and the motion carried.
