City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

June 16, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Sandy Erdman was absent.

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Police Chief Kent Russell, several members of the Goodview Volunteer Fire Department, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander
seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the June 2, 2014 regular City Council meeting and the June, 2014 claims. The claims totaled $304,913.42 for the following operating funds:

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr said he has learned of erosion taking place in the stream bed in the Gunderson subdivision, and he wants to know who is responsible for taking care of it. City Administrator Dan Matejka said Director of Public Works Greg Volkart spoke with Mr. Pat Lynch with the DNR and they will continue working to find out who the responsible party is. Councilmember Alexander shared that he successfully used the City’s Maintenance Department on-call schedule for an issue with lights that were left on at the Selke pavilion at LaCanne Park, and was pleased that the call list worked so well. Mr. Alexander also wondered if River City Ready Mix had taken out a building permit yet. The City Administrator said they had done some preliminary work on the site, but have not applied for a building permit yet.  Mayor Baumgart expressed his appreciation to the Council for covering for him while he was on vacation and said it is good to be back. 
Ms. Lynda Rickoff, of Russell & Associates, presented an overview of the City’s 2013 audit report. 
Under new business; Mr. Brandon Czaplewski with the Goodview Volunteer Fire Department’s ladder truck committee gave a power point presentation to support their request to replace the 1981 American LaFrance ladder truck they currently have. This was followed by a question and answer session with the committee and a representative from Pierce Manufacturing, who the City purchased their last truck from in 2007.
At 5:50 p.m., Mayor Baumgart left the Council meeting and Councilmember Ledebuhr assumed the role of Acting Mayor.

Continuing with new business while the fire department members were still present, Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve a request by the Goodview Volunteer Fire Department to hold a gun raffle fundraiser. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator brought attention to the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from June 2, 2014.  Police Chief Kent Russell reported a portion of a block in the Country Meadows subdivision will be blocked off from 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. the evening of Friday, June 27, 2014, for a block party.  Councilmember Andring asked if there were any problems/complaints with the fireworks display at LaCanne Park following a wedding celebration at the pavilion on June 14th.  The Chief said his department did not get any phone calls.  Mr. Rick Howden with CEDA presented a brief update on what he will bring to the next Council meeting on July 7, 2014. He is looking at the steps and process of creating an Economic Development Authority (EDA) for the City, which was one of the tasks the Council directed CEDA to look into when the City hired them. 

The Notices and Communications included the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for July, 2014.  The City Administrator also reminded the Council of Representative Steve Drazkowski’s Town Hall meeting to be held at Goodview City Hall on Monday, June 23, 2014 starting at 5:00 p.m.  He mentioned that he plans to attend the meeting.
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business; 
a) City Administrator, Dan Matejka presented an Addendum which included RESOLUTION NO. 0934a, A RESOLUTION APPROVING PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS AND ORDERING ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS FOR 2014 UTILITY AND STREET IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT FOR THE 63RD AVENUE AND 5TH STREET AREA.  Mr. Matejka said this Resolution should have been acted on by the Council before the actual advertisement for bids for the 63rd Avenue and 5th Street project occurred.  But after checking with the City’s legal counsel, Mr. Matejka was told the Resolution could be passed during tonight’s City Council meeting before the Resolution actually awarding the contract for the project is acted on. Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve.  All voted aye and the motion carried. 
b)  Mr. Matejka reported the City received two bids today for the 63rd Avenue and 5th Street Improvement project.  The low bid is from A-1 Excavating in Bloomer, WI, for $1,629,661.20. The bid amount was compared to City Engineer Bill Trygstad’s revised estimate for the project of $1,418,486.  Because the low bid came in significantly higher than expected, time will be needed for analysis. The City Administrator recommended the Council table the Resolution (#0934) awarding the contract until the July 7th Council meeting.  Mr. Trygstad pointed out that per the project specs, the City has 30 days to accept or reject any and all bids.  So tabling this item until July 7 will give he and City staff time to take a closer look at the project and discuss it further and come back to the Council on July 7 with a recommendation to proceed or not.  Based on this discussion, Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to table RESOLUTION NO. 0934, A RESOLUTION ORDERING THE 2014 UTILITY AND STREET IMPROVEMENTS  PROJECT FOR THE 63rd AVENUE & 5TH STREET AREA, ACCEPTING THE BIDS, AND AWARDING THE CONTRACT THEREFORE, until the next regular City Council meeting on July 7, 2014. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0935, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PREMISE PERMIT FOR THE GOODVIEW ACTIVITY GROUP FOR THE CONDUCT OF LAWFUL GAMBLING AT THE GOODVIEW PARK PAVILION. All voted aye and the motion carried.

d) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Goodview Activity Group liquor license. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
