City Council Minutes

June 17, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the June 3, 2013 regular City Council meeting. All voted aye and the motion carried.
There was no community comment or input.

There were no council concerns, complaints, or inquires.

Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from June 4, 2013 and the monthly building permit reports for April and May, 2013. Councilmember Ledebuhr referenced the Fire Department meeting minutes and asked about CJ Signage selling Goodview Fire stickers for $7, with $2 being donated to Fallen Fire Fighter Memorial. City Administrator Dan Matejka said he would ask Fire Chief Todd Ives for more information and report back. 
There were no notices, communications or unfinished business.
Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular Council meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the public hearing for the purpose of considering an application for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to allow the property located at 4065 West Sixth Street to be used for wholesale beverage distributing in a C-1 Commercial zone. Ms. Deb Krackow, the owner of the building, is making the request. Mr. Chris Gardner introduced business partners Mr. Steve Barber and Mr. Dave Weinhold, and then presented information on the proposed small capacity microbrewery. Mr. Gardner said the plan is to produce approximately 150 barrels of microbrewed beer a year, and to open a tap room for sampling. He said the reasons for wanting to open at this location are that they like the building because it is large enough for future growth, and they feel it will attract people who appreciate really good beer to the City of Goodview.  He explained that Minnesota uses a three tiered system (brewer, distributor, and retailer) and their plan is to sell their beer to a distributor, who will then sell it to other bars and restaurants.  Councilmember Andring asked if there will be off sales also, of which Mr. Gardner said eventually they also want to be able to sell to customers a growler, which is a sealed one-gallon keepsake container of beer bearing the Wenonah Brewing Company logo. The Councilmember also asked how many employees there will be, of which Mr. Gardner answered that the three business partners and family members will run the business. Councilmember Erdman asked if they are planning to rent-to-own and if they will remodel the building. Mr. Gardner said they plan to make the building look inviting. Councilmember Erdman asked why they are leaving Wellingtons. Mr. Gardner explained that he wants to sell their beer to other bars and restaurants, which they cannot do at Wellingtons. She also asked about parking and truck traffic. Mr. Gardner said delivery trucks will come once or twice a week to pick up and drop off product, but it will not get overly congested.  Their hours will most likely be Thursday, Friday, and Saturday, from 4:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m., along with possibly being open while they are brewing. Councilmember Ledebuhr questioned the City Administrator if they will need a liquor license. Mr. Matejka stated that tonight’s vote is for zoning purposes only. If the CUP request is approved tonight, the group will continue the process of getting the appropriate liquor licenses, which will need to come back to the City Council for approval. He went onto say there are two liquor licenses needed for such an operation like this: one for the tap room and one for the growlers, but because the City has neither of these presently, the City will need to amend its liquor license ordinance to add these two new licenses. When asked about a timeline to open, Mr. Gardner said they are looking to open the first part of August, 2013. Mr. Eric Heukeshoven, 1601 Circle Drive, in Winona, shared his support of this venture, saying there is a large growth of tap rooms across the country and this is a positive economic trend. Mr. Tim Boyd, 3965 West Sixth Street, asked if this business will be separate from the parking lot next to the building, and was told yes. Mr. Gardner went on to explain they are not opening a bar. They are only able to serve their beer on tap and are simply an extension of their brewery. He went on to say he has talked with Ms. Jennifer Laturno who runs The Bar across the street, and assured her they are not going to be taking business away from her. In fact, he believes they will most likely drive customers to her place of business because the microbrewery will attract people to Goodview.
Mayor Baumgart closed the public hearing 5:22 p.m. and resumed the regular meeting, continuing with new business.

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to allow the property located at 4065 West Sixth Street to be used for wholesale beverage distributing in a C-1 Commercial zone. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the change of the renewal date for the City’s health insurance policy from January 1, 2014 to December 1, 2013. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Police Chief Kent Russell introduced Mr. Scott McConkey, the local representative for the Toward Zero Deaths program. This is a program the Goodview Police Department has been involved with for many years and Mr. McConkey thanked the department for their commitment to making traffic safety a priority. The Toward Zero Deaths program wants to unite Minnesota police officers and encourage everyone to work together with programs focusing on using seatbelts and driving sober.  He presented a brand new state-of-the-art radar unit to Police Chief Kent Russell, thanking him and his department for their efforts to keep people safe. Mr. McConkey told the Council they can be very proud of their Police Department. 
Ms. Linda Rickoff with Russell and Associates presented a summary of the 2012 audit report. She indicated the audit went smoothly with no issues, and that the City is in good financial condition as it once again showed improvement from the previous year.  A short discussion took place following Ms. Rickoff’s presentation.
Under other business; Councilmember Andring shared he will not be able to attend the next regular City Council meeting scheduled for Monday, July 1, 2013.
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
