City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

June 2, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Dick Ledebuhr at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Acting Mayor Dick Ledebuhr, and Councilmembers Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Mayor Steve Baumgart and Councilmember Sandy Erdman were absent. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the May 19, 2014 regular City Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no community comment or input.

There were no Council concerns, complaints, or inquires.

Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka said Representative Steve Drazkowski will be holding a town hall meeting at Goodview City Hall on June 23, 2014, at 5:00 p.m.  The City Administrator also said that he and Director of Public Works Greg Volkart had their first meeting with the engineering firm SEH regarding the company’s work to develop a plan to try to establish a whistle free railroad zone through Goodview and Minnesota City.  One of the first steps in the process is to determine traffic counts at each of the five crossings (four in Goodview and one in Minnesota City), so SEH will be putting up traffic counters at each crossing to calculate these numbers.  They hope to submit a final report with options and recommendations to the Council by early August. 
Acting Mayor Ledebuhr suspended the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the public hearing for the purpose of considering an application for a five-foot variance in the front yard setback for the property located at 4245 West Sixth Street for the construction of a detached three-car garage.  There were no questions by any members of the Council, and there was no one in attendance to comment on the variance request.
The public hearing was closed at 5:08 and the regular meeting resumed.

Continuing with reports of officers, committees, and staff; Director of Public Works Greg Volkart explained that the intersection of 4th Street and 41st Avenue is currently closed for a few days while the City repairs a collapsed sewer main. Mr. Volkart also mentioned the City has been receiving calls about the high lake level, which at the time of this meeting was 8’2”.  He said he is closely monitoring the level, but so far the City has not turned the pumps on.  When asked by Acting Mayor Ledebuhr if the City was planning to do any seal coating this year, Mr. Volkart said they are waiting for the bids on the 63rd Avenue and 5th Street project to come in, as they may decide to do some overlays as an add-on to the overall cost of the project.  He did say the City will be seal coating and striping the parking lot at The Bar.  The City Administrator pointed out this small project will be paid for with donated funds from the Goodview Activity Group.
Police Chief Kent Russell reported:
1)  He recently signed a memorandum with Winona County to continue participating in the Toward Zero Deaths (TZD) program through 2016.  The Police departments of Lewiston and St. Charles also participate in the program.  Any department is able to opt out of the program at any time with 30 days notice. Chief Russell said his department is taking the lead at TZD meetings because they are the largest police department participating in the county, since Winona opted out a couple of years ago.
2) Regarding the LETG computers, they now have the laptop computers, but they have not yet received the bases needed to mount them in the squad cars. Chief Russell said he appreciated Winona County Commissioner Mr. Wayne Valentine making some phone calls on the City’s behalf. They have been told the bases are being ordered by Winona County.

3) Parades. For the last several years the Goodview Police Department has participated in a parade at Lake Winona Manor for their elderly residents. Officer Travis Volkman will be volunteering his time to help with their parade again this year.  The Steamboat Days Committee has asked for help with traffic control during the Steamboat Days Parade on Sunday, June 15, so the Goodview Police Reserves will be assisting. Steamboat Days organizers agreed to make a donation to the Reserves for helping.
4) There is a BCA audit every three years, and the Goodview Police Department is currently being reviewed. 
5) The State is eliminating all part time licensed positions, and the Goodview Police Department currently has two of these positions filled. The majority of the City’s officers are licensed for full time.  Part time licensed officers are basically the same as a full time license, with the exception of not having two years of college education. From here on, when those part time licensed officers leave, the City will have to replace them with full time licensed officers.  Anyone coming in from here on will need to have completed two years of college and pass the skills program to become fully licensed. 

6) The Bloomington Bomb Squad came to assist with the disposal of three live hand grenades removed from a house. They were detonated at Winona Aggregate.  The bomb squad is state funded, so Goodview will not be billed for this service.

City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the Building Permit Report for April 2014.

Under Notices and Communications; the City Administrator brought attention to the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for June, 2014.
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business; 

a) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the variance request of five-feet in the front yard setback requirement for the property located at 4245 West 6th Street for the construction of a detached three-car garage. All voted aye and the motion carried.

b) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the City annual permits for the following residents having three or more dogs;
