City Council Minutes

June 20, 2016

The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Ledebuhr at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Acting Mayor Dick Ledebuhr, and Councilmembers Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present.  Mayor Steve Baumgart was absent. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Dave Schultz, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Ms. Lynda Rickoff, of Russell & Associates, gave a detailed review of the Summary Financial Report pertaining to the City’s 2015 audit. She answered questions and offered clarifications for the Council.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the June 6, 2016 regular City Council meeting and the June, 2016 claims. The claims totaled $225,676.15 for the following operating funds:

During Community Comment and Input; Mr. Vince Ready, who is running for District 3 County Commissioner against incumbent Mr. Steve Jacob, introduced himself to the Council. 
Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Erdman asked for clarification regarding the complaint by Ms. Leanne Olson, who thinks the house and garages being built in Country Meadows go against the Country Meadow covenant. City Administrator Dan Matejka said the City does not get involved with subdivision covenants. Councilmember Andring thanked the street department for painting the curbs yellow. Director of Public Works Dave Schultz said they will be painting the crosswalks next. Councilmember Ledebuhr expressed his sympathy to the Darryl Loos family for their loss. He also expressed his appreciation to Mr. Dave Schultz as he is taking over the job responsibilities of Director of Public Works.
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator noted the Fire Department meeting minutes for June 7, 2016.

a) Maintenance Department on-call schedule for July, 2016.

b) Announcement of the groundbreaking at Goodview Haven (Brom homestead, 3655 West 6th Street) at 1:00 p.m. on Tuesday, July 21, 2016. The City Administrator plans to attend and invited Council members to join him.  
There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; 

a) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 1004, A PUBLIC EMPLOYEES RETIREMENT ASSOCIATION – POLICE OFFICERS DECLARATION RESOLUTION. All voted aye and the motion carried.

b) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 1005, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PREMISE PERMIT FOR THE GOODVIEW ACTIVITY GROUP FOR THE CONDUCT OF LAWFUL GAMBLING AT THE GOODVIEW PARK PAVILION. All voted aye and the motion carried.

c) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 1006, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PREMISE PERMIT FOR THE WINONA ELKS LODGE #327 FOR THE CONDUCT OF LAWFUL GAMBLING AT THE GOODVIEW PARK PAVILION. All voted aye and the motion carried.
d) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the Cigarette License application from Kwik Trip, Inc., at 7020 Hwy. 61 West, Minnesota City, MN. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka explained why the public hearing for the variance request by Mr. Mike Ellefson originally discussed at the May 16, 2016 Council meeting wasn’t on this agenda.  He reviewed what was discussed at the June 6, 2016 meeting about the utility easement in front of Mr. Ellefson’s property, and how Mr. Ellefson asked for the easement to be vacated.  Mr. Matejka pointed out that State law for vacating property requires a publication notice of two weeks, instead of the customary 10 days. For this reason, Mr. Mike Ellefson’s variance request will now be acted on at the July 11, 2016 City Council meeting after the public hearing and vote on the easement vacation if the vacation is approved.
Director of Public Works Dave Schultz reported that the Sundown Motel project is currently on hold while MnDOT addresses easement and right-of-way issues.

Police Chief Kent Russell asked that the City’s current ATV/golf cart ordinance be added to the agenda for discussion during the next City Council meeting. Now that Winona County has begun to make these permits available for people to ride on county roads, we are going to get requests and need to get clear about the City of Goodview’s policy. The City Administrator indicated he would include copies of both the City and County ordinances in the next Council packet for the Council to review as they prepare to discuss the topic during the Council meeting scheduled for Monday, July 11, 2016.

Mr. Matejka asked Council for feedback on creating a City of Goodview Facebook page. There was a brief discussion about what the pros and cons might be. Councilmembers Erdman and Alexander feel it is important to have a Facebook page and support having one. Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler will add this to her current job duties.

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
