City Council Minutes

June 22, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 6:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the June 8, 2015 regular City Council meeting and the June, 2015 claims. The claims totaled $240,302.75 for the following operating funds:

There was no Community Comment or Input.

There were no Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator noted the Fire Department meeting minutes for June 2, 2015 and the EDA meeting minutes for May 6, 2015. 
Notices and Communications included; 

a) Maintenance Department on-call schedule for July, 2015.
b) Representative Steve Drazkowski will have a Town Hall meeting at Goodview City Hall on Monday, July 13, 2015 from 5:00 to 6:00 p.m.
Under Unfinished Business; 
a) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Policy recommended for approval by the Goodview EDA. Councilmember Alexander wants to remove the wording “create affordable housing opportunities” from the document because he is opposed to using City tax money to create affordable housing opportunities. Councilmember Andring shared the EDA’s decision to keep the wording as it is. All voted and the motion passed 3 to 2, with Councilmembers Alexander and Erdman voting against it.

b) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the Tax Abatement Financing Policy recommended for approval by the Goodview EDA. Councilmember Alexander wants to remove the wording “create affordable housing opportunities” from the document for the same reason as mentioned above. All voted and the motion passed 3 to 2, with Councilmembers Alexander and Erdman voting against it.

Under New Business;
a) Ms. Karen DuCharme and Ms. Buffy Beranek from Southeastern Minnesota Multi-County Housing & Redevelopment Authority (SEMMCHRA) presented information on the Small Cities Development Program and offered an explanation of each of the three activities that could be pursued. Ms. DuCharme explained this is a State funded program. The money comes from the Federal Government to the State of Minnesota.  Cities with populations under 250,000 can then compete for these funds. Each program must meet federal objectives and the State will take into consideration the City’s need, cost effectiveness, impact and demographics. If the City Council decides to move forward with this, survey letters will be mailed to every household in Goodview to try to determine where the strongest need and impact is for proposed target areas for housing, rental and/or commercial rehabilitation projects. The preliminary proposal is due November, 2015. The State will rate the applications and make the awards early in 2016 for funding later in 2016. City Administrator Dan Matejka inquired about the City having a leverage amount put on the application. Ms. DuCharme said the State encourages a city of our size to contribute a minimal amount of money (i.e.; $5,000) as leverage when granted an award. This would be matched dollar for dollar by the SEMMCHRA fund.  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0973, A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE CITY OF GOODVIEW AS THE APPLICANT AND PARTNER FOR THE PROPOSED GOODVIEW COMPREHENSIVE SCDP REHABILITATION PROJECTS CONTAINED IN THE COMMUNITY FINANCE PRELIMINARY PROPOSAL. All voted aye and the motion carried.

b) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0974, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PREMISE PERMIT FOR THE GOODVIEW ACTIVITY GROUP FOR THE CONDUCT OF LAWFUL GAMBLING AT THE GOODVIEW PARK PAVILION. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka said he spoke with Winona County Planner Mr. Lew Overhaug about Councilmember Alexander serving on the Watershed District Board. Mr. Overhaug said state statute dictates that you have to live in the watershed district in order to be a voting member on the Board. Councilmember Alexander could sit on a committee of the Board, but he would not be able to vote. If the City wants voting representation, we would need to recruit somebody who lives in the watershed district. Councilmember Alexander said he is not interested in attending the meetings as an observer and is no longer interested in representing the City of Goodview in this very limited role. Mr. Matejka agreed to return to the next regular Council meeting with a map of what areas are included in the Watershed District and the Council can discuss this further. 
At 6:30 p.m. Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular Council meeting for a public information meeting regarding proposed street improvements funded through the Minnesota Department of Transportation State Aid Local Road Improvement Program and the City of Goodview. Mr. Jeremy Tomesh and Ms. Jenna Obernolte, Project Engineers with SEH, presented the plan and schedule for the upcoming road improvements. Mr. Tomesh expressed a desire to accommodate any specific resident/business needs in order to make things go as smoothly as possible during the project. 

At 6:38 p.m. the Mayor Baumgart closed the public information meeting and opened the regular meeting. 

Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the first labor mediation session between the City and the City’s Police Department is scheduled for Thursday, August 6, 2015.

Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
