City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

June 3, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the May 20, 2013 regular city council meeting and the minutes of the May 29, 2013 improvement hearing for the 63rd Avenue and 5th Street utility and street improvements project.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr introduced an email complaint from Mr. Dwight Lange (3819 West Sixth Street) regarding children living in the apartments next to his residence. A discussion pertaining to who landlords can and cannot rent to took place.  While two Councilmembers said they were sympathetic to the situation, Councilmember Alexander stated this is clearly a civil issue, and is not something to bring to the Council. Councilmember Ledebuhr suggested the Council be mindful when granting future permits for apartment complexes. Councilmember Alexander added that an apartment is a good, clean business to have in the City. 

Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka updated the Council on how Local Government Aid (LGA) faired during the legislative session which just ended in May.  He pointed out there were no cuts to LGA for 2013, meaning the City should be receiving 100% of the certified amount which is $138,108.  He reminded the Council this is the exact figure the City budgeted to receive for this year.  He went on to say based on the new legislation pertaining to LGA, the City is calculated to receive approximately $113,000 more, or about $251,000 in total, in 2014.  Mr. Matejka also informed the Council there will be a public hearing at the next regular City Council meeting on June 17, 2013.  This will be to hear a request for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for the old B&B grocery building to allow a group to brew and distribute their own beer, and potentially have a tap room at the location.  The group has worked out an arrangement with the Borkowski’s to rent the facility. There was a discussion about granting the CUP and the need to approve a liquor license. Mr. Matejka is currently researching the Growler’s Law, which would allow them to bottle the beer and sell it in specific bottles, similar to a common off-sale arrangement.  Councilmember Andring asked about available parking and Councilmember Erdman wondered if the space was large enough for this business. Mr. Matejka agreed these are appropriate questions to be addressed during the public hearing on June 17th. Police Chief Kent Russell shared the fact Winona County has officially announced Mr. Mike Peterson is the new Emergency Management Director for the County.  The Chief also reported he is working with Councilmember Andring to develop a hazard mitigation plan specifically for the City of Goodview, and that Mr. Jason Gilman with Winona County Planning and Development, has offered to assist with this project as well. The City Administrator and Councilmember Alexander will also be involved. 
There was a discussion about the Council meeting held on May 20, 2013, where Winona County Administrator Mr. Duane Hebert gave a presentation and overview of the Multi-Agency Lean Project focusing on the flow of criminal data.  At the end of his presentation Mr. Hebert asked the Council to approve participating in this program with a commitment of five years at no cost to the City. He said he did not want to rush them on a decision, but he would appreciate a motion on it so the County can receive a 10% pricing discount on the LETG software program if the contract is signed before the end of May.  The Council approved participation for five years as requested by Mr. Hebert.  However, now the Council as a whole agrees they are not entirely comfortable with their vote on this, because they thought it was just going to be an informational presentation only. They indicated they felt rushed to vote without adequate time for them to research and discuss it further, and there are still several questions they would like answers to with regards to financing the program and payment to potentially upgrade the laptops in each squad. The City Administrator said he was as surprised as them at Mr. Hebert’s request, and pointed out he will meet with Mr. Hebert to discuss this and to try to get answers to their questions.  He will give the Council an update at the next meeting on the 17th. 
Under Notices and Communications; the City Administrator noted the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for June, 2013.  He also announced that Representative Steve Drazkowski will be holding a town hall meeting on Wednesday, June 5, 2013, at 5:00 p.m. at Goodview City Hall. Mr. Matejka said he plans to attend and report back to Council.
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business; Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve both RESOLUTION NO. 0914 and RESOLUTION NO. 0915, both of which are resolutions for A PUBLIC EMPLOYEES RETIREMENT ASSOCIATION – POLICE OFFICERS DECLARATION RESOLUTION.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to grant an annual permit to all residents, per the enclosed listing, who requested permission to have three or more dogs in a residence within the City of Goodview.  When asked by the Council if the Police Department has had any complaints about any of the properties listed, specifically the request of having nine dogs by Mr. John Smith of 4625 West Sixth Street, Police Chief Russell said there have been no complaints about Mr. Smith. However, he did say in the past there were problems with dogs belonging to Ms. Sandra Parpart, at 785 Sebo Street, biting people, but clarified those incidents were over a year ago.  All voted aye and the motion carried. 
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to grant the annual permits to the four properties listed in the Council packet to allow them to have mobile homes in various locations of the city other than a mobile home park. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0916, A RESOLUTION ORDERING IMPROVEMENT AND PREPARATION OF PLANS FOR 63RD AVENUE AND 5TH STREET UTILITY & STREET IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT.  The City Administrator pointed out that approval of this resolution authorizes the City Engineer, Mr. Bill Trygstad, to complete the field work, and to draw up plans and specifications to get ready to bid the project.  He reminded the Council this doesn’t mean the project is a for sure go, as they will have the right to reject any and all of the submitted bids when they are received, whether that would be this fall or next spring.  All voted aye and the motion carried. 
There was no other business.
Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
