City Council Minutes

June 6, 2016

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Dick Ledebuhr was absent.

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Dave Schultz, Police Chief Kent Russell, Administrative Assistant Judy Gottschalk, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring 



seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The 



agenda included the minutes of the May 16, 2016 regular City 



Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Administrative Assistant Judy Gottschalk announced that she will be retiring on October 31, 2016 after 31 years of service to the City. City Administrator Dan Matejka said that Ms. Gottschalk is a fantastic employee and a key member of the administrative staff. She will be sorely missed.  

There were no Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires.
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; 
The City Administrator addressed the setback ordinance requirements with regards to Mr. Mike Ellefson’s variance request for garages at 7080 Highway 61. During the last Council meeting Councilmember Ledebuhr questioned if MnDOT has any setback requirements along Highway 61. If not, he asked the City Administrator to get something in writing from them to support their position. Mr. Matejka said the City received an email from Ms. Tracy Schnell with MnDOT stating they do not have any setback requirements.  The email went on to say that if the variance is approved, MnDOT would like Mr. Ellefson to submit a site plan of what he is proposing and let them know if it affects the MnDOT right-of-way. While researching this proposed project, Director of Public Works Dave Schultz discovered there is a 10-foot utility easement running parallel with the highway on the front of Mr. Ellefson’s property. Mr. Ellefson is now asking the City to vacate the easement so he can build the garages. During a discussion, it was clarified that the easement is on Mr. Ellefson’s property, inside his lot line, but he cannot build on it until the City vacates the easement. The City Administrator said a public hearing is required in order to vacate an easement and this will be held during the June 20, 2016 regular City Council meeting. After the public hearing and subsequent vote on the easement vacation, the meeting will move into the variance request by Mr. Ellefson.  
Director of Public Works Dave Schultz reported that Harbor Drive is officially done and they are waiting for final inspection by the City Engineer. 

Police Chief Kent Russell reported that the Safe and Sober program has changed to the Towards Zero Deaths (TZD) program and there is additional patrol coverage throughout the county. The patrol officers focus on specific issues during various waves (i.e., DUI, wearing seatbelts, etc.). During this year’s seatbelt wave, they observed 100 cars and the City of Goodview found 97% of those people wearing seatbelts. This is a significant increase from past years where it had been only 80% of drivers wearing seatbelts. The City of Goodview was rated the best in Winona County. In fact, all cities in Winona County rated over 90%. This demonstrates the importance of enforcement and education. However, out of all counties in the state of Minnesota, Winona County is still considered one of the 25 deadliest counties in the state. Most of those deaths are DUI related and Chief Russell hopes the TZD program will take Winona County off of that list for good. The Police Chief reported they have hired two new part-time officers:  Ellie Hindal and Sam Perrella. Officer Robert Bethea will be going to work for the Winona Police Department at the end of this month.  Finally, the Chief announced that he and Officer Norman will each pick up one Goodview School student and give them a ride to school on Wednesday of this week, which is the last day of school for this year.  He explained that last fall, when he and Officer Norman taught the School Bus Safety Program, they added an incentive that any student who shows good citizenship throughout the year will have an opportunity to receive this award. The teachers chose two 4th graders as recipients of this award.  These students will also receive a certificate award and a $10 Target gift card.
The City Administrator shared that Mary Yahnke’s 4th grade class at Goodview School went agate hunting at City Hall, after which they walked to the pavilion across the street to have lunch. Mr. Matejka is proud of the positive relationship the City has with the Goodview School community. 
Mayor Baumgart said that Police Officer Hanson recently stopped a group of children who were wearing bike helmets while riding their bikes and gave them a gift certificate to Dairy Queen. Police Chief Russell explained that they partner with AAA and the Sheriff’s Association and reward children showing safe practices by wearing helmets when biking and skating as well as walking safely in the crosswalk.
There were no Notices or Communications to note. 

There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business;  

a) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded that the mobile home permit applications be approved. All voted aye and the motion carried.

b) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded that the permit applications for 3 or more dogs be approved. All voted aye and the motion carried.

c)  Mayor Baumgart introduced Mr. Phil Huerta a chemical dependency counselor and advocate with Alliance Substance Abuse Prevention (ASAP), a county wide coalition focusing on youth. The organization offers education about underage drinking parties.  Currently they are reaching out to local businesses, schools, and governments to help get the message out on this very important topic.  Mr. Huerta explained his organization is involved with the “Parents who Host, Lose the Most” campaign. This campaign is to remind parents not to purchase alcohol for their underage students and thank those parents who don’t. He presented a formal proclamation proclaiming June, 2016 to be “Parents Who Host, Lose The Most:  don’t be a party to teenage drinking” month.  The Mayor pointed out this is a very important message to get out, and told Mr. Huerta that he would be very glad to sign it.  After his signature the official City seal will be affixed to the Proclamation after which the Proclamation will be posted at City Hall during the month of June.
There was no Other business.  

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
