City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

June 8, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Sandy Erdman was absent.
City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander 



seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The 



agenda included the minutes of the May 18, 2015 regular City 



Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Community Comment or Input; Winona County Commissioner Marie Kovecsi offered a brief update from the Winona County Board. 
Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Alexander regretted to inform the Council that he is unable to serve on the Garvin Brook Watershed District Board. He attended the last meeting and was told that he cannot represent the City of Goodview because he is not a resident of the watershed, which includes Stockton, Rollingstone, and Minnesota City. City Administrator Dan Matejka found this confusing, because the City had been invited to join the Board after the City annexed the Gunderson sub-division which is in the District. Mr. Matejka said he will talk with Mr. Lew Overhaug of the Winona County Planning Department to get some clarification on this. Mayor Baumgart shared that two of his neighbors complimented the City on the new paving on Wenonah Road. 
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka said he read the letter that Councilmember Andring mentioned at the last Council meeting regarding the new small cities initiative introduced by Representative Steve Drazkowski in the House this last legislative session.  Preliminary calculations provided by the Representative showed that Goodview would receive approximately $90,000 a year for each of the next two years to Goodview to help with road maintenance and improvements.  Mr. Matejka believes this initiative passed both the House and the Senate and was sent to the Governor for his signature, but he isn’t sure if that has taken place yet due to the legislature having to go into a special session.  Police Chief Kent Russell said he signed the Towards Zero Deaths (TZD), formally the Safe & Sober program, agreement with Winona County for 2016.  He reported his department has been extremely busy.  He also noted the new speed trailer has been out at Lake Village, where they often get complaints about excessive speeding.  A great feature of the new trailer is that it monitors the speed and number of vehicles that go pass it during the time it is operational.  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart gave an update on the 63rd Avenue project. They have finished all of the blacktopping except for some shoulder work and a little bit of concrete work. Councilmember Ledebuhr asked if the speed limit through the area was going to stay at 20 m.p.h., of which Mr. Volkart said it will go back to 30 m.p.h. The City Administrator noted the building permit reports for April and May, 2015.
Notices and Communications included the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for June, 2015.

There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; there are two Resolutions concerning the Local Roads Improvement Grant which the City was awarded $750,000 to do improvements to a number of City streets.  The grant was written by SEH Engineering on behalf of the City. SEH Project Manager Mr. Jeremy Tomesh was present to talk about the two Resolutions and offer information about the project. As part of the grant requirements, the City of Goodview needs to approve the plans and specs, which then will allow the project to be advertised to receive bids.  With those in place, Mr. Tomesh said the project is on schedule to deliver the plans to the State for review next week. The State will then have 30 days to review the project and then it will go to bid mid-to-late July 2015. He gave an overview of the project details and was available to answer questions. Councilmember Ledebuhr asked if there was a reason why SEH went with specs for asphalt for 44th Avenue and did not include any alternatives for concrete instead.  Mr. Tomesh said they did a cost analysis of blacktop versus concrete and recommended using the asphalt. He said it would cost approximately $150,000 more to use concrete and decided to go with the reclaim option to stay within the budget. A lengthy discussion followed. Councilmember Ledebuhr said other counties are using concrete and the people he spoke with believed the money saved over the long run was worth the expense, compared to the short term savings when using asphalt when looking at the useful life of the street. The City Administrator said in meetings with the engineers the question of if 44th Avenue is even the right place to consider using concrete because it’s not a truck route.  The thought was if the City was going to consider concrete, maybe Theurer Boulevard might be the better option.  Mr. Don Brown, General Manager of Kohner Materials and a Goodview resident, said he believes the life cycle for asphalt roads was about five years compared to 30 years using concrete. Mr. Brown acknowledged that he promotes the use of concrete and would like to have an opportunity to get this job. There was a discussion about putting concrete on the Theurer Boulevard portion of the project and using asphalt on the rest of the project including 44th Avenue. Councilmember Ledebuhr said he would like to find out what it would cost to use concrete on Theurer Boulevard. Mr. Volkart said the City has looked into it in the past and it cost quite a bit more money to use concrete instead of asphalt. Councilmember Ledebuhr wondered if that was still the case and wants to find out what the cost difference currently is. It was acknowledged this change would affect the project completion dates. 
Councilmember Alexander said using concrete is going to cost the City quite a bit more money and he moved to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0971, A RESOLUTION APPROVING PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS FOR PAVEMENT RESURFACING ON 44TH AVENUE, SERVICE DRIVE, THEURER BOULEVARD, FRANK STREET, 68TH AVENUE, MARTINA ROAD, AND 72ND AVENUE. There was no second to the motion thus the motion failed. 
City Administrator Dan Matejka asked if the Council wants to blacktop 44th Avenue and consider an alternative bid of concrete on Theurer Boulevard. 
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Resolution 0971 with an amendment to accept alternate bids for concrete on Theurer Boulevard. 
During the discussion phase, Mr. Tomesh said by doing this it will set the whole project back because of additional engineering that will have to be done to draw up specs using concrete on Theurer Boulevard.  So he suggested striking out “Theurer Boulevard” from both Resolutions, and proceeding with the rest of the project as stated in the revised resolutions.  Then once the additional engineering is done, the City can go through this same process again of two resolutions just for the Theurer Boulevard part of the project.  He said this will move this portion of the project into 2016, which is allowed by the stipulations of the grant agreement.
Councilmember Ledebuhr rescinded the motion. Councilmember Andring rescinded his second.

AND 72ND AVENUE. All voted aye and the 
motion carried.

Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to 
change the location and start time for the June 22, 2015 City Council meeting to 
the Goodview Fire Hall at 6:00 p.m. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the permits for owners of 3 or more dogs as listed in the Council packets. All voted aye and the motion 
carried.

Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the permits for mobile homes as listed in the Council packets which are in various locations of the City, other than a mobile home park. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka shared an email from Charter Communications regarding changes to the channel lineup. He also handed out sealed envelopes to each Councilmember.  The envelopes labeled “protected non-public data” contained a letter from the Attorney representing the City in negotiations with the Police Department.   Councilmember Andring reminded the Council of the EDA meeting scheduled for 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, June 10, 2015. 

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
