City Council Minutes

July 20, 2015
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the July 6, 2015 regular City Council meeting. The agenda also included the bond payments due in August, 2015 and the July, 2015 claims. The claims totaled $222,497.33 for the following operating funds:

Ms. Andrea Gierok, Winona County’s Health Educator and Statewide Health Improvement Planning Coordinator, gave a presentation about Winona County’s Active Living Plan. The Statewide Health Improvement Program (SHIP) uses money set aside by the Legislature to work on increasing physical activity, healthy eating, tobacco cessation, etc. in the State of Minnesota. The four areas of focus are work sites, communities, schools, and health care. With regards to active living, SHIP wants cities to design their communities to encourage biking, walking and physical activity. They have put together an Active Living Plan in Winona County. It was recently accepted by the Winona County Board and it will go along with the Comprehensive Plan under the Health and Wellness chapter. The plan highlights steps that can be taken in Winona County communities to make active living easier for the residents, including walkers, bikers, and pedestrians as a whole. City Administrator Dan Matejka has been involved with the Active Living Committee and the Community Leadership Team. He wants to look at what we can do in Goodview to support active living and offer people the opportunity to walk or bike instead of driving their vehicles.  Because the City is going to be repaving all of Service Drive basically from 34th Avenue to 54th Avenue as part of the Local Roads Improvement Project grant, Mr. Matejka and Mr. Volkart have been discussing the idea of making the south side of Service Drive a no-parking-zone to create a bike/walking lane. Mr. Matejka would also like to connect the path around Lake Goodview with 54th Avenue, by installing a new path that would run parallel to Highway 61 along MnDOT’s property.  This would allow people using the path to avoid having to go through the Lake Side Manor apartment complex if they don’t want to.  If both of these initiatives were created, it would make it possible to go all the way from 34th Avenue to LaCanne Park on a designated path. Mr. Matejka said he may ask the business owners along Service Drive, west of 44th Avenue, to get their opinion on this idea. Ms. Gierok closed by saying that when they did the 2013 Health Needs Assessment, the top concerns and needs related to; obesity, healthy eating, and lack of exercise among adults and children. The SHIP program deals with addressing these issues. She thanked the Council for giving her the opportunity to bring awareness to what is happening at Winona County concerning active living. 

Following Ms. Gierok’s presentation, County Administrator Marie Kovecsi gave an update on the County’s activities.  1) They are interviewing four finalists for the County Administrator position on August 5 and 6, 2015.  2) They recently started their budget discussions and are in the initial stages of that process.  3) They will be advertising to hire a Planning and Environmental Services Director to replace Mr. Jason Gilman who took a new position with the City of La Crosse, WI.  4) The Board approved the concept of developing a Youth Council for the County, and Ms. Kovecsi will be putting together an outline of activities and will take it to the County Board for approval.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr suggested somebody contact the owner at 5776 6th Street regarding unsightly weeds and trees. He also shared there is someone from the Gunderson subdivision who expressed an interest in representing Goodview on the Garvin Brook Watershed Board. The City Administrator asked Councilmember Ledebuhr to have the individual contact him to set it up with the Watershed Board.
Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the following three items were noted by the Council: 
a) The 2015 Budget update for all funds through May 31, 2015, including “audited” figures for 2014.

b) The Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes for 7-7-15. Mayor Baumgart asked about the Life Jacket Safety Program at LaCanne Park mentioned in the minutes. The City Administrator said a representative from the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust warned them not to move forward with this program because the City could be vulnerable to unwanted liability. The City has decided not to pursue this. 
c) The Building Permit Report for June, 2015.
Notices and Communications included the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for August, 2015.

There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business;
a)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0977, A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN EXEMPTION FROM LAWFUL GAMBLING LICENSE FOR WINONA COUNTY DUCKS UNLIMITED FOR SEPTEMBER 12, 2015 AND SEPTEMBER 19, 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.
b)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Pay Estimate #4, including Change Order #9, from A-1 Excavating, Inc. for the 2014 Utility and Street Improvements, 63rd Avenue & 5th Street Project for $262,638.70. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c)  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the Goodview Activity Group liquor license for Goodview Days. All voted aye and the motion carried.
d)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the Drainlayers’ license applications as listed in the Council packets. All voted aye and the motion carried.
e)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0978, A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING PROCEDURES RELATING TO COMPLIANCE WITH REIMBURSEMENT BOND REGULATIONS UNDER THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE.  The City Administrator explained this Resolution gives the City flexibility in the future to potentially finance, through the bonding process, some of the projects on the City’s radar including the Fire Hall expansion project which initially is going to be paid for out of the City’s reserves.  Other potential projects include the City’s share of the Local Road Improvement Project grant, and a large overlaying project involving an area west of 44th Avenue from 6th Street to 9th Street.  This Resolution gives the City the authority to reimburse itself, if we want, if we decide to bond next year for all or some of these projects. Mr. Matejka explained that the IRS regulations say we have to pass this Resolution before spending any funds on the actual Fire Hall expansion project itself.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
f)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the Special City Council meeting on Wednesday, August 5, 2015, at 5:30 p.m. at the Hoff Celebration of Life Center, 3480 Service Drive, to review and possibly award the bid for the Local Road Improvement Project. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted a draft of the EDA Open House invitation for Wednesday, August 5, 2015 at 6:30 p.m. at the Hoff Celebration of Life Center. Mr. Ron Ziegler with CEDA and Ms. Natalie Siderius with Winona County have agreed to attend. Mr. Kevin Kelleher with DEED will not be able to attend.
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
