City Council Minutes

July 22, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Mike Alexander was absent.

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved. The agenda included the minutes of the July 1, 2013 regular City Council meeting and the July, 2013 claims. The claims totaled $221,699.71 for the following operating funds:

There were no community comments or input.
There were no Council concerns, complaints, or inquires.

Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka noted two items, the first was the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from July 2, 2013, and the other being the 2013 budget update for all funds through May 31, 2013.  This budget update included audited figures for 2012.
Under notices and communications; the City Administrator noted the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for August, 2013.

There was no unfinished business to report.
Under new business:
(The City Administrator skipped the first item of business, waiting until after the scheduled public hearing.)
b)  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0917, A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN EXEMPTION FROM LAWFUL GAMBLING LICENSE FOR WINONA COUNTY DUCKS UNLIMITED FOR SEPTEMBER 14, 2013 AND SEPTEMBER 21, 2013. All voted aye and the motion carried.

c) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve a request from the Winona Elk’s Lodge #327 for Saturday, July 27, 2013. All voted aye and the motion carried.

d) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0918, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PREMISE PERMIT FOR THE GOODVIEW ACTIVITY GROUP FOR THE CONDUCT OF LAWFUL GAMBLING AT THE GOODVIEW PARK PAVILION.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
At 5:05 p.m., Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular City Council meeting and opened the public hearing for the purpose to consider the adoption of Ordinance No. 2013-01(86.8), an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 2012-01(86.7) which establishes the rates and charges for services provided by the City of Goodview. The City Administrator reported the reason to amend the ordinance was to create two new liquor licenses; a brewer taproom license and a Growlers license.  This needs to be done in order for the microbrewery business moving into the old B & B grocery building to operate.  These licenses are mandated by the Alcohol and Gambling Enforcement Division of the Minnesota Department of Public Safety. During discussion, Mr. Matejka explained the pricing of each license fee.
Mayor Baumgart closed the public hearing at 5:09, resumed the regular meeting, and continued with the remaining new business items.
a) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve Ordinance No. 2013-01(86.8), an Ordinance amending the section pertaining to Liquor Licenses of Ordinance 2012-01(86.7), adopted on January 9, 2012, and titled “An Ordinance relating to establishing the rates and charges for services provided by the City of Goodview, MN.”  All voted aye and the motion carried.
e) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the list of completed drainlayers’ license applications. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under other business; City Administrator Dan Matejka reported the City mailed 110 letters to property owners currently in Rollingstone Township, including the Kowalewski subdivision, asking if they anticipated a need within the next two years for City water and/or sewer services. As of this afternoon, 34 letters had been returned, 26 marked “no”; four responded yes; one checked “no” but added that they would be in favor of City sewer and water services if they were made available; one checked “no” but noted that they would be in favor of annexation when the time comes; and two letters were returned undeliverable. During the discussion, Councilmember Ledebuhr questioned the wording of the letter.  The City Administrator explained the intent of the letter was to find out if residents anticipated a need in the near future, not to find out if they are interested in annexation into Goodview. Mr. Matejka said the deadline for responding to the letter was July 31.  At that time he and Director of Public Works Greg Volkart will look at all the responses as well as the comments, and decide on a game plan at that time.  He said no matter what the final results come in like, they will be shared with the Rollingstone Township board.
Mr. Volkart reported the City Engineer is in the process of developing the plans and specs for the 63rd Avenue and 5th Street project. These need to be done in order to apply for permits from the railroad. This project will, most likely, go to bid in the spring of 2014. Mr. Volkart also gave an update on the upcoming street maintenance project in WE Valley, indicating concrete work needs to get done in the next couple of weeks before the blacktop can be done.  The entire project should be completed in mid-August. 
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
