City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

July 6, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present.  Councilmember Dick Ledebuhr was absent. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman 



seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The 



agenda included the minutes of the June 22, 2015 regular City 



Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Ms. Lynda Rickoff, of Russell & Associates, presented a review of the 2014 City audit, saying that controls are consistent and there are no major issues. 


Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Erdman said she received complaints about the fireworks set off over the July 4th weekend. She suggested using police reserves on bicycles to monitor the neighborhoods, thinking it may be more effective than the squad cars. Ms. Erdman also suggested having the Goodview Days fireworks at LaCanne Park, for safety reasons. She feels they are currently set off too close to the residential neighborhoods. 


Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:20 p.m. and opened the public hearing for the purpose of considering an application for a Conditional Use Permit to allow the property located at 4730 Service Drive to be used for a used car dealership in a M-1 Light Manufacturing zone. Mr. Chris Wondrow with Fastenal explained the company is in the process of renewing their dealer license and the State of Minnesota is requesting that the dealer’s address change from their Theurer Boulevard property to the Service Drive property. The business will remain the same. They will have a few vehicles on the lot, but probably no more than five at a time. Mr. Jim O’Dea, 4855 9th Street, expressed concerns about Fastenal bringing cars to the Service Drive property which abuts his backyard.  He was relieved to hear that it is not going to become a large used car lot. He asked what happens in the future if Fastenal moves and somebody else comes in. Are they able to put in a large car lot? City Administrator Dan Matejka said yes, the conditional use stays with the property. Mr. O’Dea said he is opposed to this conditional use permit request. 
The public hearing was closed at 5:25 p.m. and the regular meeting resumed.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka reported the bid opening for the Local Road Improvements Project will be held at 2:00 p.m. on July 30, 2015 at City Hall. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart gave a brief update on the Leak Survey Program the City participated in this year. This survey was of the whole water system.  A private firm went around to every fire hydrant listening for leaks. They discovered two leaks, which are being repaired. Police Chief Kent Russell reported they sold 37 bicycles at the bike sale, made $125.00, and had close to 40 bikes left over. Instead of scrapping them, Mr. John Alexander, Head Coach of the Winona Area Youth Wrestling Club, said their group will fix up the bikes and give them to kids that can use them. Chief Russell also reported his department did not receive the grant to purchase training mats for the Police Department and First Responder squads. They will try again next year. The City Administrator noted the Goodview EDA meeting minutes from June 10, 2015.
Under Notices and Communication; Mr. Volkart reported on the 2014 Drinking Water Report, explaining the State Health Department requires this to be completed every year. The report shows any contaminants in the water system, and was published in the Winona Daily News on June 27, 2015.
There was no Unfinished Business.

At 5:30 p.m. the Mayor suspended the regular meeting and opened the public hearing for the purpose of considering an application for a Conditional Use Permit to allow the property located at 1245 49th Avenue to operate a hair salon in a D-1 Single Family Dwelling zone.

Ms. Jessica Lang explained she is expecting her second child and she would like to work part-time out of her home in a basement salon. There will not be any other employees. Councilmember Andring asked how long her business would be open. Ms. Lang said she plans to have one client at a time for 5-6 hours a day, thus parking should not be an issue. She will hold typical daytime hours and possibly one evening a week. Councilmember Erdman said there are many small businesses operating out of residential homes. Mr. Arnie Jackson, 4875 13th Street, expressed his concerns about this conditional use permit request. He asked if this will change their property from residential to commercial property. The City Administrator explained this is not a zoning change, but a conditional use to have a salon at that property. Mr. Jackson also expressed concerns about cars parking on the street incorrectly with the potential of rolling down the hill. Ms. Lang said their driveway is large enough to handle her customer’s vehicles and none of them should need to park on the street. 
Mayor Baumgart closed the public hearing at 5:36 p.m. and opened the regular meeting.
Under New Business; 
a) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Cigarette License application from Kwik Trip, Inc., at 7020 Hwy. 61 W., Minnesota City, MN. All voted aye and the motion carried.
b) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the permit request to have 3 dogs for Trisha Pierce at 4735 5th 


      Street. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0975, A JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GOODVIEW AND THE TOWNSHIP OF ROLLINGSTONE AS TO THE ORDERLY ANNEXATION OF THE BRAND PROPERTY. The City Administrator explained this is the formal start of the annexation process for 22 Wenonah Road. If approved tonight, the Rollingstone Township Board will act on this Resolution at their next meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
d) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to move the two August City Council meetings from August 3 and 17, 2015 to August 10 and 24, 2015. All voted aye and the motion carried.
e) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the Conditional Use Permit request for the property located at 4730 Service Drive to be used for a used car dealership in a M-1 Light Manufacturing zone. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
f) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Conditional Use Permit request for the property located at 1245 49th Avenue to operate a hair salon in a D-1 Single Family Dwelling zone. Councilmember Alexander asked if there will be a sign for the business in the front of the house. Ms. Lang said yes, they are required to have a sign and they plan to put a small one in the garage window. All voted and the motion passed 3 to 1, with Councilmember Alexander voting nay. 
At 5:45 p.m. the Mayor suspended the regular meeting and opened the public hearing for the purpose of accepting public comment in regards to adopting the Goodview Business Subsidy Policy as recommended by the Goodview Economic Development Authority.

Ms. Alice Zimmer and Mr. Charlie Andring represented the EDA Board. The City Administrator explained this is another financing policy the EDA can suggest the City use to go along with the TIF and the Tax Abatement policies. It is required by state law that we hold this public hearing and accept any public comment on the policy before formal approval by the City Council.  Once approved, it will then be forwarded to the Department of Employment and Economic Development (DEED). Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler said the office has not received any comments pertaining to the adoption of this policy. Ms. Zimmer said they looked through the policy and thought it was fine, noting it is used by several other cities.  Councilmember Andring asked if copies of the public hearing notice and proposed policy were sent to all the businesses in Goodview, of which Mr. Matejka said no but the City was required to publish the notice of the public hearing 10 days in advance of tonight’s meeting in the Winona Daily News. 

Mayor Baumgart closed the public hearing at 5:47 p.m. and opened the regular meeting.


Under New Business (continued);

g) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the Goodview Business Subsidy Policy recommended for approval by the Goodview EDA. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Other; Mayor Baumgart noted Representative Steve Drazkowski will be holding a town hall meeting here at Goodview City Hall on Monday, July 13, 2015 from 5:00 to 6:00 p.m.  The City Administrator said now that the Council has passed the Business Subsidy Policy and we have the TIF and Tax Abatement policies in place, the EDA Board would like to invite all local businesses to an EDA Open House. This will be held in the event room at the Hoff Celebration of Life Center, at 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, August 5, 2015, after the 6:00 p.m. EDA board meeting. We will invite all Goodview businesses to attend and hope to have Mr. Kevin Kelleher (DEED), Ms. Natalie Siderius from Winona County, and Mr. Ron Ziegler (CEDA) in attendance. Mr. Matejka also suggested having the special meeting to award the Local Road Improvements Project bid at 5:30 p.m. that same evening.  This will formally be set at the July 20th regular City Council meeting.
Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
