City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

July 7, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present.  Councilmember Sandy Erdman was absent. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, Fire Chief Todd Ives, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the June 16, 2014 regular City Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr asked if the agreement with WIN-AGG had been signed yet.  The City Administrator, Dan Matejka, told him the latest draft of the agreement is now in the hands of the respective lawyers to iron out the last few details.  The Councilmember also asked if the appraisals are done for the 63rd Avenue and 5th Street utility project, of which he was told yes.  Councilmember Ledebuhr also inquired about the American Plumbing property and wanted to know when it will be cleaned up. Mr. Matejka said the property is changing owners and he will talk to the prospective buyer to get an update.
Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the public hearing for the purpose of considering an application for an 18.45’ variance in the front yard setback requirement for the property located at 4260 7th Street for the construction of a two-car detached garage. The owner, Mr. Mitch Grossell, said he is selling the house and the prospective buyer wants to put up a garage as a condition of the sale.  There were no questions or comments from the Council. 
The public hearing was closed and the regular meeting resumed.

Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the variance request as presented. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Mr. Ron Ganrude introduced himself as a candidate for Winona County Sheriff.

Mr. Jerry Miller, chair of the Minnesota High-Speed Rail Commission, presented information on the Minnesota High-Speed Rail project. Mr. Miller shared the Commission is advocating for one extra train to be added each day from the Twin Cities to Chicago, and back.  The Commission has also been talking with Olmstead County about the Mayo Clinic expansion and their plan to add 25,000 to 30,000 jobs in the next five years.  Mr. Miller thinks it would be wise to create a hub in the Winona area, in order to connect to the Mayo hub. Mr. Miller introduced Mr. Andru Peters, a high speed rail commissioner, who offered additional information and was available to answer questions.
Winona County Commissioner Wayne Valentine, presented an update on the most recent county-level actions, projects, and activities, and encouraged everyone to get out and vote in the primary election on Tuesday, August 12, 2014. 
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; the City Administrator said a second meeting is scheduled for later this week with the SEH engineers regarding the whistle free railroad zone analysis. The City will get an update on their progress and a timeline on when they will present their final report to the Council. 

Police Chief Kent Russell shared that his department did get the computer mounts for the LETG computers they have been waiting for, but unfortunately the power cords were missing.  So his department purchased these six cords at a cost of approximately $1,000.  He also reported on the prostitution sting in St. Charles. Officer Norman was involved with its success and several individuals were arrested.  Finally, the Chief said his administrative assistant, Michelle Dungy, recently attended a data privacy training session and brought back a lot of important information which she plans to share with the rest of the City staff.

Fire Chief Todd Ives mentioned the recent ladder truck presentation and asked if a decision has been made. Mayor Baumgart suggested the Council should meet with the ladder truck committee and discuss it further.  A special City Council meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, August 5th at 5:00 p.m., in the Council chambers specifically to discuss this topic.
The City Administrator noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from July 1, 2014, and the Building Permit Reports for May and June, 2014. 

Under Notices and Communications; City Administrator Dan Matejka brought attention to the 2013 Drinking Water Report. Councilmember Ledebuhr asked what the numbers on the report said about our City’s water. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart said everything tested falls within the State’s safety guidelines. The City Administrator announced the upcoming Southeastern Minnesota League of Municipalities (SEMLM) Summer Meeting scheduled for Tuesday, July 29, 2014, at Winona County History Center. The cost is $25 a person. The City Administrator plans to attend and asked for the Council to let him know by the beginning of next week if they would like to attend. 
Under unfinished business; Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0934, A RESOLUTION ORDERING THE 2014 UTILITY AND STREET IMPROVEMENTS  PROJECT FOR THE 63rd AVENUE & 5TH STREET AREA, ACCEPTING THE BIDS, AND AWARDING THE CONTRACT THEREFORE. There was a discussion about the cost to residents. City Administrator Dan Matejka reminded the Council that during the public hearing on April 8, 2013, those in attendance were told assessments would not exceed $25,600.  The preliminary calculation of this project’s assessments will be clearly under that not-to-exceed figure, but won’t be finalized until all initial costs are known.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under New Business; 
a)  Mr. Rick Howden of CEDA gave a power point presentation on the steps and processes involved with the City creating an Economic Development Authority (EDA). To move forward, the Council will need to pass a resolution to call for a public hearing. This will be an agenda item for the next Council meeting on July 21, 2014.

b)  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Drainlayers’ license applications as listed in the Council packet. All voted aye and the motion carried.

c)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the Cigarette License application from Kwik Trip, Inc., at 7020 Hwy. 61 W., Minnesota City, MN.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

d)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve the permit for Megann Van Overmeer to have 5 dogs at 344 Saehler Drive, Minnesota City. All voted aye and the motion carried.
e)  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0936, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PREMISE PERMIT FOR THE WINONA ELKS LODGE #327 FOR THE CONDUCT OF LAWFUL GAMBLING AT THE GOODVIEW PAVILION AND PARK. All voted aye and the motion carried.
f)  Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to move the two August City Council meetings from August 4 & 18, 2014 to August 11 & 25, 2014. All voted aye and the motion carried.
g)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0937, A RESOLUTION APPOINTING JUDGES OF ELECTION FOR THE 2014 PRIMARY AND GENERAL ELECTIONS IN THE CITY OF GOODVIEW. All voted aye and the motion carried.
h)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0938, A JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GOODVIEW AND THE TOWNSHIP OF ROLLINGSTONE AS TO THE ORDERLY ANNEXATION OF FLORIN PROPERTY. All voted aye and the motion carried.
i)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0939, A JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GOODVIEW AND THE TOWNSHIP OF ROLLINGSTONE AS TO THE ORDERLY ANNEXATION OF FAHRENDHOLZ PROPERTY. All voted aye and the motion carried.
With no other business to report, Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
