City Council Minutes

August 11, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        The agenda included the minutes of the July 21, 2014 regular City
Council meeting, the minutes of the August 5, 2014 special City
Council meeting and the electronic funds transfer totals.
Councilmember Erdman clarified, for the record, what she did and
did not say during the special meeting regarding the purchase of a
fire truck. The meeting minutes will be revised to reflect those
changes.  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember
Andring seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as revised.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the public hearing related to the question of the establishment by the City of an Economic Development Authority (EDA) pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Sections 469.090 through 469.1082.

Mr. Cris Gastner, of CEDA, presented information with regards to enabling an Economic Development Authority (EDA) in the City of Goodview. He answered questions posed by the Council and business owners who were present.
Mr. Bernie Brenner, owner of Knitcraft Corp., wants to see the Goodview Business Association (GBA) involved and be a part of the process. 

Mr. Rich Mikrut, of Mikrut Properties, believes Goodview is in an excellent position to foster economic development and growth. 
Ms. Deb Krakow, of Borkowski Towing and President of the GBA would like to see the GBA revive their standing in the community and be a part of the EDA Board.
After a short discussion, Mayor Baumgart closed the public hearing and opened the regular meeting.
There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr inquired about the status of the lake pumping agreement. City Administrator Dan Matejka said the City attorney is waiting to hear from their attorney concerning possible changes to the agreement. Councilmember Ledebuhr asked about cleaning up the property at the end of Fifth Street.  Mr. Matejka said he sent the owner a letter referencing the City’s nuisance ordinance, but has not heard back. The next step would be to issue a citation. Councilmember Andring inquired as to what the next steps would be if they pass Resolution 945 to enable the creation of an Economic Development Authority. Mr. Cris Gastner offered information regarding the selection of Board members, saying that the members of the EDA Board will be appointed by the Mayor. There was a discussion about years of commitment and how to choose people to serve on the EDA Board. Mayor Baumgart asked the Councilmembers to give him a list of suggested people to serve on the Board. Mayor Baumgart also shared he will be out of town and not able to attend the next City Council meeting on August 25, 2014.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka reminded people to vote on Tuesday, August 12, 2014. Mr. Matejka went on to say that the City is selling a 2005 Ford Expedition police vehicle. He also shared that SEH Engineering will attend the Council meeting on August 25, 2014, to present a preliminary draft of their final report for the Quiet Zones. The final report will be up for approval at the City Council meeting on September 8, 2014. Director of Public Works Greg Volkart reported the sewer relining project will be completed tomorrow. The City is three years into the eight-year project and will continue to budget for this project each year until completed if possible. Police Chief Kent Russell said the State enacted quite a few new laws effective August 1 of this year, and it is taking a considerable amount of resources to put them into place. Regarding a specific property on 63rd Avenue, Chief Russell, along with the City Administrator and the Director of Public Works, met with the County Health Department to work toward getting it cleaned up. Councilmember Alexander asked if the City of Goodview has a boat stored near the lake in case an emergency rescue need arises. Chief Russell said there is a small row boat stored in the pavilion near the lake and the Goodview Fire Department has a boat that can be used to respond to emergencies. Councilmember Alexander is concerned about the length of time it would take for the Fire Department to get a boat out onto the lake, saying that it might be too late for a successful rescue. City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from August 5, 2014.

There were no Notices or Communications.

There was no Unfinished Business.

Under New Business; 
a)  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve
     RESOLUTION NO. 0945, A RESOLUTION ENABLING THE CREATION OF AN
     ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY IN THE CITY OF GOODVIEW,
     MINNESOTA. Councilmember Erdman stated that she would like to have one or two
     members of the GBA to be appointed to the EDA Board. After a short discussion, all
     voted aye and the motion carried.
b)  Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve
     RESOLUTION NO. 0946, A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING
     THE EXECUTION OF A GOVERNMENTAL LEASE-PURCHASE AGREEMENT
     AND SUPPLEMENTS THERETO AND RELATED DOCUMENTS AND
     CERTIFICATES FOR THE ACQUISITION OF A POLICE VEHICLE. After a short  

     discussion about costs, all voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; the City Administrator said he received a letter from Charter Communications informing customers of an upcoming rate increase.
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
