City Council Minutes

August 12, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the July 22, 2013 regular City Council meeting, and a list of electronic funds transfers for the 2007 Improvement Bond, the 2009A Re-Finance/Equipment Bond, and the 2008 Radium Project, totaling $233,876.18.

All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember Erdman said she will not be able to attend the next City Council meeting on August 26, 2013. She also reminded council about the Blandin Foundation Community Leadership Program in case they are interested in attending.
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; City Administrator Dan Matejka presented a summary of the survey mailed to 110 property owners currently in Rollingstone Township, including the Kowalewski subdivision. The residents were asked if they anticipated a need within the next two years for City water and/or sewer services. The City received 68 (62%) responses, of which 12 were checked “yes.”  However, Mr. Matejka said the City actually heard from three other properties indicating they would be interested in receiving City services, thus bringing the total of “yes” responses to 15.  He also noted comments made on the surveys – both positive and negative - along with a map showing the location of the 15 properties. He explained the next step is to talk to the Rollingstone Township Board to discuss the possibility of trying to serve as many of the 15 properties as possible, but that the City wouldn’t do anything to its infrastructure before having that conversation.  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart reported that one of the properties is in dire need of water and sewer service because the property’s current well and septic systems are no longer working properly.  The City is exploring options to try to help this individual as quickly as possible, potentially by bringing City water up from the Sunny Acres subdivision to Wenonah Road. There is already a sewer main from Sunny Acres to Wenonah Road. Mr. Volkart did point out that any option should take into account the bigger picture of the other 14 properties as well.  He went on to say the City is having discussions with the City Engineer to try to add any potential project in this area with the 63rd Avenue project being discussed for next spring.  It was discussed that the City may want to hold an informational meeting sometime this winter with all property owners who received a survey to maybe help clarify the reasoning behind the letter/survey itself.  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart reported that the WE Valley street improvement project is progressing with the concrete repairs to a number of areas of curb and gutter being completed.  The final step is the actual overlaying of the street, which the City is waiting to hear from Dunn Blacktop for a schedule.  Mr. Volkart also shared the City recently purchased for $8,500 a used 80 KW generator once owned by Fastenal with only 107 hours on it.  These generators cost at least $40,000 new.  This unit will be able to run not only City Hall, but also the four other buildings surrounding City Hall. He is working with Bauer Electric to determine the cost to hook all five buildings into it.  Police Chief Kent Russell reported Lake Village is making progress on the long overdue replacement of its storm shelter which was destroyed in a fire back in 2011.  He also informed the Council the City is starting to once again design an Emergency Operations Plan to cover all potential hazardous situations.  He is heading up a committee made up of Mayor Baumgart, Councilmember Andring, the City Administrator, the Director of Public Works, and Mr. Aaron Sackreiter representing the Goodview Fire Department, which will be meeting at least twice a month to create the plan for the City. The committee is using Winona County’s All Hazard Mitigation Plan as a basis to develop the City’s plan.  Councilmember Ledebuhr asked how the Multi-Agency Lean Project to handle the flow of criminal data is developing.  Chief Russell said his department recently received some equipment for the new LETG operating system, but he and his department still have a number of questions about various aspects of the project.  Councilmember Ledebuhr asked if the Winona County Administrator, Mr. Duane Hebert, could attend the next meeting on the 26th to address the questions and concerns of not only the Police Department, but also those of the City Council.  The City Administrator said he will talk to Mr. Hebert to see if he can attend.  The Chief also reported that Sixth Street will be closed down at 5:00 a.m. on Tuesday, August 20, 2013, in order to move a house currently at the corner of Fifth Street and McConnon Drive to the City of Elba.
City Administrator Dan Matejka noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from August 6, 2013 and the monthly building permit report for June, 2013. 
Councilmember Andring had a question about the Fire Department’s ladder truck, wondering if it is still functional and operational to serve some of the City’s taller buildings.   Mr. Volkart said it was recently certified and is working satisfactorily.

Under Notices and Communications, City Administrator Dan Matejka mentioned a notice from Winona County Planning & Environmental Services, announcing a meeting on August 15, 2013, regarding amendments to their zoning ordinance.
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business:
a) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0919, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PREMISE PERMIT FOR THE WINONA ELKS LODGE #327 FOR THE CONDUCT OF LAWFUL GAMBLING AT THE GOODVIEW PAVILION AND PARK. This is for their annual picnic on August 25, 2013. All voted aye and the motion carried.

b) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the Off-Sale Intoxicating Liquor License application from Swenny, Inc. for Hwy. 61 Liquor, 4445 West Highway 61, Goodview, MN 55987. This is a partial license through September 30, 2013. Mr. Mark Swenson was in attendance to answer questions. All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the cigarette license application from Swenny, Inc. for Hwy. 61 Liquor, 4445 West Highway 61, Goodview, MN 55987. This is a partial license through June 30, 2014. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka informed the Council that the first draft of the 2014 budget will be distributed at the next Council meeting on August 26, 2013.  He reminded the Council the City must certify a preliminary levy by September 16, 2013.  He also added that Community and Economic Development Associates (CEDA) will give an informational presentation to the Council at the August 26, 2013 meeting. 

Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
