City Council Minutes

August 22, 2016
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m. 
Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Dave Schultz, and Police Chief Kent Russell.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr  

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the August 8, 2016 regular City Council meeting and the August, 2016 claims. The claims totaled $729,839.89 for the following operating funds:

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr offered praise and recognition to Director of Public Works Dave Schultz and his department for doing such a great job during Goodview Days, with a quick and thorough clean-up.  Councilmember Erdman agreed and expressed her appreciation to Maintenance III Worker Bryan Hegland for his work in getting everyone lined up for the parade. Mr. Schultz said he will pass these comments along to his staff. Ms. Erdman added that the Police Department did a great job of keeping things orderly and controlled.  Councilmember Alexander said he noticed that the property at 450 44th Avenue has been cleaned up a bit. The City Administrator said the property owner responded to the certified letter sent by the City, and he and City Attorney Mark Merchlewitz are working together with the property owner to resolve the issue. Councilmember Andring expressed his gratitude to the Police Department for keeping law and order during the Goodview Days’ events.  Mayor Baumgart said he was honored to be in the parade and he heard positive feedback about the fireworks being the finest display people had seen in a long time. He also offered his thanks to the Street Department for all of their hard work. 

Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:05 p.m. and opened the public hearing for the purpose to consider the adoption of a new ordinance regulating Food Trucks within the City of Goodview.
City Administrator Dan Matejka explained changes to the first draft of the ordinance. Councilmember Andring asked if the City has received any calls, of which he was told no. Mr. Joel Anacabe, 4820 6th Street, introduced himself and shared why he wants to own and operate a food truck. He lives in Goodview and has a desire to bring good quality home-cooked food to the community and local businesses. He plans to start with the lunch crowd and then he may include adding dinner hours at a later time. The City Administrator said he and Police Chief Kent Russell discussed possible public places for a food truck to park. Some of these included; The Bar parking lot, the south side of West Service Drive from 44th to 54th Avenues, the LaCanne Park parking lot, at the Evans Pavilion across from the Police station, and at Memorial Park during softball games and tournaments. Councilmember Ledebuhr said he doesn’t want a food truck to park too close to local food establishments.  Mr. Matejka said they won’t be able to operate their business within 200 feet of another restaurant per the proposed ordinance. Mr. Anacabe added that if there is a baseball game at the park, he would like to serve his food there and potentially give a percentage of his profits back to the community. If this ordinance passes, Mr. Anacabe said he would like to be open for business by the first part of October, 2016. The City Administrator said this item will be on the agenda for formal approval at the September 12th City Council meeting. All of the Council members said they are supportive of adopting this ordinance.
The public hearing was closed at 5:18 p.m. and the regular meeting resumed.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; Director of Public Works Dave Schultz expressed his thanks to his department for doing a great job setting up for Goodview Days and cleaning up quickly.  Police Chief Kent Russell offered thanks to his department for their hard work during Goodview Days. The crowd was one of the largest, and best, crowds Chief Russell has ever seen. Everything went smoothly without incident. 
Notices and Communications included; the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for September, 2016.

There was no Unfinished Business.
Under New Business; City Administrator Dan Matejka presented a Personnel Policy Handbook revision to Section 3, Subd. 1 “Employment Procedure”. He explained that because Senior Accounting Officer and Administrative Assistant Ms. Judy Gottschalk will be retiring at the end of October, it is a good time to re-evaluate staffing positions. Mr. Matejka is recommending removing the Department Head status from this position. The three office positions would now formally report to the City Administrator directly instead of through the position in question, and this change in the Personnel Policy Handbook would reflect this. Since the position is changing, the points attached to it will be re-evaluated. A portion of this position’s points and pay are attached to being a supervisor and since this would no longer be the case, those points will be removed. There was a discussion about the past pay scale and clarification about how points affect the pay range. It was clarified that the points removed from the Administrative Assistant position will not be going to the City Administrator position. Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the revision to Personnel Policy Handbook Section 3, Subd. 1, “Employment Procedure”. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka explained a new state law allowing temporary family health care dwellings to be placed on personal property for six months, with a six-month renewal option.  Each city has the ability to “opt out” of this law and many cities are choosing to do so. Mr. Matejka will meet with the City Attorney to discuss this further. Council agreed to hold a public hearing regarding this new law during the Council meeting scheduled for September 12, 2016.  The City Administrator reminded Council that the next Council meeting will be held at Hoff Funeral Home’s Celebration of Life Center. Ms. Natalie Siderius and Ms. Erin Meier will present information from the Economic Design event held on July 12, 2016. The Goodview EDA will change their meeting to September 14th so they can take into consideration information and feedback offered during the presentation. Councilmember Alexander said he will not be able to attend the September 12 Council meeting as he will be out of town. 
Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
