City of Goodview

City Council Minutes

September 12, 2016
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Sandy Erdman, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Mike Alexander was absent.

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Dave Schultz, Police Chief Kent Russell, General Services/Accountant Denise Herber, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the August 22, 2016 regular City Council meeting and City Administrator Dan Matejka announced that Ms. Denise Herber has been hired as the Senior Accounting Officer and Administrative Assistant, effective November 1, 2016. All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

Under Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires; Councilmember Ledebuhr said he has heard positive things about the street crosswalk markings and expressed his appreciation for the good work being done by Director of Public Works Dave Schultz and his crew. Councilmember Erdman reported that the white house on Martina Road has more junk lying around and the weeds are extremely high. Police Chief Kent Russell is aware of the situation and is following up on it. City Administrator Dan Matejka has been talking to the City attorney and he will send a letter to the owner regarding the state of the property. Mayor Baumgart thanked Ms. Ashley Czaplewski for hosting the City Council meeting in the Celebration of Life Center at Hoff Funeral Home.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; Director of Public Works Dave Schultz said the lead copper test results are in and the City of Goodview’s water results are good. Police Chief Kent Russell reported that next week they will begin presenting school bus safety classes for Goodview and Rollingstone schools. He also brought attention to a recent phone scam. The caller poses as a Department of Treasury officer and threatens to take action if they don’t receive $3,000. Chief Russell reminded everyone that the IRS and Department of Treasury never make phone calls regarding money and asked people to spread a word of warning about this scam.
Mayor Baumgart suspended the regular meeting at 5:06 p.m. and opened the public hearing for the purpose of considering the adoption of Ordinance 2016-02 opting-out of the requirements of Minnesota Statutes, Section 462.3593 pertaining to temporary family health care dwellings. The City Administrator explained that the City can opt out of the statute allowing temporary family health care dwellings and deal with each request on a case by case basis.

Mayor Baumgart closed the public hearing at 5:08 p.m. and opened the regular City Council meeting.

City Administrator Dan Matejka reported on Notices and Communications which consisted of a letter from the MN Dept. of Health dated August 16, 2016 pertaining to the Lead/Copper Tap Water Monitoring Report. 

There was no Unfinished Business.

A second public hearing was opened at 5:15 for the purpose of considering an application for a Conditional Use permit to Jayell LTD Properties to allow the property located at 4450 West Service Drive (Parcel #24-000-0910) to be used as a warehouse in a C-1 Commercial zone. 
Mr. Steve Hanson, the property owner and member of Jayell LTD Properties and Mr. Dave Hemmelman with RTP, were present. Mr. Hanson said they are contemplating a lease for the property with RTP. Mr. Hemmelman said that RTP produces plastic resin products and they would like to use the warehouse to store their raw materials and finished goods. They would use the warehouse during daytime hours from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. There would be no truck traffic after 8:00 p.m.

City Administrator Dan Matejka read emails from property owners who contacted him. Mr. Dick Smith, 940 44th Avenue, is opposed to the conditional use if it involves a lot of tractor trailer traffic. He is also concerned about the noise of trucks that are left running at night. Mr. Matejka replied to Mr. Smith and let him know that the property owner is leasing the building to RTP to be used as a warehouse. RTP estimated that there will be six to 12 tractor trailers a day using the facility. These trucks would have access to the property from Service Drive, which is a truck route, and not 44th Avenue. There will be no trucks running at night. Mr. Smith responded saying he is concerned about the truck traffic on 44th Avenue, which is already a busy street. He opposes a change in the zone. Mr. Matejka clarified that this is not a request for zoning change. It is a request for a conditional use permit for a warehouse. Mr. Smith spoke with two neighbors, Mr. Wayne Kronebush, 950 44th Avenue and Mr. Bill Armstrong, 914 44th Avenue.

They both live directly across from 4450 West Service Drive and he said that they share similar concerns about increased truck traffic. Mr. Matejka said he received a phone call from Ms. Joann Nichols, 884 44th Avenue, and she had no objections to this conditional use permit. Mr. Hemmelman addressed the 44th Avenue access and said they will construct signage directing trucks from Highway 61 to Service Drive to keep them off 44th Avenue, and they will be directed to exit the same way. The two driveways on 44th Avenue by the loading docks will be blocked off so there will be no truck traffic there. 
Mayor Baumgart closed the public hearing at 5:20 and opened the regular council meeting. 
Under New Business; 

a) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve ORDINANCE #2016-01, AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE OPERATIONS OF FOOD TRUCKS WITHIN THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN. City Administrator Dan Matejka and Police Chief Kent Russell created a list of permitted public locations a food truck may operate within the City. There was a public hearing regarding this ordinance during the September 12th City Council meeting and the City has not received any comments regarding this ordinance. All voted aye and the motion carried. 

b) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 1012, A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CITY’S FEE SCHEDULE FOR RATES AND CHARGES FOR SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CITY OF GOODVIEW, MN.  In reference to the food truck ordinance, the license will cost $35.00.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
c) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve ORDINANCE #2016-02, AN ORDINANCE OPTING-OUT OF THE REQUIREMENTS OF MINNESOTA STATUTES, SECTION 462.3593. All voted aye and the motion carried.
d) Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the Conditional Use Permit request for the property located at 4450 West Service Drive (Parcel #24-000-0910) to be used as a warehouse in a C-1 Commercial zone. All voted aye and the motion carried.
e) The City Administrator presented the First Draft of the 2017 General fund and Debt Service Fund revenue and expenditure budgets. This first draft shows an approximate 4.8% tax levy increase, which is up approximately 1.4% from where it finished this year. He reminded Council that the preliminary levy set in September is usually high, knowing that it can be decreased when the final levy is set in December. Mr. Matejka went through major points of the draft, which included franchise revenue from both HBC, Charter, and Xcel, a small LGA increase, a 2.5% increase in salaries which matches the contract with the police union, health insurance rates are not yet known so there is a 15% increase built in until he knows what the rate is, replacement of a few computers, a match for a farmer’s market grant from the Active Living Committee, an update to the SEH engineering study for whistle free zoning, the usual dues and fees plus a membership to the Coalition of Greater Minnesota Cities, a lease for a new squad car to replace the remaining 2010 Charger, crack filling at various locations, replacement steel doors at various locations throughout the City, the purchase (or rental) of a used skid steer loader, and the debt service fund. Councilmember Ledebuhr asked about a pension program for First Responders and Emergency Dispatch. Mr. Matejka said he has been talking with a representative from the League of Minnesota Cities and they are looking into it for him. He will add this item to DRAFT #2. The Council agreed to begin looking over this first draft to discuss during the next regular City Council meeting on September 26, 2016.
f) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to designate the December 5, 2016 meeting as the Truth-in-Taxation meeting to allow public comments on the proposed budget for 2017 and the proposed property tax levy for taxes payable 2017.  This meeting will take place at Goodview City Hall and will start at 6:00 p.m. All voted aye and the motion carried.
g) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve the beer, liquor, and club license applications that were submitted to the City Administrator and presented in the Council packets. Police Chief Kent Russell said that there are no problems with anybody on the list. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
h) Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Pay Estimates #5 & #6 (FINAL), and Change Order #1, from Wapasha Construction Company, Inc. for the 2015 Goodview Fire Station Addition Project, for $12,245.50 and $21,593.63, respectively. All voted aye and the motion carried.
i) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 1013, A RESOLUTION GRANTING CHARTER COMMUNICATIONS A FRANCHISE EXTENSION THROUGH MARCH 20, 2017. All voted aye and the motion carried.
j) Ms. Erin Meier and Ms. Natalie Siderius will present an overview of the Economic Design event held at the Winona Elks Lodge on July 12, 2016.    
k) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 1014, A RESOLUTION APPROVING LEVY REQUEST SUBMITTED BY THE GOODVIEW ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY FOR TAXES PAYABLE 2017. All voted aye and the motion carried.
At 5:40 p.m., Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to suspend the regular meeting until 6:00 p.m. and reopen it for the presentation by Ms. Erin Meier and Ms. Natalie Siderius. All voted aye and the motion carried.
The regular meeting reopened at 6:00 p.m. and Ms. Meier and Ms. Siderius presented a review and summary of the July 12th event. 
They offered a PowerPoint overview of what the SE MN Together Core Team is, what they do, and what is needed in the region. Small group discussions that were held during the July 12th event identified the community assets and challenges, business assets and challenges, and strategic areas of action. The full group prioritized the strategic areas of action with comprehensive planning topping the list. There were several recommendations from the professional resource guests focusing on comprehensive planning, building connections with all residents, designating community spaces, brand identity, support for existing and new businesses, building infrastructure, addressing the cluttered and unattractive sites, and housing. The next steps include convening the Leadership Committee, seek out and learn from model communities, explore leadership development models, prepare for the comprehensive planning process and seeking outside resources. Ms. Natalie Siderius and Mr. Lew Overhaug at Winona County are available to help, as is Ms. Jessica Ganrude with CEDA.
There was a discussion after the presentation with ideas on ways to show that the community is active, a suggestion of looking for a small project to take on or an event to host, how to create a “downtown” in Goodview, and what to do about the areas of town that are unattractive. City Administrator Dan Matejka said that steps are being taken to get a summer farmer’s market going in Goodview. There was further discussion about having the Leadership Committee create a survey for Goodview’s residents and property owners to find out what their needs are and what they would like to see happening in their City. There were many ideas about how to administer the survey including door-to-door, online, social media, put with the water/sewer billings, sending home with Goodview school students, church congregations, the Elks, and setting up a table during teacher conferences. 

There was no Other business. 
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
