City Council Minutes

September 17, 2012

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Weimerskirch at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor J.P. Weimerskirch, Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Steve Baumgart, and Sandy Erdman were present.  Councilmember Mike Alexander was absent. 

City Staff Present: City Administrator, Dan Matejka, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Baumgart 




seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The 




agenda included the minutes of the September 4, 2012 regular 

City Council meeting and the September, 2012 claims. The claims totaled $227,629.95 for the following operating funds:

There was no community comment or input.

Under Council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Councilmember  Baumgart said the property at 8110 6th Street, Minnesota City, is an eyesore, a dead muskrat was laying in the driveway and he wondered if the property was abandoned. City Administrator, Dan Matejka said the property was not abandoned and is owned by Mr. Rich Hundorf, who is supposed to be fixing up the property for sale. Mr. Matejka will follow up with the complaint. Councilmember Erdman spoke with Mr. Bill Baker regarding his apartment building and reported he will continue to try to get a Subway Restaurant in the space where the Good Harvest Café was. If he cannot, he then may transform the space into a handicapped accessible apartment. Councilmember Erdman said that Woolley Chiropractic, 3930 6th Street, has made a request to Winona County to repaint the yellow curb in front of their business.  The County said they will get to it when they have time. There was some discussion as to why the curb has been painted yellow in the first place.
The Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from September 4, 2012 were noted under reports of officers, committees, or staff.
There were no notices or communications.
Unfinished business included a presentation by the City Administrator of Draft #4 of the 2013 General Fund and Debt Service Fund Revenue and Expenditure budgets. He explained the report shows an estimated 1.618% tax rate increase, or slightly less than a one-percent tax levy increase. This includes everything from Draft #1 plus an add-on to increase the Police Department’s Administrative Assistant position from seven to eight hours, and a decrease in the health & dental insurance costs of the Police Department. Under the assumptions presented, the Council would have to decrease the levy by approximately $45,000 in order to get to a zero-percent tax rate increase by mid-December 2012 - when the levy has to be formally certified. Councilmember Ledebuhr expressed his concern about the City not having enough revenue in 2013 if it doesn’t receive all of the Local Government Aid (LGA) it has been certified to receive. Mayor Weimerskirch said the WE Valley Capital Project could be reduced or eliminated to cover any potential reduction in LGA funds. The City Administrator said that although there will be a November forecast before the December levy certification date, the City will not know anything more concrete about the status of LGA funds until May 2013 when the next legislative session ends. He also reminded the Council that Representative Drazkowski, Senator Howe, Representative Pelowski, and Senator Miller, all said the July 2013 LGA payment is safe. Further, they agree that the December 2013 payment is vulnerable, but is most likely safe. The City Administrator reported if the City chooses to only recognize 50% of the certified LGA amount, this would result in a preliminary levy increase of approximately six-percent.

Under New Business; Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Baumgart seconded to approve RESOLUTION NO. 0897, A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A PROPOSED PROPERTY TAX LEVY FOR TAXES PAYABLE 2013, AND ADOPTING A PROPOSED BUDGET FOR 2013, recognizing only 50% of LGA, which  changes the property taxes as indicated during the discussion. All voted aye and the motion carried. 
New Business also included the beer, liquor, and wine license applications. Councilmember Ledebuhr moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve all the license applications as presented. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Other Business; City Administrator, Dan Matejka gave an update on The Bar, reminding Council that Mr. Tom Overland did not renew his liquor license. There are five individuals who are interested in taking over the lease of The Bar. On Thursday, September 20, 2012, the City Administrator along with Mayor Weimerskirch, Councilmember Ledebuhr, Police Chief Kent Russell, Maintenance II Worker Dave Schultz, and Director of Public Works Greg Volkart will interview those individuals and report back to the Council.  
Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Baumgart seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
