City Council Minutes

September 23, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Ledebuhr at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Acting Mayor Dick Ledebuhr, and Councilmembers Sandy Erdman, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Mayor Steve Baumgart was absent.
City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Maintenance I Worker Aaron Lofgren.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander 

seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The agenda included the minutes of the September 9, 2013 regular City Council meeting, and the September, 2013 claims. The claims totaled $252,599.93 for the following operating funds:

During the discussion phase, Councilmember Andring questioned

the payment to Mr. Kenneth Rumpca, of which he was told this is
the second payment of 10 to Mr. Rumpca for the purchase of the
old FedEx building.  Also, Acting Mayor Ledebuhr, in reference to
Fire Chief Todd Ives comments at the last meeting about the
possibility of the City of Winona’s Fire Department and their
cooperation of using their ladder truck if needed, asked if
Goodview had a Mutual Aid Agreement with Winona.  He was
told yes, and the agreement does detail the use of various pieces of

equipment including ladder trucks.
 All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Community Comment/Input; Mr. Arlan Runningen, 6530 Woodland Blvd., addressed the Council on a couple different matters.  First, he thanked the City for trimming the Cottonwood tree and brush near the intersection of Woodland Blvd. and Parkview Road.  Secondly, he said he met with the Director of Public Works to review assessment figures to be charged against the property on Parkview Road who recently annexed into the City.  He indicated the figure was reasonable in his estimation.  Finally, he suggested to the Council they should be informed and approve any costs and/or assessments for any project the City does before the actual project is done.  Councilmember Andring inquired about if the property in question did lay sod or seed, of which he was told he seeded with straw being put down.
Under council concerns, complaints, or inquires; Acting Mayor Ledebuhr asked for an update concerning the State’s request for the City to return the nearly $14,000 the City received for the Safe Routes to School grant.  The City Administrator informed the Council the City Attorney is handling any and all requests from the State on this matter, and has stated he doesn’t believe the funds should/need to be returned.  The Acting Mayor also asked if a meeting has been set up with the property owners of the undeveloped land on Fifth Street to discuss a potential water and sewer project for the area in 2014.  He was told not yet, but will be scheduled in the near future.
Under reports of officers, committees, or staff; the City Administrator and the Chief of Police gave the Council a brief overview of the two lawsuits the City of Goodview is named in, one of which involves many other jurisdictions.  The suits involve the alleged viewing of private data through the Department of Vehicle Services.  City Administrator Dan Matejka informed the Council the League of MN Cities Insurance Trust department is handling the entire situation.  In-fact they have hired a private law firm from the Twin Cities to represent all municipalities named in the suits. 
Under Notices and Communications; the Maintenance Department on-call schedule for October, 2013 was noted.
There was no unfinished business.

Under New Business; 

a) Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the revised list of beer, liquor, and wine licenses as presented.  Councilmember Andring asked for a clarification of the Special Sunday licenses, of which he was told any business listed who wishes to operate on Sundays needs to have this additional license.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

b) Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Erdman seconded to approve the contract with O’Laughlin Plumbing and Heating to perform the 2013 Watermain extensions across TH 61 and from 6th Place to Wenonah Road.  The City Administrator pointed out there were three bids received with the O’Laughlin bid of $72,847.70 being the lowest.  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart indicated the City Engineer’s estimate for the project was $64,569.  Acting Mayor Ledebuhr questioned what the Alternate bid was for.  Mr. Volkart described it as a different option of getting the piping across Highway 61, but it is too expensive to do it.  The Acting Mayor also asked if the annexation of all three properties receiving services as a result of this project is complete.  Mr. Matejka said the final step is to have the State Municipal Boundary Adjustment Board approve the Joint Annexation Resolution at their next meeting on October 8, 2013, which should be a formality due to the fact the annexation wasn’t contested by either party.  All voted aye and the motion carried, with Councilmember Alexander abstaining.
c)  Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to move the Monday, October 21, 2013 regular City Council meeting to Monday, October 28, 2013.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Under Other; Mr. Volkart informed the Council the We Valley overlay project has been completed. 

Councilmember Erdman moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
