City Council Minutes

September 8, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgart at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:
Mayor Steve Baumgart, and Councilmembers Dick Ledebuhr, Mike Alexander, and Charlie Andring were present. Councilmember Sandy Erdman was absent.

City Staff Present: City Administrator Dan Matejka, Director of Public Works Greg Volkart, Police Chief Kent Russell, and Receptionist-Secretary Lori Eschweiler.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Consent Agenda:        Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr 



seconded the Consent Agenda be approved as presented. The




agenda included the minutes of the August 24, 2015 regular City 



Council meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

There was no Community Comment or Input.

There were no Council Concerns, Complaints, or Inquires.

Under Reports of Officers, Committees, or Staff; the City Administrator said the next mediation session for negotiations with the Police Department is scheduled for September 9, 2015, with a follow up session scheduled for the following day.  The HBC franchise renewal agreement has been negotiated, pending City Council approval.  Part of the approval process is to hold a public hearing, which will take place at 5:05 p.m. on September 21, 2015. Mr. Brian Grogan, the attorney that represents the City on matters such as these will be present. With regards to the algae situation that occurred in Lake Goodview before the Labor Day weekend, it appears the recent rain and cooler temperatures have helped remedy the situation. The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA), who advised on putting up the Water Advisory signs, is recommending keeping the signs up until the end of the week. The City will continue to monitor the situation.  Director of Public Works Greg Volkart explained that the “30 days” mentioned in the agreement between the City and Dunn Blacktop for the LRIP project is not referring to having 30 days to complete the whole first phase of the project.  He indicated the project is divided into segments and Dunn Blacktop is held to a certain number of days allowed for each segment once they start that particular segment.  City Attorney Mark Merchlewitz is still reviewing the agreement on behalf of the City. Mr. Volkart added the pre-construction meeting for the project is scheduled for 10:30 a.m. on September 18, 2015.  Mr. Volkart also reported there has been trouble with the Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) computer system because the software the City uses is no longer supported by Verizon.  The system allows the City to monitor the lift stations and filter plants via phone. If there is a problem, it rings the phones of each of the Maintenance Dept. staff, with the person who is on-call addressing the problem. We currently have no alarm system and the only remedy is to purchase new software, new phones, and a new computer. The cost will be approximately $14,000 to get everything purchased and set up.  This repair and maintenance issue obviously wasn’t budgeted for, but will be split between the water and sewer funds.  It will take about a month to get the new system up and running.  Police Chief Kent Russell reported that he and Officer Norman will be once again conducting the School Bus Safety Program at Goodview and Rollingstone schools. Many of the supplies for this program come from the National Child Safety Council.  This is a program the Winona Police Department used to offer, but they dropped it three years ago with the Goodview Police Department taking it over.  Also, next month the Chief and Officer Norman will be conducting the Anti-Bullying training at both schools. The Chief announced that the Winona Elks Lodge #327 received a grant and will donate $1,000 towards the purchase of an Easy Child ID Kit.  This kit, which takes the height, weight, and finger prints of children, compiles all the important information to have it available for the Police Department in the case of an abducted or missing child. Winona Elks Lodge #327 will also be giving $1,500 for the Shop-With-A-Cop program, which will allow the Police Department to take 10 students shopping, instead of five as in the past.  The City Administrator noted the Goodview Fire Department meeting minutes from September 1, 2015 and the Building Permit Report for July, 2015.

Notices and Communications included a letter from Mr. Tim O’Brien, President of the Goodview Activity Group, which thanks and speaks highly of Police Chief Kent Russell and his department for all their help making Goodview Days run smoothly. 
Under Unfinished Business; there were no comments, questions, or concerns expressed by any of the Councilmembers regarding the first draft of the 2016 General Fund and Debt Service Fund revenue and expenditure budgets.  Hearing nothing the City Administrator said this draft will come to the Council at the September 21, 2015 meeting, as the preliminary levy. 

Under New Business; there was a discussion about RESOLUTION NO. 0982, A RESOLUTION APPROVING LEVY REQUEST SUBMITTED BY THE GOODVIEW ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY FOR TAXES PAYABLE 2016.  
On September 2, 2015, the Goodview Economic Development Authority (EDA) approved EDA Resolution No. 0001, which requested the Goodview City Council levy taxes on behalf of the EDA, at an amount not more than 0.01813% of the City’s taxable market value.  At this time, this is estimated to equal approximately $44,000 in 2016.  Councilmember Ledebuhr asked how much this would cost an individual taxpayer, of which Mr. Matejka gave the example that it would cost a property owner of a $200,000 property about $26.00.  This levy is an annual levy which means both the EDA and the City Council will need to act on it each year.  Councilmember Alexander moved and Councilmember Andring seconded to approve Resolution No. 0982. All voted aye and the motion carried.
Under Other; City Administrator Dan Matejka reported on the recent activity regarding the blockages of the railroad crossings in the City by the Canadian Pacific Railroad (CPR).  As requested, he drafted a letter to the CPR on behalf of the City Council.  He also had a conversation with Mr. Chuck Ackman, Senator Klobuchar’s aide. Mr. Ackman asked if there had been any improvement.  Mr. Matejka told him the situation has been marginally better per Police Chief Russell.  Mr. Ackman agreed to talk to their Washington office, which will once again have a conversation with CPR. Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Alexander seconded to approve the letter to Canadian Pacific Railroad, as written. All voted aye and the motion carried. The City Administrator will send the letter to the local CPR office in Minneapolis, with copies going to Minnesota Senator Amy Klobuchar, Minnesota State Senator Matt Schmit, and Minnesota State Representative Steve Drazkowski.  Also, with regards to the no parking signs put up by Fastenal on Service Drive, Chief Russell verified the signs are technically illegal.  Mr. Matejka said he would contact Fastenal and make them aware of it and have them removed. 
Councilmember Andring moved and Councilmember Ledebuhr seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
